motor vehicles, and in which— 11

(A) the extension of retail credit or retail 12

leases are provided directly to consumers; and 13

(B) the contract governing such extension 14

of retail credit or retail leases is not predomi-15

nantly assigned to a third-party finance or leas-16

ing source; or 17

(3) offers or provides a consumer financial 18

product or service not involving or related to the 19

sale, financing, leasing, rental, repair, refurbish-20

ment, maintenance, or other servicing of motor vehi-21

cles, motor vehicle parts, or any related or ancillary 22

product or service. 23

(c) NO IMPACT ON PRIOR AUTHORITY.—Nothing in 24

this section shall be construed to modify, limit, or super-25
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sede the rulemaking or enforcement authority over motor 1

vehicle dealers that could be exercised by any Federal de-2

partment or agency on the day before the date of enact-3

ment of this Act. 4

(d) NO TRANSFER OF CERTAIN AUTHORITY.—Not-5

withstanding any other provision of this Act, the consumer 6

financial protection functions of the Board of Governors 7

and the Federal Trade Commission shall not be trans-8

ferred to the Director or the Bureau to the extent such 9

functions are with respect to a person described under 10

subsection (a).
