Alcohol, Drug Abuse and Prevention Program

The Thanksgiving leftovers are
gone, presents are rapidly being pur-
chased and with some luck the yuletide
joy is being felt by all. For folks age
21 or above, along with this season that
so many of us cherish comes with it the
challenge of not over-indulging in alco-
hol use.

Please read on for tips and informa-
tion that will enable you to enjoy the
holiday season and drink alcohol re-
sponsibly, without the fear of a negative
outcome.

* DON’T DRINK AND DRIVE re-
gardless of how little alcohol you may
have consumed. In Colorado Springs,
.05 or higher blood alcohol content can
land you a “Driving while ability im-
paired” charge. Having a .08 or higher
blood alcohol content will land you a
DUI. Always use a designated driver
who has consumed no alcohol, whether
it be your spouse, friend or co-worker.

* There are many factors that make
up what your blood alcohol is including
gender, weight, type of alcoholic bever-
age and time elapsed since first drink.
There are too many factors to make an
accurate calculation in regard to ascer-
taining if you are “safe to drive.” Not
driving is the only safe answer.

*How much is OK? A common mis-
conception is that blood alcohol level
and how one feels, i.e., “I feel fine” or
“Oh, I feel drunk,” are essentially the
same, or work in parallel to blood alco-
hol content, they don’t.

A person can feel completely free of
intoxication and yet still have a blood
alcohol content that can put them over
the level for a DUI or DWAI charge.
The reason for this disconnect can be
due to tolerance.

Tolerance is how a person feels after
alcohol consumption based on previous
frequency or amount of alcohol use. A
person that drinks alcohol frequently
may no longer recognize or feel the in-
toxicating features of alcohol and thus

think they are “ok” to drive.

* A good rule of thumb for alcohol
consumption is the “0-1-3” rule. That
means zero drinks if you are driv-
ing, one unit of alcohol per hour, and
a limit of three units of alcohol. One
unit of alcohol is considered to be ap-
proximately one 12 oz American beer
(beers of other countries, for example
Belgium and Germany, often have sig-
nificantly higher alcohol content), one
small size glass of wine or just under
one “shot” of liquor. There is actually
a wide variance in the alcohol content
in many types of alcoholic drinks so,
again, do not use this to figure out if
you can drive or not.

If you limit yourself by using the
“0-1-3” concept, and have a designated
driver, it is likely that you will have
happy memories the following morn-
ing.

Don’t take unnecessary risks with
alcohol, have a safe and happy holi-
day season by following the guidance
above.

jured military members and veterans.

“The application process can take some time, so don’t wait until the last min-
ute,” said Capt. Courtnee Cruz, the Air Force Warrior and Survivor Care policy
chief. “We encourage those interested in the games to apply now.”

Air Force officials participants are seeking 25 wounded warriors to compete
in next year’s games that will feature seven events: archery, cycling, basketball,
shooting, swimming, track and field, and volleyball.

Approximately 200 warriors from all services will compete in the event that
takes place May 16 through 21 in Colorado Springs, Colo., with training camps
scheduled in February and May, Captain Cruz said.

Warrior Games challenges wounded warriors to prove to themselves that they
have abilities within them that they can carry over into everyday life, said Captain

Cruz.

“The goal of these games isn’t necessarily to determine the best athletes or
to win medals,” Capt Cruz said. “The goal is to maximize our wounded, ill and
injured veteran’s abilities, and to contribute to their rehabilitation and recover

through competitive sports.”

The Warrior Games is developed through the partnership between the United
States Olympic Committee and the Defense Department.

Most housing rates dip for 2011 as pay, subsistence increase

Most military housing allowance
rates will decrease slightly for 2011, but
servicemembers will receive, on aver-
age, as much or slightly more money
than they did this year, Defense Depart-
ment officials said Dec. 15.

Cheryl Anne Woehr, a housing al-
lowance program analyst, said overall
rates are fairly stable.

“On average, they’ll decrease about
six tenths of a percent,” she said.

The 2011 Basic Allowance for Hous-
ing rates take effect Jan. 1.

A provision ensuring against rate
decreases for servicemembers already
stationed at a location means Soldiers,
Sailors, Airmen and Marines will re-
ceive an average 1.1 percent increase,
Ms. Woehr said.

That overall increase is “because of the
effects of individual rate protection and the
distribution of servicemembers throughout
the (United States),” she explained.

Individual rate protection ensures that
members who have made lease or con-

tract commitments for housing aren’t
penalized if an area’s costs decline. Any
decreases apply only to members who
move to a location after rates change.
Even if housing allowance rates de-
crease over two or more years, military
members stationed in the same location
are assured their previous, higher rate,
Ms. Woehr said.

“They receive the higher of what they
were paid Dec. 31, or the new rate,” she
said. “If the rates go down one year, the
servicemember receives the previous
year’s rate. If the rates go down again,
the servicemember would continue to
get that year-one rate.”

The allowance covers housing costs
for servicemembers living off military
installations in the United States; those
who live in government housing don’t
receive the allowance. Servicemembers
stationed overseas who live in private
housing receive the overseas housing
allowance. Rates for that allowance are
reviewed at least every six months, de-
fense finance officials said.

“The reality is, the (BAH) rates
vary, and the changes in the rates vary
across the country, with some housing
areas decreasing as much as 8 percent
and others increasing more than 10
percent,” Ms. Woehr said. “Rent is the
largest component of the BAH rates,
so that has the most influence on what
rates do.”

The allowance rate is computed an-
nually for each military housing area
and is based on three factors: median
current market rent; average utilities,
including water and sewer, electricity

and heating costs; and average renter’s
insurance.

Total costs are assessed for six hous-
ing profiles, based on dwelling type and
number of bedrooms, in each military
housing area. Housing allowance rates
are then determined for servicemem-
bers in each pay grade, with and with-
out dependent family members. The
department will pay its more than 1
million active-duty servicemembers an
estimated $19 billion in housing allow-
ance over 2011.

Jerilyn Busch, the director of mili-
tary compensation, said servicemem-
bers also will see an increase in pay and
subsistence allowances in January. A
1.4-percent basic-pay raise takes effect
Jan. 1 by operation of law, and it reflects
the change in the employment cost in-
dex, she said. That raise will be in ef-
fect until Congress passes the National
Defense Authorization Act, which cur-
rently contains a 1.9 percent pay raise.
But the final raise military members
receive will be in accordance with the
defense authorization act as signed by
the president, Ms. Busch said.

The basic allowance for subsistence
in 2011 will increase 0.36 percent,
Ms. Busch said. The new rates will be
$223.04 for officers and $323.87 for en-
listed servicemembers.

Since 2002, defense officials said,
military pay has risen 42 percent, hous-
ing allowances have risen 83 percent,
and the subsistence allowance has risen
40 percent. By comparison, private-
sector salaries have risen 32 percent
over that time, officials said.

Eligibility Requirements

Airmen interested in applying for the 18- to 24-month
program must be at least a technical sergeant select with a
minimum of eight years time in service, 24 months time on
station and three years retainability upon graduation. They
must have completed the appropriate skill-level upgrade
and in-residence Noncommissioned Officer’s Academy,
officials said.

Applicants must also possess a bachelor’s degree from a
regionally accredited college or university and a Commu-
nity College of the Air Force degree.

Besides academic transcripts, applicants have to provide
test scores from either the Graduate Record Examination
or Graduate Management Admission Test, depending upon
the specific AFIT degree-program requirements.

AFIT is the Air Force’s graduate school of engineering
and management and its institution for technical profes-
sional continuing education.

Since residence degrees were first granted in 1956, more
than 16,000 masters and 350 doctorate of philosophy de-
grees have been awarded.

Since the Enlisted-to-AFIT program began in 2002, 67
servicemembers have graduated, including 57 Air Force
and 10 Marine NCOs. There are presently 18 enlisted Air-
men attending AFIT.

“This first started out as be-
ing a one-time thing since it
was a course requirement,” Ca-
det Ruiz said. “But after talking
with some members of the group
that helped plan the project, we
decided it would be great to try
to make this a continuous proj-
ect, especially since the school
enjoyed it. We are already plan-
ning for doing this again next
year.”

Diane Covington, a represen-
tative of the School for the Deaf
and the Blind, said the school is
“very fortunate and grateful” to
have such a fruitful relationship
with the Air Force Academy.

Besides the book project, ca-
dets have helped the school in
several other ways.

This past weekend, several
cadets volunteered to spend
their Saturday keeping score and
doing other tasks at a regional
wrestling tournament hosted by
the school.

Recording books for the
school’s blind students is yet
another example of that partner-
ship, and it has inspired great
happiness and enthusiasm in all
involved.

“In terms of impact, I would
say that the cadets, in their ef-
forts to record and share their
favorite children’s books, have
made several stories accessible
to our young students who are
blind or visually impaired,” Ms.
Covington said. “Now our stu-
dents have the opportunity to
listen to books that the library
did not already own.”

membership,” said Col. Rex Kiziah, per-
manent professor and head of the Depart-
ment of Physics. “Dr. Knize’s selection is
recognition by the national scientific com-
munity of his outstanding contributions to
physics, specifically his contributions to
diode pumped alkali lasers, along with op-
tical trapping and cooling of neutral atoms
and molecules.”

“Dr. Knize’s portfolio of pioneering
laser and optics basic research, applied
research, and technology development
programs is fundamentally designed to
involve (the Academy’s) basic sciences
and engineering cadets and is targeted to
address important and challenging Air
Force, Department of Defense, and other
governmental agency needs,” he added.

Dr. Knize is the director of the Acad-
emy’s Laser and Optics Research Center.
Research at the center falls into five broad
categories — alkali vapor lasers, atomic
physics, fiber lasers, high-performance
imaging, and nanotechnology — mar-
ried with the mission of enhancing cadet
learning through high-impact undergradu-
ate research, the development of faculty
through research, and the support of Air
Force, DoD, and national technology re-
search and development needs.

“Cadet learning is significantly en-
hanced through their hands-on involve-
ment with Dr. Knize’s cutting-edge endeav-
ors,” Colonel Kiziah said. “Furthermore,
they are immersed in the thrill of the chase
for new scientific understanding, shaping
them to be enthusiastic scientific and engi-
neering graduates ready to ensure our Air
Force successfully confronts future com-
plex technological challenges.”

Researchers and cadets in the LORC
were very successful during the last aca-
demic year.

So having a
guy that’s played at a fairly high level
in their backyard is a positive for them.
It’s tough to be more than that in this

kind of situation what with my priori-
ties in the Air Force and the way the
player contracts work with these devel-
opmental farm teams, especially at the
goaltender position. But who knows, I
could still get the call.

My favorite team is the Vancouver
Canucks and my favorite player is Ca-
nucks’ goalie Roberto Luongo.

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Air Force opens duel
slate with two victories

In its first home action of the sea-
son, the Air Force wrestling team won
a pair of non-conference duels Friday
afternoon in Clune Arena. The Falcons
opened the day with a 21-13 decision
over Coe, while defeating Western
State, 26-12.

Air Force (2-0) won seven bouts
against Coe (5-2), which is currently
ranked fourth at the Division III lev-
el. The Kohawks took the early lead,
as Clayton Rush, ranked first at 125
pounds in Division III, earned a major
decision. However, the Falcons gained
the lead with consecutive decisions
by Tyler Untrauer (Jr., Midwest City,
Okla.), 1l1th-ranked Cole VonOhlen
(So., Jackson, Minn.) and Josh Kreimi-
er (Fr., Fort Collins, Colo.) at 133 and
141 pounds, respectively.

The Falcons pushed their advan-
tage to 12-7 with a decision by Clay-
ton Gable (So., Dallastown, Pa.) at 165
pounds. However, Coe recorded a fall
in the 174-pound bout to regain the
team lead.

Trailing by a single point with three
matches left, the Falcons were solid
down the stretch, adding nine more
team points with decisions by Kazden
Ikehara (Sr., Mililani, Hawaii), Neil
Delaney (Sr., Grand Rapids, Mich.) and
Jared Erickson (So., Newton, Utah) to
take the victory.

Air Force followed its win over Coe
with a tough match-up against Western
State, the fourth-ranked team at the Di-
vision II level. The Falcons have had a
rough time against the Mountaineers
of late, as Western State has won five
straight in the series.

VonOhlen was dominant in his bout
at 141 pounds, recording an 18-3 tech-
nical fall in a time of 6:40. Kreimier
posted another decision at 149 pounds,
while Alec Williams (Jr., Fultondale,
Ala.) and Gable added decision wins at
157 and 165 pounds, respectively.

Senior captain Joseph Stafford
(Loomis , Calif.) rebounded from an
earlier loss at 174 pounds with the Fal-
cons’ first fall of the day, pinning Zach
Frazier in a time of 1:55, while soph-
omore Josh Mohr (Pewaukee, Wis.)
earned a decision at 184 pounds in his
first action of the day.

The Falcons’ winning streak ended
with the 197-pound bout, as Delaney
came up short to top-ranked Donovan
McMahill in a 2-1 tiebreaker decision.
Western State picked up its third win of
the dual by recording a fall in the heavy-
weight match-up, but Air Force already
secured its first victory over the Moun-
taineers since the 2004-05 season.

Air Force is back in action next
weekend, Dec. 17, when it hosts 12th-
ranked Oregon State at 6:00 p.m.

(6-2). Tom Fow and Taylor Stewart had 10 points each for Air Force,
which won its fourth straight home game. Shawn Hempsey scored a
career-high nine points, all in the first half.

Stewart, whose 10 points was a season-high, also collected a season-
best seven rebounds and Derek Brooks tied his career-high with seven
boards as Air Force grabbed a season-best 41 rebounds, the most in one
game since collecting 43 last season against Charleston Southern.

The Falcons held the Eagles (4-4) to 35 percent shooting, the seventh
opponent to shoot less than 40 percent against Air Force this season.
