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Air Force to face top-seeded Ya\e in NCAA East Reqmna\

For the fourth time in five years,
Air Force will be playing in the
NCAA Hockey Tournament. The
Falcons (20-11-6) are the fourth
seed in the NCAA East Regional
and will face top-seeded Yale (27-
6-1) on Friday, March 25, at 6:30
p-m. ET at the Webster Bank’s Are-
na at Harbor Yard in Bridgeport,
Conn. The game will be televised
live on ESPN U. Union and Min-
nesota-Duluth will play in the other
regional semifinal game at 3:00 p.m.
ET. The two semifinal winners will
meet in the Elite Eight regional final
on Saturday, March 26 for the right
to play in the NCAA Frozen Four
in St. Paul, Minn., April 7-9.

Air Force is playing in its school
record fourth NCAA Tournament
as the Falcons also won the Atlan-
tic Hockey Association Tourna-
ment in 2007, 2008 and 2009. The
Falcons are 1-3 in the NCAA Tour-
nament with the only win coming
against third-ranked Michigan,
2-0, in 2009. Air Force’s last NCAA
game was a 3-2 double overtime
loss to Vermont in the 2009 East
Regional in Bridgeport, Conn. Air
Force is 1-2 all-time in Bridgeport.
AFA was 1-1 in the 2009 NCAA
Regional and the Falcons fell to Sa-
cred Heart, 4-2, earlier this season
in Bridgeport.

Air Force and Yale played earlier
this season and the Falcons upset
the third-ranked Bulldogs, 4-3, at
the Cadet Ice Arena, Nov. 14. In
that game, Yale scored early in the
third period for a 3-0 lead, but the
Falcons came back with four unan-

Firefighters’ quick response
snuffs Douglass Valley blaze

Douglass Valley residents received
quite a scare Monday evening when
a wild land fire started nearly in their
backyards.

Thanks to the quick response of
Academy firefighters and a mutual aid
agreement with local civilian fire sta-
tions, the fire was quickly contained.

The Academy’s fire station #2 was
notified of smoke from Douglass Val-
ley housing late Monday afternoon
and within three minutes, Marty Clin-
ton, the 10th Civil Engineer Squad-
ron’s assistant fire chief of operations,
was on scene assessing the situation.

Chief Clinton immediately called
every available asset into action and
quickly had three engine companies
and a specialized wild-land fire truck

on scene fighting the blaze. At the
same time, he requested support from
nearby civilian fire fighters.

“We had been in red flag conditions
for two days, which means that wind
and environmental conditions were
ideal for fires,” Chief Clinton said. “I
knew that we would need every asset
available if we were going to keep the
fire under control.”

Thanks to the mutual aid agree-
ment, civilian firefighters from Don-
ald Westcott, Larkspur, Tri-Lakes,
Black Forest, Palmer Lake, and the
El Paso County Hotshot Crew quick-
ly arrived on scene, bumping up the

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Displaced reality: a wakeup call to why we're here

YOKOTA AIR BASE, Japan
(AFNS) -- Long shifts, little sleep
and an operations tempo akin to at-
tempting to sprint a marathon can
make us lose sight of the bigger pic-
ture -- Japan is in its largest and most
expensive crisis since World War 11,
and needs us more than ever before.
Recently, I saw that need first-hand,
and it put new perspective on my role
here, now.

I remember disasters in the past,
watching them on TV like some sort
of demented television series, always
disconnected from the devastation.
Even the events of 9/11 never sunk
in all that deep, despite growing up
in Connecticut. As I sit here at my
desk, writing this, head swimming
with sleep deprivation and trying to
get my head around what might come
next in these busy times, I have to re-
flect on the surrealistic nature of the
past few days.

I just moved here a little over two
weeks ago, but I’'ve been living in Ja-
pan for more than three years. Before
this assignment, I was at Misawa Air
Base in northern Japan. I did my best
to travel around Japan when I could,
visiting Aomori, Oirase Gorge, Tow-
ada, and even spending an entire day
exploring downtown Sendai and the
massive electronics store there. When
it came time to move to Yokota AB,
I opted to drive the roughly 700 ki-
lometers rather than fly or take the
train.

Then, the earthquake hit. Having
lived in Japan for a while, I'm used
to earthquakes. Usually, they are
barely noticeable, feeling similar to
that slight loss of equilibrium caused
by mild dehydration or sleep depriva-
tion. This started out that way, but
slowly grew in intensity. I remember
the moment that I realized this was no
ordinary earthquake, and fear set in. [
scrambled to the nearest door frame,
and waited what seemed like a very
long time before the shaking finally
abated. I remember it being roughly
on par with standing on one of To-
kyo’s metro rail cars while in motion.

As odd as it is to have solid ground
move beneath your feet, things did
not return to normal. Our public af-
fairs office “spun-up” with a fervor.
We began covering the aftermath im-
mediately, starting with the civilian
airliners diverted here from Narita
International Airport. Still, the real-
ity of the situation never really sunk-
in for me. Yokota AB was left intact,
and we still had all the creature com-
forts from before the quake.

It wasn’t until two days later that the
gravity of Japan’s suffering hit me. |
was called upon to go with a survey
mission on an HH-60G Pave Hawk,
assigned to search for useable air strips
where we could land planes for sup-
plies closer to the affected area. This
meant flying up the coast through
Sendai. I was very excited at the pros-
pect of flying since my job normally
does not allow me to do so, and he-
licopters are my favorite. I was curi-
ous to see what had happened in the
north, but did not really understand
the impact it might have on me.

I had driven this route only two
weeks prior when I moved to Yokota
AB, and saw it countless times trav-
eling to and from Tokyo, as the bul-
let train (called the Shinkansen) was
my preferred means of travel. The
landscape of mountains, farmland
and cities was familiar to me, and 1
was recognizing the terrain we passed
over. But, as we traveled further and
further north, the landscape be-
came more foreign to me. It started
with rice paddies that were flooded
more than usual, rivers devouring
their banks and a few overturned or
stranded boats. Gradually, I watched
the peaceful Japanese countryside be-
come a desolate wasteland.

I was able to see the land I had driv-
en through superimposed through the
carnage and was left dumb, unable to
even explain my reaction to myself.

I have grown to love Japan, and it
left a pit in my stomach to see such
destruction sweep its coast. I captured
the photographs I needed to, remind-
ing myself of the importance of my
mission -- providing decision-mak-
ers with quality imagery of airfields
as well as informing the American

public of current events. It was small
consolation though, as I found my-
self feeling incredibly small against
the awe-inspiring destruction below
my feet. It was hard to believe a few
curved pieces of glass and a digital
sensor could make any sort of mea-
surable difference.

And yet, here I am. My small piece
of the puzzle has helped rescue forces
get the momentum they need to get to
a forward airfield. I've been “pulling”
some of the longest work hours in my
career, ranging from 14- to 18-hour
shifts, putting a face on the relief ef-
fort.

The times that I've encountered
Japanese workers here at Yokota AB,
they’ve thanked me for my contribu-
tions without asking what they were.
I'm not always sure if what I do al-
ways makes a difference, but it would
seem that being here and giving it my
all means a good deal to the honor-
bound culture of Japan.

I ask my fellow Airmen to take a
step back during their day to reflect
on what they do. Commanders regu-
larly drill into us the importance of
everyone for mission success, but it’s
not very often that the success is in
our own backyard. We owe it to our
host nation and to the honor of the
United States, to work at the pin-
nacle of integrity, service and above
all excellence. This is one of the few
opportunities we have at home sta-
tion to make a verifiable difference in
the world, so don’t give up because
of long shift hours, and don’t give in
to complacency or a “good-enough”
attitude because youre tired and
haven’t slept. Let’s show the world the
benevolent and awe-inspiring side of
air power.

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Security Forces Airmen advise Afghan counterparts

HERAT, Afghanistan — Since 1943,
security forces Airmen have toed the
line of defense for U.S. Air Force bas-
es in America and abroad, and some-
times in hostile environments.

Helping to build capability similar
to that of the U.S. Air Force security
forces, airmen deploy on six-month
rotations to Shindand Air Base,
Herat Province, Afghanistan, and ad-
vise Afghan air force security forces
there.

Currently a team of 838th Air Ex-
peditionary Advisory Group officers
and NCOs, made up of Airmen from
the U.S. and Italian air forces, are
guiding dozens of Afghan airmen.

“We have an important job advising
Afghan airmen, because unlike many
bases in our homelands, these guys
have a constant threat of insurgent
attacks here,” said Italian air force
Ist Lieutenant Marshall (Chief Mas-
ter Sgt. equivalent) Mario Grecco,
an [talian air force provider team ad-
viser.

Afghan air force security forces
have developed to the point that they
already stand watch at Shindand Air
Base entry control points, said U.S.
Air Force Master Sgt. Irwin Sealy,
deployed from the Academy’s 10th
Security Forces Squadron.

Due to progress in training, the

838th AEAG has transitioned to an
advisory role, where Afghans train
other Afghans, accomplish real-world
missions, and the coalition provides
feedback.

Fellow adviser 1st Marshall (Senior
Master Sgt. equivalent) David Suli-
goj also advises the Afghan air force
and is joined by American officers
and NCOs.

Combined efforts of U.S. Air Force
Capt. John Rose from Maxwell Air
Force Base, Ala., Tech. Sgt. Bryant
Evans from Schriever Air Force Base,
Colo., Tech. Sgt. Garrett Knight from
Eglin Air Force Base, Fla., Sergeant
Sealy and the two Italian advisers
resulted in a two-week base defense
training curriculum.

“In the future these (Afghan air
force) airmen will learn to push out-
side the perimeter and take defence
postures,” Captain Rose said. “In-
stead of being reactive to insurgents
penetrating the base, they’ll keep the
insurgents from ever reaching the
base.”

Though coalition security forces
members have executed these types
of missions in real-world situations
countless numbers of times, the Af-
ghan air force is brand new and in its
infancy. It was the Afghan National
Army Air Corps prior to that.

Currently Shindand AB is home to
about 300 Afghan airmen and roughly
400 Afghan National Army soldiers,

said Italian air force Lt. Col. Alberto
Autore, a provider team adviser.

“We need to grow to a much larger
capacity as in the future Shindand
will likely support several thousand
Afghan troops,” Colonel Autore
said.

Thousands of troops will require
support elements, and a flourishing
base, said Italian air force Col. Gi-
rolamo Iadicicco, the provider team

commander, who is certain the pro-
fessional advice his airmen and their
U.S. Air Force counterparts provide
will be the right ingredient to secur-
ing Shindand’s perimeter.

With security in place, the AAF will
have a protected base from which to
launch their Mi-17 Hip helicopters,
which means protecting their home-
land, supporting ground soldiers and
securing their skies.

total number of firefighters to more
than 50. The chief wasted no time in as-
signing firefighters to positions to help
contain the fire. The 10th CES Natural
Resources office also assisted with two
people and a brush truck.

“Wild land fires are very labor inten-
sive,” Chief Clinton said. “The assis-
tance we received from the local fire de-
partments was critical. Thanks to their
help, we were able to prevent any dam-
age to base housing, and contain the fire
to about 6.7 acres.”

With all the extra help, Chief Clinton
and his crew were able to contain the fire
within two hours, but spent an addition-
al 10 hours on scene ensuring there were
no flare-ups.

The Academy’s 18,500 acres are mostly
wooded and provide a unique challenge
for Academy firefighters, but Chief Clin-
ton was extremely impressed with the
performance of his team.

“Our guys did a fantastic job,” he said.
“I’ve worked with firefighters all over the
world, and our guys are definitely among
the best. They are extremely knowledge-
able and worked well together.”

According to Chief Clinton, the cause
of the fire is under investigation, but with
the fire danger so high, he wants every-
one to be extra careful and pay attention
to the fire conditions announced on the
news, especially when they announce red
flag conditions.

“This fire season is starting early, so
take extreme precautions with anything
that produces a spark or a flame,” he
said. “Be particularly careful with ciga-
rette butts and BBQ grills, which have
both been the cause of many fires.”
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summer jobs will increase at Academy

The Air Force Academy will see a fivefold increase in
the number of people it hires for summer jobs under
a federal employment program for students and recent
graduates with disabilities.

As part of the Workforce Recruitment Program, five
people selected for temporary work at the Academy will
begin their 14-week stint in mid-May. The Air Force is
funding 50 positions under the program this year, and
the fact that five of them were allocated to the Academy
represents a significant accomplishment.

“We can handle even more spots,” said Connie Brown,
a supervisory human resource specialist at the Acad-
emy’s civilian personnel office. “Our managers request-
ed 20 summer hires under this program. We want the
students here as much as they want to work for us. We
certainly have the workload here ..., but we just don’t
have the authorized resources.”

Last summer hiring season, the Academy received only
one allocation. The increase to five this year reflects the
efforts of Ms. Brown and the quality of the job perfor-
mance of last year’s lone program employee.

“The young lady hired last year so impressed her boss
that they hired her immediately,” Ms. Brown said.

The Academy has considerable incentive to participate
in the program because it is co-funded by the Depart-
ment of Defense. Since it began in 1995, the program
has helped more than 5,500 students land jobs.

At the heart of the program is a database that changes
annually. Recruiters travel to college campuses and in-
terview prospective program participants. From there,
the recruiters compile a database of eligible people.

That database is available to federal-government em-
ployers as well as employers in the private sector who
request access to the database. Using the information in
the database, employers directly contact the people they
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Employment Opportunities

are interested in hiring.

Besides eligibility requirements relating to class stand-
ing or date of graduate, applicants must also meet the
criteria of U.S. citizenship and substantial disability.
With 10 percent of this year’s total allocations, the
Academy has put itself in the participation level of
large regional Air Force personnel centers.

The Workforce Recruitment Program exists largely to
maximize the opportunities for people with disabilities
to show what they can do. According to a fact sheet
from the Office of Disability Employment Policy, em-
ployers’ reluctance to hire the disabled is still a prob-
lem.

“Myths, stereotypes, and misconceptions about peo-
ple with disabilities often stand in the way when people
with disabilities look for jobs, resulting in a high rate of
unemployment,” the fact sheet states.

The Air Force Academy has certainly done its part to
reduce the unemployment rate among the disabled. In
the years since the Academy started participating in the
program, five students have been hired as a result. Four
work for the medical squadron, while the other works
in the 10th Force Support Squadron.

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Academy
grads
headline
women's
Symposium

SAN DIEGO — Uniformed women
from all services of the U.S. military
travelled to San Diego to participate
in the Joint Women’s Leadership Sym-
posium March 15-16.

The Air Force keynote speaker list
boasted the highest-ranking female of-
ficer in the Air Force, Lt. Gen. Janet
Wolfenbarger, former astronaut, Lt.
Gen. Susan Helms, and the director of
force management policy, Brig. Gen.
Sharon Dunbar, all Academy gradu-
ates during the 1980s.

About 1,300 women and a handful
of men embodied the symposium’s
theme “Connect. Empower. Succeed.”
during the two-day event led by the
Navy. Keynote speakers, panels, and
break-out sessions focusing on every-
thing from women’s roles in building
global security to fitness to leadership
development and mentorship charac-
terized the first day. On day two, at-
tendees separated into their respective
services for more customized sessions.

For all the military women in at-
tendance, the opportunity to be sur-
rounded by other women is rare and
was one of the objectives of the sym-
posium organizers.

“In the military, women are normal-
ly a distinct minority,” said Navy Lt.
Cmdr. Nicole Shue, president of the
Sea Service Leadership Association
that hosted the event. “Our goal at this
symposium is to give women the op-
portunity to be in the majority, to be
comfortable, and to be able to connect
with those senior female leaders who
are pioneers.”

This was the first year the Air Force
participated in the symposium, which
attracted about 170 Airmen from all
over the world.

General Wolfenbarger began her
message to the Air Force crowd with a
look into how her Air Force career be-
gan 34 years ago with a congressional
decision to allow women to attend the
U.S. service academies.

“I will tell you that being in the first
class of women, there were some
unique pressures and challenges,” she
said. “There were male cadets who
firmly believed that congress was
wrong to allow women to attend the
Air Force Academy, and made it a per-
sonal calling to prove that.

“In hindsight, and even at the time,
I can understand why this change was
hard for these folks to accept. These
guys, who were at the Academy, had

signed up for a different experience.

General Wolfenbarger was joined
by her classmate, General Helms, and
other women from the first few Acade-
my classes to graduate women, includ-
ing General Dunbar and Brig. Gen.
Dana Born, dean of the faculty at the
Air Force Academy, 1982 and 1983
graduates, respectively. Another no-
table Academy alumna in attendance
was Lt. Col. Nicole Malachowski, the
first female Air Force Thunderbird pi-
lot.

Many of the Academy graduates
pointed to their experience at the
Academy as instrumental in gaining
the confidence necessary take on the
challenges of their Air Force careers.

“My Academy experience was one of
being thrust into situations that really
stretched me; stretched me in any way
I can think of--mentally, physically and
emotionally,” General Wolfenbarger
said. “I felt as though I was put into
situations I was not prepared for, but
I came out on the other end of those
experiences realizing I am far more ca-

pable than I ever thought I could be,
that’s the value of that experience for
me.”

Colonel Malachowski, a 1996 gradu-
ate of the Academy, echoed the senti-
ment describing her years at the Acad-
emy as a crucible experience; a concept
modeled after a piece of chemistry
equipment that can withstand extreme-
ly high temperatures, and refers to an
intense, transformational experience.

“To me the Air Force Academy was
the first real crucible experience that
I went through,” she said. “You go in
with who you are, you deal with the
situation and the circumstances, and
you alter your path as the environment
changes and you come out a complete-
ly different person on the other side.
You come out of that fire stronger, and
it’s the first time I learned that I can do
something that’s different and unique,
and I am capable of more than I previ-
ously thought.”

General Helms touched on a theme
common to many early female Acade-
my graduates -- a sense of not wanting
to stand out as women. She said she
has learned much from the younger

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ranks of Air Force women who em-
brace their roles as women and take
advantages of opportunities like this
Symposium.

One of those junior officers, and a
symposium organizer, Ist Lt. Chrys-
tina Short, said she strives to make an
impact at any position or any rank. A
C-130 pilot, she founded the Horizon
East--Iraq Women in Aviation Chap-
ter during her recent deployment.

“The Academy gave me a great big-
picture perspective, and helped me un-
derstand the importance of language
and culture on a strategic level,” said
Lieutenant Short, a 2007 graduate.
“This enabled my ability to use my
gender as a tactical advantage to en-
gage with Iraqi women in a ground-
breaking way, to encourage them to
help Iraq rebuild its aviation sector.”

For Academy graduates from the
earliest classes to admit women to the
most recent graduates, the symposium
provided an opportunity to engage
with one another. To talk about the
career paths, family decisions, suc-
cesses and failures each person has en-
countered since her hat toss months or
decades ago.

General Wolfenbarger summed up
her thoughts on her Air Force Acad-
emy experience with, “It was really in-
valuable to me, and it was just a won-
derful start to my Air Force career.”

Highlighted by a new team total and
freshman Colton Wulf’s Academy-

WOODLAND, Calif.— Mem-
bers of the Air Force women’s
gymnastics team swept the Moun-
tain Pacific Sports Federation
awards. Senior Brittany Dutton
was named the league’s Gymnast
of the Year, Doug Day was named
the Head Coach of the Year and
Kyle Georges was named the Co-
Assistant Coach of the Year.

Dutton is just the second Air
Force gymnast to earn the confer-
ence’s top honor, joining Abbey
Rogers who claimed the award
in 2008 and 2009. It is the sec-
ond consecutive year that Day
has been voted as the league’s top
coach, while Georges, who shared
the 2011 honor with UC Davis’
Carolyn Kampf, captured his first
coaching award in his first season.
Georges’ award marks the second
straight year that an Air Force
coach has been recognized as the
league’s top assistant (Nelle Bar-
riteau, 2010).

Dutton, the senior captain of a
team that features the most fresh-
men in all of Division I gymnasts,
competed in every meet of 2011,
including eight competitions in
the all-around. She set career-best
marks on the uneven bars (9.825),
floor exercise (9.825) and all-
around (38.625) during the year to
lead the Falcons in all three. She
was named the MPSF Gymnast
of the Week on Jan. 25, following
her performance against Seattle
Pacific in which she won titles on
the bars and all-around, as well
as earning a runner-up finish on
the vault. Dutton claimed seven
first-place finishes over the season
and four all-conference honors,
including the all-around (38.130),
vault (9.665), uneven bars (9.695)
and floor exercise (9.725).

Day repeated as the MPSF
Coach of the Year after guiding
the 2011 Falcons to four of the 10
highest team scores of his tenure,
including a high-matching score
of 193.300 against Denver on
March 14. Air Force picked up
four dual meet wins this season,
while surpassing the 190-point
mark on five occasions heading
into the conference meet. Day
did all of this while coaching a
team with the most freshmen in
all of Division I gymnastics. Five
Falcons combined for nine all-
conference honors this season,
including multiple awards from
Dutton (four) and freshman Lin-
naea Hance (two).

Georges joined the program
in December and has been in-
strumental in the program’s suc-
cess during the 2011 season. He
helped Air Force to four of its
highest team scores in the last
five years, while coaching the five
returning gymnasts to 12 career-
best marks heading into the con-
ference meet.

Capturing its first ECAC win
since joining the league in 2010,
the Air Force lacrosse team held
on for an 8-6 upset victory over
17th-ranked Loyola Saturday af-
ternoon at Falcon Stadium.

In addition to winning its first
conference game as a member
of the ECAC, Air Force (2-6,
1-1) also posted its first-ever win
against Loyola (3-3, 1-2), and its
first win over a ranked team since
defeating ninth-ranked WNotre
Dame in 2006.

The Falcons got out to a strong
