
Lloyd Pendleton focuses on reducing the impact of the criminal justice system on homelessness as a 
Senior Advisor to the Executive Director. 

In 2006, Lloyd was appointed the Director of the State of Utah’s Homeless Task Force where he was 
charged with implementing Utah’s 10-year plan to prevent and end chronic homeless and reduce overall 
homelessness by 2014, a plan which he had authored in 2004. Prior to his appointment with the State, 
Lloyd was an executive with Ford Motor Company for 14 years.  After leaving Ford, he worked for the 
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints where he was instrumental in developing and implementing a 
worldwide humanitarian program.  In 2009, Lloyd was awarded a Purpose Prize Fellowship and was 
honored with a Governor’s Award for Excellence in Humanitarianism. He is a graduate of Brigham Young 
University and holds a bachelor’s degree in political science and a masters of business administration.
