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1. Purpose. The Departmént of the Army has
traditionally supported and participated\in the
awards .program of .the Society of Amugrican
Military Engineers (SAME). This regulation
describes SAME awards of particular interest\to
DA personnel and prescribes procedures for
administering nominations for those awards..

2. Appllcablhty This regulation is applicable to \
the  Active Army and the Army Reserve
Components. ' '
3. George W. Goethals Medal. Established to
perpetuate the memory of the distinguished -
military engineer builder of the Panama Canal,
the medal is offered annually to an engineer in
civil or military practice for the most eminent
and notable contribution in the fields of en-
gineering, particularly in design, construction and
methods. Nominations for DA personnel will be
forwarded to the HQDA (DAEN-EPM) WASH
DC 20314, not later than 1 February each year.
‘Nominations are considered by a standing com- .-
mitee of the SAME and the winner is notified
by the Society. The medal is presented at the
SAME annual meeting, held in the spring of each
year.
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4. Wheeler Medal. Named in memory. of LTG
Raymond A. Wheeler, a former Chief of Engineers
and past President of the Society, the medal
is offered annually to a member of the Army
Corps of Engineers (mlhtary or civilian; Recular
Reserve or National Guard; active, mactlve ‘or
retired) in recognition of the most outstanding
contribution® to military engineering through
chievement in -design, construction, administra-
tion, research, or development. Nominations
shduld be forwarded to HQDA (DAEN-EPM)"
WASH DC 20314, not later:than 1 February
each ¥ear. Nommatlons are considered by a com- "
mittee ‘gelected by the Chief of Engineers. The
winner is\notified by the Society and the medal
presented t the SAME annual meetinrr held
each spring.

edal. The Tudor Medal,

- established by The Sogjety in memory of the

eminent civil engineer and builder, Ralph A,
Tudor, is offered annually as an award to a civilian
member of The Somety (under 36 years of age)
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for the most outstanding contribution to engineer-
ing design, construction, research, development or
planning. Nominations should be forwarded to

HQDA (DAEN-EPM) WASH DC 20314, or to
Society headquarters, not later than 1 February

each year. Nominations are considered .by a
Society Committee. The medal is presented at
the SAME Annual Meeting, held in the spring
of each year.
8. Military Officer School Award. The award is a
certificate and 1 year membership in the SAME,
presented by the Society to the outstanding
student of each Engineer Officer Advanced
Course at Fort Belvoir, Virginia. Administered
by the Commandant of the US Army Engineer
School.
9. ROTC Awards. a. ROTC Award of Merit.
Offered annually to outstanding engineering
students in the ROTC,

b. ROTC Rifle Marksmanship Competition

Trophy. Offered annually to the winning rifle
team of competing universities and colleges
which offer engineering degrees. Bronze medals
are also awarded to certain tecam members.

¢. Bliss Medal.” Offered annually to the en-
gineering .dean, professor, or instructor at a
college or university at which an ROTC unit is
established who has made the most outstanding
contribution to military engineering, education,

-or service in- promoting recognition of the im-

portance of technical leadership in the national
defense establishment. - -

d. Nominating procedures for the Society’s
ROTC awards are contained in AR 145-1.

act as executive agent in selecting the National
Guard and Army Reserve units, informing the
Executive Secretary, SAME, of the results.
Nominations for the awards will be solicited by
FORSCOM and forwarded to reach the Assistant
Commandant, US Army Engineer School, ATTN:
Office of the Secretary, Fort Belvoir, VA 22060,
not later than 15 February each year.

A-4. Presentation. The Chief of Engineers will
announce the results of the competitions upon
notification by the committee chairman. The
- awards will be presented at the Annual Engineer
Dinner held each spring at Fort Belvoir, Virginia.
A-5. Nominations. Submit by military letter,
including the following information and/or other
material considered appropriate by the recom-
mending commanders. Government issue material
will be utilized in preparation of submissions.
Standard issue 3-ring binders are most appropriate.
Elaborate commercial products are not required or
desired. '
