– Use scenarios to make the skills seem more

– Keep triage instruction simple
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More Tips

• Emphasize clearly the distinction between 
medical treatment and triagemedical treatment and triage
– For CERT first responders, need for speed is 

eclipsed by need for proper assessmenteclipsed by need for proper assessment 
within scope of the responder’s training and 
skillsskills

• Demonstrate what a pint is
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More Tips

• You may need to explain Good Samaritan 
law in more detaillaw in more detail

• Key to liability issue:
– Make sure that participants stay within scope 

of the training/skills provided
• Model correct step-by-step procedures 

and safety equipment
