Exccrptcd below is a portion of a letter addrcssed to the Honorable Raymond P ,  Shafcr, 
Governor of the Statc of Pcnnsylvania. on J u l y  22,  1970, which exccrpt relates to intcrim recoin- 
inendations of the National Transportation Safety Board, based on its initial findings in tliis 
accidcnt: 

“Considering the frcqucncy atid severity of the accidciits occurring a t  tliis location, the Safety 
Board recommends that until pcrni;incrit improvclncnts can be made, the State of Pcnnsylvania 
take immediate temporary steps i n  tlie subjcct vicinity to:

Reduce the existing spced limit of 60 i w p  11. to a safer spced for adverse weather conditions. 
increase tlic skid resistiiiice (cocfficicnt of friction of tlie surface of the road) to prcvctit 
additional skidding accidents 

‘3-’L.3. improve thc guardrail to support heavy trucks and/or  buses tha t  may impact i t  and prcvcnt 
these vcliiclcs from plummeting down the cmbankiiicnt. 

{‘‘-’’a4. Post warning signs wcll in adv:iiicc of tlic accident-prone area advising mototists to reduce 
tlic speed of their c a n  tliroitgli the dangci,ous aIca.
