AFTER HOURS CARE FOR THE MACDILL AREA

If you believe that a serious medical condi-
fion exists, that would result in a threat to life,
limb, or eyesight, then proceed to the nearest
emergency room or dial 911,

For medical problems that are not emergen-
cies but cannot wait until a time when the pri-
mary care manager is available, proceed o
an Urgent Care Center (UCC).

In the event a service member is unexpect-
edly hospitalized, contfact the SOCOM Com-
mand Center (813-828-5300) and their
supervisor as soon as possible after the inci-
dent.

Notify the SOCOM Clinic during normal duty
hours after a visit to an emergency room or
an urgent care center, or whenever ambu-
lance services are used. The appropriate re-
ferral will be submitted to TRICARE,

Urgent Care Centers do not require an au-
thorization PRIOR to the visit. Try to use a net-
work UCC versus an Emergency Room (ER), if
possible. If a Network UCC is closed, or out of
a reasonable diving area, then proceed o a
non-network UCC. NOTE: Make sure you go fo
non-network UCC ONLY if the Network UCC is
out of driving distance and/or closed or the
visit may not get paid by TRICARE.

TRICARE Prime, go to www.mylricare.com,
click on Provider Directory and then the ap-
propriate area on the map. Under the head-
ing of Network Facility, click on Urgent Care
Center and insert your zip code. A list of cur-
rent centers will appear.
