* French colony, based on forestry and sugar-related
Industries, became one of the wealthiest in the
Caribbean but only through the heavy importation of
African slaves and considerable environmental
degradation.

* Declared independence in 1804.
* The poorest country in the Western Hemisphere.

* Haiti has been plagued by political violence for most
of its history.

* Civil Unrest between February 2004 — May 2004

* A massive magnitude 7.0 earthquake struck Haiti in
January 2010 with an epicenter about 15 km
southwest of the capital, Port-au-Prince. !
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Haitl Earthquake

* The earthquake struck on January 12, 2010 at
4:53 p.m.

* The 7.0 magnitude earthquake's epicenter hit just
10 miles west of Porte-au-Prince and its 2 million
Inhabitants

* 3 million people in need of emergency aid after
major earthquake

* The major earthquake sent 33 aftershocks
ranging in magnitude from 4.2 to 5.92
