Nuclear Regulatory Commission officials in the Region I office in King of Prussia have
selected George J. Malone as the senior resident inspector at the Hope Creek nuclear power plant.
Hope Creek is in Hancocks Bridge, N.J.

For the past two years, Malone has been a resident inspector at Salem Units 1 and 2.
He joined the NRC in March 2002 as an operations engineer in the Region I Division
of Reactor Safety.
