Principles and

m Inform Congress and Stakeholders




Specific MOU Provisions

— Vast majority of NRC terminated licenses will not
invoke MOU

= NRC agrees to consult with EPA when:

— Site groundwater contamination exceeds EPA MCLs

— SiE)e soil concentrations exceed levels defined in
MOU

— NRC contemplates restricted release or alternate use
criteria
m License Termination rule continues a
dose criterion that encompasses all
pathways.
