The United States Attorney

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INTRODUCTION

As the principal litigators for the United States, the 93 United States Attomeys investigate and
prosecute those who violate our nation's laws and also assert and defend the interests of the United
States through civil litigation. The Offices of the United States Attomeys conduct approximately 95%
of the federal criminal prosecutions and 75% of the federal civil litigation handled by the Department
of Justice. On occasion, assistance is provided by Department of Justice attorneys.

The Executive Office for United States Attorneys (EOUSA) provides general executive assistance
and supervision to the Offices of the United States Attorneys. EOUSA also serves as a liaison between
the United States Attorneys and other Departmental components or other federal agencies.

As of the end of Fiscal Year 1993, the United States Attorneys' offices and EQUSA employed
a total of 4,163 attomeys and 4,842 support personnel. The total budget for Fiscal Year 1993 was

$873,681,000.

This Annual Statistical Report summarizes and presents the criminal prosecutions and civil
litigation conducted by the United States Attorneys in Fiscal Year 1993. The statistical information is
reported by the United States Attorneys to the centralized computer database maintained by the EOUSA
Case Management Staff, which used the Central Caseload Tracking System and the Central Collections
System to compile the charts and graphs within this report. Slight variations between this report and
the Fiscal Year 1991 report may be attributed to the transition to the new tracking system and to our
continued attention to identifying and removing obsolete files from the system.

‘ While these graphs and charis reflect the statistical summaries of cases and matters handled by
the United States Attorneys' offices, they cannot reflect the high quality of the federal caseload
conducted by the offices. Some examples of the quality and diversity of caseload are discussed in the
following text. Nor can the significant liaison work with community, school, social service, and other
law enforcement organizations be quantified. Since the role of the United States Attorney is to see "that
justice shall be done" (Berger v. United States 295 U.S.88 (1935), the true accomplishments of United
States Attorneys cannot be tabulated. :
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I. UNITED STATES ATTORNEYS’ OFFICES: PERSONNEL

The ninety-three United States Attorneys are the principal litigators for the United States.
They are appointed by the President, confirmed by the Senate, and report through the Deputy
Attorney General to the Attorney General. Each United States Attorney is the Chief Law
Enforcement Officer in his or her district and is responsible for establishing law enforcement
priorities in the district. Each United States Attorney is also the chief litigator representing federal
agencies in civil judicial proceedings in the district. Finally, each United States Attorney plays the
important role of liaison with the community on issues such as drug demand reduction and through
community programs such as Weed and Seed.

The 93 United States Attorneys maintain 195 staffed offices and numerous unstaffed offices
in cities where the caseload merits. At the close of Fiscal Year 1993, the United States Attorneys’
offices employed 4,163 attorneys and 4,842 support personnel. The offices vary in size from six
Assistant United States Attorneys (AUSAs) in Guam to 285 AUSAs in the District of Columbia
(District and Superior Courts). Each office develops a supervisory structure commensurate with
its needs. The typical structure includes a First Assistant, Chiefs of Criminal and Civil, and other
supervisors for more defined areas of criminal and civil law, depending upon office size.

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Assistant United States Attorneys (AUSAs) constitute roughly 54% of all- Department
attorneys, mc]udmg those employed by its law enforcement agencies. Almost all new AUSAs have
extensive prior litigation experience with a prosecutmg attorney s office, a law firm, or another
governmental agency. In addition to their prior legal experience, current AUSAs have an average
of more than mne years' experience in the United States Attorneys offices.

' While the civil caseload is numerically larger, roughly three-quarters (3/4) of the United
States. Attorneys office personnel are dedicated to criminal cases and roughly one-quarter (1/4) of
the personnel are dedicated to civil litigation matters and appellate practice. Approximately 85%
of work hours in Court are devoted to criminal prosecutions and 15% of in-Court hours are devoted
to civil and appellate litigation. See Table 13.

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- United States Attorneys coordinate closely with federal, state, and local law enforcement
officers and encourage joint investigations and projects. Examples include Organized Crime Drug
Enforcement Task Forces (OCDETF), Operation Triggerlock, Health Care Fraud Task Forces, and
Strike Force units. The Law Enforcement Coordinating Committees (LECCs) are instrumental in
facilitating cooperation, communication, and training among law enforcement agencies in each
district.

The offices increasingly interact with the non-law enforcement communities within their
drstncts At the invitation of community leaders, they are coordinating projects that seek to reduce
crime in blighted neighborhoods and to provide economic and social opportunities for the residents.
United States Attorneys and staff also participate in community projects desrgned to educate
chlldren and others concerning the dangers of drug use.

The United States Attorneys’ offices directly impact the federal budget by their aggressive
federal debt collection efforts, skillful defense of monetary claims against federa] agencies, and
utilization of asset forfeiture laws.




II. UNITED STATES ATTORNEYS’ OFFICES:
CIVIL AND CRIMINAL CASELOAD

The caseload within the United States Attorneys’ offices consists of 1) criminal prosecutions,
including the investigative stage, grand jury, pretrial discovery, plea or trial, sentencing and appeals;
and 2) civil prosecutions, including pretrial discovery and motions practice, settlement or trial, and
appeals. During Fiscal Year 1993, appeals, pending cases, and terminated cases increased from the
mark set by Fiscal Year 1992 data. Indeed, the number of appeals rose significantly during Flscal

Year 1993.

A. CIVIL AND CRIMINAL MATTERS OPENED BY
UNITED STATES ATTORNEYS' OFFICES

During Fiscal Year 1993, 1.46% fewer criminal Matters were opened by United States
Attorneys’ offices than in the preceding fiscal year. During the same time, 6.81% fewer civil
Matters were opened in the United States Attorneys’ offices. See Table 11. The total number of
criminal and civil Matters opened by Unlted States Attorneys’ offices in Fiscal Year 1993 is slightly

higher than in Fiscal Year 1991.

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A Matter is opened in a United States Attorney’s office when an attorney works more than
one hour on any civil or criminal proceeding for which no significant paper has been filed in a
Court other than Magistrate Court. Opening a Matter is also referred to as "opening a file”.
Matters opened may include referrals, investigations, "collection only items”, and declinations as well
as proceedings that are first received in the United States Attorney’s office because of a court filing
(for record-keeping purposes). Proceedings that are conducted before a Magistrate and which are
assigned Magistrate Court numbers, such as misdemeanor informations, are categorized as Matters,
not cases, even though they involve a charging instrument and may involve court time.

B. CIVIL AND CRIMINAL CASES FILED BY
UNITED STATES ATTORNEYS' OFFICES

A Matter handled by a United States Attorney’s office may become a case when a significant
document has been filed in court. Such significant documents include criminal indictments and
informations filed in District Court and civil actions filed in District Court, Bankruptcy Court, or
State Court. Cases filed in Magistrate Court are treated as Matters and appellate cases are treated
separately as cases on appeal.

During Fiscal Year 1993, United States Attorneys’ offices filed 4.91% (1,732) more criminal
cases than in the preceding year. The offices filed 5.84% fewer civil cases. See Table 8. The chart
below reflects the level of cases filed by United States Attorneys’ offices over the past ten years.
The chart does not include Magistrate Court filings or filings in the United States or state Courts
of Appeals.

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C. CIVIL AND CRIMINAL CASES PENDING IN COURT
UNITED STATES ATTORNEYS' OFFICES

The number of criminal and civil cases pending in United States District Court, United
States Bankruptcy Court, and state courts in which the United States Attorneys’ Office represents
the United States, are presented in the data below. Proceedings in Magistrate Court are not
included in these statistics since they are counted as Matters. The workload of the United States
Attorneys’ offices in the District Court, Bankruptcy Court, and State Courts has grown by 2.87%
during Fiscal Year 1993. The number of cases pending in Fiscal Year 1993 was 4,556 cases more
than those pending in Fiscal Year 1992. The number of criminal cases pending has increased by
3.26% and the number of civil cases pending has increased by 2.74%. See Table 10.

Again, neither Table 10 nor the below chart reflects cases pending in Magistrate Court.
Many criminal cases are resolved by Magistrate Judges without participation by the United States
District Court Judges. :

Chart 5 | United States Attorneys’ Criminal and Civil
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The length of time a case is pending is affected by a multitude of factors including the
Speedy Trial Act, the status of a criminal defendant as a fugitive, the complexity of pretrial motions
or discovery, the availability of a Judge, and the interest of the parties in resolving the litigation.
At the close of Fiscal Year 1993, 41.43% of the criminal cases and 47.9% of the civil cases had
been.pending for a year or less. In considering the age of the criminal cases, it is important to note
that 10,811 of the 37,487 pending criminal cases are fugitive cases. See Table 14. In light of the
United States Supreme Court opinion in U.S. v. Crosby, 113 S.Ct. 748 (1993), these fugitives will
most likely not be tried until they are located and apprehended. The following chart reflects the
age of pending criminal and civil cases on September 30, 1993.

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D. CIVIL AND CRIMINAL CASES DISPOSED OF (CLOSED BY)
UNITED STATES ATTORNEYS' OFFICES

* The total number of cases disposed of or terminated during Fiscal Year 1993 by the United
States Attorneys’ offices was up by 5.30% from the Fiscal Year 1992 level. The number of criminal
cases terminated is up 7.98% and the number of civil cases terminated is up 4.29%. See Table 9.

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Fewer cases were disposed of by trial in Fiscal Year 1993 than in Fiscal Year 1992, as
reflected in the chart below. It should be noted that while the overall civil caseload is significantly
greater than the criminal caseload (See Cases Filed), the number of criminal cases disposed of by
trial is almost four times the number of civil cases disposed of by trial.

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E. CIVIL AND CRIMINAL APPEALS
HANDLED BY UNITED STATES ATTORNEYS

For the fifth year, appeals handled by the United States Attorneys’ offices increased
strikingly. The United States Attorneys handled 1,381 more appeals filed (11.07% increase) in
Fiscal Year 1993 than in Fiscal Year 1992. See Table 7. These appeals are time-consuming and
require a thorough review of the entire record in the case; filing of a Brief and Reply Brief; and,
in most cases, an oral argument requiring travel to the city where the Court of Appeals for the
Circuit is situated.

During Fiscal Year 1993, there was an increase in the number of appellate cases decided
in favor of the United States. During the year, 24% more criminal cases (1 377) were decided in
favor of the United States and 47% more civil cases (1,346) were decided in favor of the United
States. This can be attributed in part to improved reporting procedures implemented this Fiscal
- Year. The chart below reflects the number of appeals handled by United States Attorneys’ offxces
for the past ten years.

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III. CRIMINAL PROSECUTIONS BY THE
UNITED STATES ATTORNEYS’ OFFICES

A. CRIMINAL CASELOAD

The criminal caseload in the United States Attorneys’ Offices encompasses a diversity of
charges and represents approximately 95% of all federal prosecutions. During Fiscal Year 1993,
the number of criminal appeals increased dramatically and the number of cases filed, cases
terminated and cases pending increased as well. The number of criminal Matters opened and the
number of grand jury investigations initiated during Fiscal Year 1993 were lower than the Fiscal
Year 1992 levels.

Criminal Matters

During Fiscal Year 1993, the United States Attorneys’ offices opened 98,675 Matters. See
Table 11. At the close of the Fiscal Year, 60,601 Matters were pending in United States Attorneys’
offices. Of that number, 7,701, or 12.7% were fugitives, unknown suspects, or defendants enrolled
in a Pretrial Diversion Program. Roughly 72.8% of the Matters had been pending for 24 months
or less as of September 30, 1993. See Table 15.

During Fiscal Year 1993, 44,352 Matters were declined. The reasons stated for declination
were (See Table 18):

41.8% No federal offense committed, lack of criminal intent, minimal federal
interest, or weak or insufficient evidence

24.0% Suspect prosecuted by other authorities, suspect prosecuted on other
charges, or other disciplinary alternatives appropriate;

21.6% Lack of resources, Department/office policy, or agency request.

See Table 19 for detail information on declination reasons by referring agencies.

Grand Jury Investigations

The number of grand jury proceedings during Fiscal Year 1993 is down by 6.73%. See
Table 11. The chart below reflects the number of Grand Jury proceedings in United States
Attorneys’ offices during the past ten years. The more complex the investigative proceeding, the
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more grand jury investigative time is used. See Table 13.

In Fiscal Year 1993, United States Attorneys’ offices charged 56,814 defendants in 36,995
cases in District Court. See Table 1. Approximately 85.4% of the defendants charged in District
Court were convicted at trial or by guilty plea. During Fiscal Year 1993, 6,800 defendants were
disposed of by trial. See Table 2.

In addition, the United States Attorneys offices also charged more than 16,165 defendants
in United States Magistrate Court. In Magistrate Court, 5,823 defendants were adjudged guilty and
53 defendants were found not guilty. See Table 2A. It should be noted that petty offenses handled
in Magistrate Court are not included. '

Criminal Cases Pending

- As of September 30, 1993, there were 37,487 criminal cases pending in District Court. This
number represents a slight increase over Fiscal Year 1992. See Table 10. Of the 37,487 cases
pending, 60.7% had been pending for two years or less and 10,811 cases, or 28.8% of the cases are
fugitive cases. See Table 14. Chart 11 depicts the criminal cases pending by Program Category,
as of September 30, 1992 and September 30, 1993. The chart does not include Magistrate or
Appellate proceedings.

Chart 12 reflects the distribution of pending criminal cases among the twelve United States
Attorneys' offices who reported the most cases pending at the close of Fiscal Years 1992 and Fiscal
Year 1993.
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Criminal Appeals

The United States Attorneys handled a total of 8,079 criminal appeals which were filed in
Fiscal Year 1993. These appeals represent an increase of 12.8% over appeals filed in Fiscal Year
1992. Of the 6,926 criminal appeals that were closed during Fiscal Year 1993, 5,586 were resolved
in favor of the United States and 573 were resolved against the United States. See Table 7.

District 6f Columbia Superior Court Proceedings

The ‘United States Attorney’s. Office for the District of Columbia is responsible for the
prosecution of criminal cases under the District of Columbia code, as well as the United States
Code. It is the Superior Court Division which handles the prosecution of most local crime
committed by adults in this jurisdiction. . The Division is organized as follows: the Homicide
Section; the Violent Crime Section, which handles cases involving violent crime in which defendants
are held in pretrial detention; the Sex Offense Section; the General Felony Section; the Grand
Jury/Intake Section; and the Mlsdcmcanor Trial-Section.” The pnmary focus of the Superior Court
Division in Fiscal Year 1993 has been the prosecution of violent crime.

The following chart details the status of the Superior Court Division's caseload during Fiscal
Year 1993. This information is not included in the other charts and tables contained in this report.

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B. PRIORITY CRIMINAL PROSECUTIONS

Assistant United States Attorneys are handling a more diverse caseload than ever before:
complex financial institution fraud and environmental cases; sensitive public corruption and
organized crime cases; emotionally charged violent crime cases, including drug-related murders and
child exploitation cases; and cases involving multiple-defendants and international narcotics
organizations. ’

Assistant United States Attorneys are taught criminal procedures, substantive law, and trial
advocacy skills, and also advanced investigative techniques and thorny ethical issues peculiar to
prosecutors. In addition, the nature of many of these crimes has required some criminal Assistant
United States Attorneys to become conversant in fields as diverse as the banking industry, foreign
cultures and languages, and manufacturing processes affected by environmental and other federal
regulations.

Priority criminal cases during Fiscal Year 1993 include Violent Crime, White Collar Crime
and Major Drug Traffickers prosecutions. During the year, United States Attorneys’ offices
prosecuted a wide variety of cases. See Table 3. Chart 11 reflects the distribution of criminal cases
pending in District Court by Program Category as.of September 30, 1992 and September 30, 1993.
Chart 13 reflects the distribution of criminal cases filed in District Court by Program Category
during Fiscal Year 1992 and Fiscal Year 1993.

Charts 11 and 13 and Table 3 reflect Program Categories, rather than the Violation
Categories used in reports prior to Fiscal Year 1992. Program Categories are preferable to
Violation Categories because most prosecutions involve several violations. For example, a gun-
toting drug dealer applying for a bank loan to purchase an automobile to transport cocaine may
fail to fully disclose his assets and liabilities. Controlled substance, firearms, bank fraud and money
laundering violations may be charged. By using Program Categories, cases are reported in the most
appropriate Category. Since Statistical Reports prior to Fiscal Year 1992 have listed Violation
Categories, not Program Categories, a line by line comparison of the data with those reports is not
possible.

Violent Crime

United States Attorneys’ offices prosecute violent crime with the recognition that more than
95% of violent crime prosecutions are state and local prosecutions and should remain with those
prosecutive authorities. However United States Attorneys’ offices utilize tough federal procedures
and statutes to prosecute the most violent career criminals or those involved in organized violent
criminal activity. These cases are often prosecuted after consultation with state or local authorities.
On occasion, state or local prosecutors are appointed as Special Assistant United States Attorneys
to participate in the federal prosecution.

The Program Categories for Violent Crime consist of Armed Career Criminal prosecutions,
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Project Triggerlock prosecutions, Violent Indian offenses, and Other Violent Crimes. During Fiscal
Year 1993, 7,334 Violent Crime cases were filed in District Court. These cases constituted 19.82%
of all cases filed by United States Attorneys’ offices.

Over 100 federal prosecutors were trained this year on the law and practice of prosecuting
federal violent crimes. In addition, a separate course was sponsored by the Attorney General's
Advocacy Institute on the violence associated with children’s sexual abuse and related federal
crimes. K

The federal law enforcement response to violent crime was in the spotlight nationally this
year with the indictment and later conviction of those responsible for bombing of the World Trade
Center in the Southern District of New York. Increasingly, the nation turns to its federal
prosecutors to assist in restoring order and relieving fears of violence.

Firearms Prosecutions

To implement the federal response to the most violent and repeat offenders who violate
federal firearms statutes, the Department initiated Project Triggerlock on April 10, 1991. For
example, a defendant who has been convicted of three or more drug or violent felonies and
possesses a firearm is an Armed Career Criminal and is subject to a minimum mandatary sentence
of 15 years. During Project Triggerlock, more than 15,327 defendants have been charged with
federal firearms violation. The average sentence of incarceration is 97 months (8 years, 1 month).
During Fiscal Year 1993, 4,207 cases were filed in District Court against 6,026 defendants. Project
Triggerlock relies on stiff federal penalties and the dedicated joint efforts of federal, state, and local
law enforcement officials. Each United States Attorney’s office has a Triggerlock Coordinator and
most offices have established Triggerlock Task Forces with federal, state and local law enforcement
officials. State and local law enforcement officials have praised this coordinated effort.

Firearms prosecutions have focused on individuals with long criminal histories or excessively
violent or heinous criminal behavior and also on persons who are typically called "gun runners’.
For example:

* Many offices have effectively used the newly enacted carjacking statute to
incapacitate the worst offenders. For example, a defendant in Guam will serve 240
months federal incarceration for a armed carjacking conviction. At the time of the
carjacking, the defendant had escaped from a work detail where he was serving a life
sentence for criminal sexual conduct and attempted murder. He had also been
convicted of six prior felony convictions of robbery and aggravated assault and felony
convictions for first degree criminal sexual assault, attempted murder and burglary.

* Three members of a polygamous religious sect (Church of the Lamb of God) were
sentenced in the Southern District of Texas to four consecutive life terms for using
a deadly weapon during a murder. They were also convicted of conspiracy,
tampering with a federal witness, racketeering and obstructing the free exercise of a
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person’s religious beliefs. The victims were killed because they disavowed the
teachings of the sect leader. This marks the first prosecution under the statute that
prohibits interference with a person's religious beliefs.

* In the Western District of New York, twenty-four individuals were indicted on
narcotics violations and acts of violence in furtherance of the narcotics enterprise
including murder, kidnapping, and obstruction of justice. The kingpin of the
organization is charged with two of the drive-by shootings.

In an ever-increasingly violent environments, law enforcement officers have become the
victims of violence as well. In Kansas, a Bureau of Alcohol Tobacco and Firearms agent was shot
and slightly wounded during a stakeout in Wichita, Kansas. The defendant was charged with
assaulting a federal officer. The suspect was apprehended in possession of a .357 semi automatic
handgun. Also, two defendants in the Southern District of Alabama will serve life sentences for the
murder of a Drug Enforcement Administration Special Agent. The agent was murdered during a
carjacking of an unmarked police vehicle.

Gun running has become a focus of federal prosecutorial attention. For example, both
districts in Virginia have been aggressive about charging gun runners. In the Western District,
seven individuals were charged with firearms charges related to "straw man” purchases of 120
firearms in Virginia, many of which were recovered at crime scenes and during arrests in New York
and Washington, D.C. In the Eastern District, a gun runner and 17 of his co-conspirators were
convicted of firearms charges related to 72 firearms purchased in Virginia for shipment to
Washington, D.C. and North Carolina. The Eastern District of North Carolina charged eight
defendants, including two police officers, as major suppliers of narcotics and firearms. They were
alleged to have supplied 1,200 firearms to criminals in Raleigh, Richmond, and Washington, D.C.

In the Eastern District of Virginia, three citizens of the People’s Republic of China were
convicted of violations of the Arms Export Control Act and other violations. The defendants had
purchased 143 pieces of night vision equipment, suitable for use in military aircraft, and intended
to export the equipment without the necessary license.

Traditional Organized Crime

Over the years, traditional organized crime has been responsible for numerous acts of
violence. In all, 325 defendants were convicted of organized crime offenses during Fiscal Year
1993. Also during Fiscal Year 1993, 182 cases were filed on 502 defendants.

Twenty-two United States Attorneys maintain Organized Crime Task Forces, which have two
objectives: first, to eliminate the La Cosa Nostra (LCN) crime families through effective
investigations and prosecutions and second, to ensure that no other criminal organization ever
achieves a comparable level of power (e.g., Jamaican posses, Asian Organized Crime groups, the
Crips and the Bloods.)

T
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Several convictions were obtained against individuals associated with the La Cosa Nostra.
In the Southern District of New York, a captain in the Genovese Family and three of his business
associates were convicted of RICO charges related to the embezzlement of millions of dollars from
a union pension fund through a series of fraudulent real estate transactions. Also in the Southern
District of New York, a soldier of the Luchese Family was convicted at trial of RICO related
charges, including a murder, extortion, gambling and arson. Also on related charges, three caps and
two associates in the Luchese Family entered guilty pleas.

In the Northern District of Illinois, a federal jury convicted eight defendants,including the
1980's boss of the Chicago Outfit,of racketeering conspiracy, loan sharking, and a host of tax
offenses. In addition, twenty defendants were convicted of racketeering, murder, extortion, loan
sharking and gambling charges .in a prosecution that incapacitated one of Chicago’s most violent
LCN families. :

In the Western District of Texas, twenty-four leaders, members and associates of the Texas
Mexican Mafia, the second largest prison gang in the nation, were charged with various charges
including RICO, maintaining a continuing criminal enterprise (CCE), narcotics trafficking, violent
crimes, and firearms violations. The gang used violence to enforce a ten percent "street tax” to
other dealers selling on the streets of San Antonio. During the investigations, 40 firearms, ten
pounds of black tar heroin, cocaine, and marihuana were seized in and out of prisons.

White Collar Crimes
Official Corruption

Rooting out corruption by officials in whom the public trust is vested, and other government-
related corruption continues to be a top priority. During Fiscal Year 1993, federal charges were
lodged in 419 cases against 541 defendants related to federal procurement, federal programs,
federal law enforcement, other federal official corruption, and state, local or other officials. During
the same period of time, 467 defendants either were found guilty of or pleaded guilty to official
corruption charges in United States District Court.

Over the years, federal and state legislators, Governors, Judges, and many other federal,
state and local public officials have been prosecuted for violating their oaths of office. Some United
States Attorneys have found that public corruption task forces are an effective technique.for
investigating these cases. Training for federal prosecutors handling public corruption cases was
presented by the Office of Legal Education during Fiscal Year 1993.

The unique nature of the federal criminal justice system provides maximum support in
prosecuting these difficult and often complex cases. Major public corruption investigations and
prosecutions in several states culminated in Fiscal Year 1993.

* In Missouri, the former Attorney General was sentenced to two years and six months
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for his role in the embezzlement and misuse of state resources in his political
campaigns. Two private attorneys and a real estate developer were also convicted
of related charges.

* In South Carolina, Kentucky, and California, major investigations into the activitie
of certain state legislators were advanced during the year. -

* The husband of a former Governor of Kentucky was convicted of conspiracy and tax
fraud related to a $35,000 piano and $1.5 million limited partnership provided by an
investment firm who acquired the state’s bond business. < : x

* A former Insurance Commissioner in Louisiana was sentenced to 41 months and
fined $75,000 for his Hobbs Act convictions. The Commissioner had demanded cash
campaign contributions in exchange for insurance licenses. The former Deputy
Commissioner, an intermediary between the Commissioner and the principals with
the insurance companies, was also convicted and sentenced to 19 months
incarceration. Many of the principals were also convicted.

Three former Assistants to the Texas Agriculture Commissioner were convicted of
conspiring to steal public money to raise political contributions. ‘ -

The California Coastal Commissioner, an El Paso judge, the Mayor of Miami Beach,
and a former Cook County undersheriff were among those public officials who wer
convicted of taking bribes during Fiscal Year 1993. :

In an unusual instance of violation of the national public trust, a Secure
Communications Officer stationed at the United States Embassy in Greece was
convicted of providing the Greek military with classified information in exchange for
monetary compensation. The Eastern District of Virginia prosecuted the case. -

Health Care Fraud

Health care fraud takes many forms: defrauding Medicare, Medicaid, the Veterans
Administration or other government insurers or providers; defrauding an insurance company; or
defrauding or misleading patients on quality of care issues. The fraud may be a double billing
scheme, billing for unnecessary or unperformed tests, or may be related to the quality of the
medical care provided. Consequently, United States Attorneys’ offices prosecute health care
professionals; hospitals, nursing homes and other providers; specialized business entities;
pharmacies; medical supply companies; and persons associated with the foregoing entities. The
primary objective of these prosecutions is to put health care cheats in prison and to forfeit their ill-
gotten gains. Civil remedies are being used to obtain monetary penalties and restitution
enforcement. Many United States Attorneys’ offices have formed medical or health care task
forces to facilitate and coordinate these investigations and prosecutions.
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The number of health care cases brought during Fiscal Year 1993 rose significantly over the
1992 levels. For example, the number of cases filed rose from 75 cases in Fiscal Year 1992 to 105
cases filed in Fiscal Year 1993. Likewise, the number of defendants rose from 108 in Fiscal Year
1992 to 157 in Fiscal Year 1993. These health care cases often involve both civil and criminal
components.

* One of the world's largest health care products companies plead guilty to offenses
related to the marketing of unapproved heart catheters. The devices caused at least
twenty patients to undergo emergency heart surgery and at least one death. The
company agreed to pay $30.5 million in a criminal fine and $30.5 million in a civil
penalty for a total payment of $61 million.

* In another case of substandard health care, the Northern District of California
prosecuted the CEO/CFO of a diagnostic medical device manufacturer who
submitted false test data to FDA in an attempt to obtain FDA approval. They also
shipped adulterated medical devices and misrepresented to the purchasers that the
tests had been approved by FDA, when they had not been approved.

* The president of one of the largest clinical laboratories in the nation and the
company itself were convicted of filing false claims to government health insurance
programs by a scheme that required doctors to pay for unnecessary blood tests. The
company agreed with the Southern District of California to pay $100 million in civil
penalties to the government and $10 million to state agencies. They will also pay a
$1 million fine.

* In the Eastern District of California, another owner of a medical diagnostics company
was sentenced to 51 months incarceration for submitting false medicare claims. He
was also ordered to make almost $900,000 in restitution.

* The Central District of California prosecuted the owners of a company operating
mobile labs and clinics, three doctors, two clinic managers, and an attorney associated
with the clinics. Based on the defendants’ misrepresentations, the government
insurers paid an estimated $50 million on fraudulent claims. These proceeds were
laundered through foreign bank accounts. :

* In Maine, an administrator of an elderly boarding house defrauded the government
insurers in order to pay for his cocaine debt.

* . In the Middle District of Florida, five persons were indicted on charges that they
defrauded 40,000 people of $35 million in health insurance premiums.
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Environmental, Health and Safety Crimes

The prosecution of environmental crimes is central to the implementation of the federal
government's environmental priorities. United States Attorneys, on their own, or in conjunction
with the Department’s Environmental and Natural Resources Division, enforce the nation’s criminal
and civil environmental laws including the Clean Air Act, the Safe Drinking Water Act, and the
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act. Federal prosecutors use the Sentencing Guidelines to
assist in obtaining sentences that adequately reflect the criminal conduct. The Executive Office for
United States Attorneys presented a unique legal training course for federal prosecutors on
Environmental Crimes during Fiscal Year 1993.

Two owners of an industrial company were sentenced to two years and 6 months,
respectively, for illegally dredging their ship repair facility and dumping sediments laden with
hazardous waste into the San Francisco Bay more than ten time during 1990.

Financial Institution Fraud

The United States Attorneys’ offices have shouldered primary responsibility for prosecuting
the perpetrators of crimes that threaten to undermine public confidence in the nation’s financial
institutions. The allocation of additional attorney and support personnel (civil and criminal) to 75
United States Attorneys’ offices resulted in significant accomplishments against financial
institution fraud. In Dallas, Boston, and San Diego, task forces have been formed with AUSAs,
Criminal and Tax Division attorneys, and law enforcement and regulatory agents. During Fiscal
Year 1993, Office of Legal Education training seminars for federal prosecutors were held in Basic
Financial Institution Fraud, Advanced Financial Institution Fraud, and Financial Institution
Restitution. Financial institution regulators and criminal investigators were invited to participate
in this training as well.

The financial institution fraud enforcement strategy has proceeded with a coordinated two-
pronged effort. Federal prosecutors not only send the defrauders to prison, but they obtain
restitution for victims, other civil money penalties, and criminal fines against violators and they
forfeit property traceable to fraud.

According to the Financial Institution Fraud database maintained by the Executive Office
for United States Attorneys’ Priority Programs Team, in Fiscal Year 1993 the United States
Attorneys (with the Dallas and New England Bank Fraud Task Forces) filed criminal charges
against 1,080 defendants in "major” financial institution fraud cases, bringing the total number of
those charged since October 1, 1988, to 4,871. A total of 1,077 defendants were convicted in major
financial institution fraud cases during Fiscal Year 1993. This represents a 94.6% conviction rate
for the fiscal year. The total number of those convicted in major cases since October 1, 1988 is
4,055. Of those sentenced during Fiscal Year 1993, a total of 774 were sent to prison. A "major”
financial institution fraud case is defined as a case in which the amount of the fraud was $100,000
or more; the defendant is or was an officer, director, or owner, including shareholders of a financial
institution; or the scheme involved multiple borrowers within the same financial institution.
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During Fiscal Year 1993, Charles Keating and some of his associates were sentenced.
Mr. Keating received a sentence of twelve years and seven months and was ordered
to pay $122.4 million in restitution for his part in the massive fraud that resulted in
the collapse of Lincoln Savings and Loan Association. Keating's son was sentenced
to eight years and 1 month incarceration and he was ordered to pay $97.3 million in
restitution. The case was prosecuted in the Central District of California with
participation by the Arizona United States Attorney's office and many local, state and
federal agencies.

A Wyoming bank president was convicted of fraudulently misapplying $ 9.5 million
from the bank, a failed institution. He also received kickbacks and caused false
entries to be made in the bank’s books. The bank president will serve 30 months in
federal prison and has forfeited nearly $6 million in cash assets associated with the
failure of the bank.

Four men, including the president of a now defunct credit union were convicted at
trial of money laundering, bank fraud and conspiracy charges stemming from
obtaining $34 million in loans by fraud.

Other Frauds

United States Attorneys’ offices handle a myriad of other fraud prosecutions including
defense procurement fraud, telemarketing fraud, computer fraud, securities fraud, and bankruptcy
fraud. For example, bankruptcy fraud is now considered as a companion charge if the perpetrators
of a scheme to defraud file for bankruptcy and further their scheme by defrauding the bankruptcy
court.. The following are examples of the United States Attorneys’ fraud prosecution:

*

Defendants in a case from the Northern District of Illinois were convicted of mail
fraud, wire fraud and CTR violations. They used a company to perpetrate a "bust
out” scheme to fraudulently obtain $3.2 million in goods from over 130 suppliers and
then diverted 1.9 million in proceeds from the sale of the goods transferred to Aman,
Jordan.

Also in the Northern District of Illinois, two defendants were charged with defrauding
a large corporation’s pension fund of $3.5 million through a complicated fraud in the
securities markets and through bribery.

Widespread telemarketing or other national solicitation have resulted in significant
fraud cases. For example, the Western District of Oklahoma exposed a scheme

. where defendants were selling phony medical supply distributorships to investors

nationwide. The defendants had established a warehouse stocked with empty boxes
to deceive potential investors. The defendants had been convicted of similar activity
12 years earlier.
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* In a case in the Southern District of Indiana, 150 persons in 32 states were bilked out
of roughly $480,000 by a telemarketing scam. The callers told the victims that they
had won a prize, but would have to send a deposit to collect the prize. No prizes
were ever awarded.

* A telemarketing case which was prosecuted in South Carolina involved a promise to
process a loan application in exchange for a $275 fee. No loans were ever processed
or approved. '

* In a case that typifies the Attorney General's direction to prosecute "white collar
thugs”, the Southern District of Florida prosecuted and convicted a defendant who
was trying to sell more than $20 million in stolen bonds. The bonds were part of
group of $500 million in bonds that had been stolen at knifepoint from a courier in
London. During undercover conversations, the defendant told law enforcement that
the IRA held the remainder of the bonds.

* In our complex society, crimes by computer "hackers” have now taken the forefront.
The Southern District of New York convicted an individual who was part of a group
of "hackers” who break into computer systems to use telephone, credit, information
and other things of value without compensating for them. The defendant used
unauthorized passwords and billing codes to make free long distance calls.

Controlled Substance Prosecutions

Among the highest law enforcement priorities of the Department of Justice in recent years
has been the prosecution of large-scale drug dealers. Often, prosecutors work closely with foreign
governments and state, local, and foreign law enforcement entities. United States Attorneys’ offices
participate in cross-training of law enforcement officers. For example, shortly after attending a
training program on commercial carrier interdiction sponsored: by the-Law Enforcement
Coordinating Committee, two police officers in Utah stopped and searched a tractor trailer carrying
480 kilograms of cocaine. . R

The Organized Crime Drug Enforcement Task Forces (OCDETF), the Department’s
"flagship” drug program, is spearheaded by prosecutors in the Offices of the United States
Attorneys. OCDETF task forces of federal, state, and local agents and prosecutors target
significant narcotics traffickers and their suppliers. In addition to OCDETF, other Drug Task
Forces have been formed to encourage cooperation among law enforcement entities investigating
significant controlled substance violations in a District. Although the task force concept is
encouraged, individual law enforcement agencies may submit a case to the United States Attorney
for further investigation and prosecution. In some instances, an Assistant United States Attorney
initiates a grand jury investigation as a result of historical information provided by a number of
sources.
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United States Attorneys’ offices prosecute narcotics-related defendants under the Continuing
Criminal Enterprise (CCE) statute, the Racketeering and Influenced Corrupt Organizations (RICO)
statute, money laundering violations, federal tax violations, and a myriad of Title 21 (Controlled
Substance Act) violations.

During Fiscal Year 1993, the United States Attorneys’ offices filed 10,233 drug cases
involving 20,953 defendants in United States District Court in Program Categories "Narcotics and
Dangerous Drugs” and "OCDETF". When drug charges reported as Project Triggerlock cases are
added, the numbers increase to 11,680 cases filed involving 23,470 defendants. During this same
period of time, a total of 19,395 defendants either were found guilty of or pleaded guﬂty to drug
charges (including Triggerlock cases) in United States District Court.

More than one quarter (27.66%) of all criminal cases filed in Fiscal Year 1993 were placed
in program sub-categories "Drug Dealing,” "Drug Possession” or "Organized Crime Drug
Enforcement Task Forces”. When Triggerlock cases with drug involvement are also considered,
31.57% of the criminal cases filed involved controlled substances.

During Fiscal Year 1993 the Executive Office for United States Attorneys held a training
session for basic controlled substance prosecutions and one for complex prosecutions. The training
provided the opportunity for prosecutors to share successful techniques with other prosecutors and
to learn about current trends in the law and practice.

During Year 1993, federal prosecutors pursued cases against significant importers and those
with international narcotics connections. For example:

* OCDETF in the Southern District of Florida investigated the importation of 12,000
kilos of cocaine hidden in cement posts, 6,000 kilos of cocaine hidden in a cargo of
frozen vegetables and approximately 6,000 kilos of cocaine disguised as a cargo of
coffee. Similarly, fourteen defendants have been charged in the Western district of
Missouri of a conspiracy to smuggle hundreds of pounds of Bolivian cocaine into
Kansas City and Western Europe. The cocaine was converted into liquid form and
disguised as shampoo, perfume, and liquid cosmetics. Prosecutors sought extradition
of defendants from Germany, Bolivia, and Brazil.

* A defendant in Massachusetts was convicted of conspiracy related to the importation
of more than 100,000 pounds of marihuana and hashish form Columbia and Jamaica.
A defendant was sentenced in Connecticut to 50 years incarceration for leading a
criminal enterprise that included the bribing of an INS inspector at the Texas border,
plotting to murder a state law enforcement officer and a suspected informant and
distributing marihuana.

* In two different districts, members of the Cali cartel were convicted of federal
offenses. A Cali cartel member was convicted in the Eastern District of New York
of three murders including the murder if a well-known editor of a popular Hispanic
newspaper. The Southern District of Florida convicted a high-ranking member of the
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Cali cartel for his involvement in importing and distributing approximately 19,000
kilos of cocaine. The cartel member also agreed to forfeit approximately three
quarters of a million dollars in cash, cars, trucks and forklifts.

In addition to cocaine and marihuana, other drugs were the subject of significant
prosecutions.

* The Eastern District of Virginia prosecuted a major LSD distribution ring. Many of
the distributors have been convicted, including one mid level distributor who admitted
to distributing 2.5 - 7.5 million dosage units of LSD. The kingpin is still a fugitive.

* In New York, the Southern District has convicted a massive heroin trafficking ring
based in the Bronx, Manhattan and Puerto Rico. Hundreds of millions of dollars of
heroin entered New York over a period of eight years through this organization. In
Miami, a dentist was sentenced to 235 months incarceration for unlawfully dispensing
and distributing over 51,000 dilaudid pills, a morphine-based pharmaceutical pill.

* In the District of Maryland, seven members of a drug ring linked to 30 overdose
deaths were sentenced to life imprisonment. Prompt law enforcement response to
the presence of the deadly fentanyl on the streets of Baltimore prevented additional
deaths.

Drug prosecutions also incorporate other prosecutive priorities. Drug related violence has
been the focus of many prosecutions during the past year. For example the Metz gang in New
Orleans, a Jamaican gang in Northern Florida and the Sims gang in Chicago all used extreme
violence to operate their drug enterprises and were prosecuted on federal charges. Violation of
the public trust has also been the focus of drug prosecutions. Two Florida county sheriffs were
convicted of facilitating a drug organization. The Telfair County Sheriff was sentenced in the
Southern District of Georgia to 10 years incarceration for using his office to facilitate narcotics
trafficking, extortion, gambling and acts intended to obstruct justice. The Hendry County Sheriff
was sentenced to 17 years incarceration in the Middle District of Florida for providing protection
and surveillance for Columbian drug smugglers for eight years. The Sheriff was paid $250,000 for
this protection and for escorting couriers to the county line, allowing more than 8,000 kilos of
cocaine to enter his county. Finally, many narcotics prosecutions have parallel financial
investigations as prosecutors attempt to follow the flow of cash and assets produced by the drug
traffickers. In the District of Rhode Island, a money laundered was sentenced to 660 years
incarceration, fined $15.7 million and ordered to forfeit $136.3 million. The defendant provided
money laundering services to both the Medellin cartel and the Cali cartel by utilizing a network of
banks, precious metal firms and couriers across the country.

‘ In recent years, Congress has enacted statutes providing stiff penalties in cases involving
significant quantities of controlled substances, when the defendant has a prior criminal history, or
~when the defendant possesses a firearm in the course of drug trafficking. Similarly, Congress
enacted enhanced penalties for special circumstances such as distribution of a controlled substance
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to a person under the age of 18 years, distribution within 1000 feet of a school and distribution to
a pregnant person. In addition to utilizing these enhanced penalties, United States Attorneys’
offices have seized and forfeited the proceeds of narcotics trafficking activity to deter and punish
persons who benefit financially from drug dealing. See Section IV, Forfeiture Litigation.

Civil Rights Prosecutions.

Assistant United States Attorneys handle civil rights prosecutions in their districts in
consultation or jointly with the Department’s Civil Rights Division. The Civil Rights Division is
notified of all potential civil rights violations. United States Attorneys' offices prosecute "excessive
official use of force” cases, that is police or correctional officer brutality; civil rights violations based
on unlawful discrimination; and other violations of civil rights. These cases present serious issues
in that the integrity of the criminal justice system may be "on trial.” Therefore, it is especially
important that the federal prosecutor skillfully and professionally investigate and prosecute these
cases.

There were several cases of police officers abusing their authority during Fiscal Year 1993.
For example, two police officers in the Western District of Kentucky were convicted of “planting”
cocaine and a silencer-equipped firearm on a person who was suspected of providing information
of criminal activity by an associate of theirs. The associate, a cemetery owner was also convicted.
The long term investigation into the activities of the Los Angeles County Sheriff’'s deputies
continued during Fiscal Year 1993 with additional convictions. Deputies were charged with stealing
money from drug dealers during searches and also of planting evidence on the dealers. Of course,
the most widely known civil rights case during Fiscal Year 1993, was the prosecution of Los Angeles
police officers for the beating of Rodney King following a traffic stop. This case underscores the
sensitivity and importance of these prosecutions. '

In Maine, a Portland jeweler was convicted at trial of civil rights violations related to a verbal
attack occurring at a restaurant. The defendant berated and frightened an African-American
stockbroker and using racial slurs and threatening to burn down the stockbroker’s house.

The Western District of Kentucky convicted the Imperial Wizard of the Ku Klux Klan for
ordering the arson of a church whose pastor had been openly critical of the Klan for the past ten
years. This prosecution represents the type of civil rights prosecutions for which the Department
of Justice has been noted.

Children and Crime

The Attorney General has expressed particular interest in children’s issues and has visited
many schools with representatives of the United States Attorneys’ offices over the past year.

During Fiscal Year 1993, the offices have established procedures and structures to effectively
implement the Child Support Recovery Act. National training for the contact attorney in each
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office was held during the year and ideas and suggestions were exchanged. The Child Support
Recovery Act is now being implemented.

Sometimes, the criminal cases brought in the offices directly impact children. For example,
during Fiscal Year 1993, a former police officer was indicted in New Hampshire for abusing
children. Also, a child pornographer was convicted in the Northern District of Texas of using his
computer to import child pornography from Denmark. He intended to establish a computer
"bulletin board” in the United States for adult and child pornography.

More and more, federal prosecutors must grapple with the reality that children are used by
and participate in major drug conspiracies. For example, a 21 year old drug dealer in the Southern
District of Indiana was sentenced to 35 years incarceration for leading a distribution ring that
included children as young as 8 and 9 years old. Over the past 5 years, the defendant had been
responsible for shooting five people.

Children are often victims of violence. Three children and their father were murdered on
a military reservation by a defendant who believed that the father had provided information to law
enforcement authorities about the defendants’ cocaine distribution. The three defendants pleaded
guilty to the charges in the Western District of Washington. Children are also victims of random,
drive-by shootings such the two year old girl who died in the face of a drug gang shooting in the
Eastern District of Michigan. The gang, "Best Friends”, was a regional cocaine distributor,
responsible for 300 kilos of cocaine a month and eleven homicides.

The offices have become involved in children’s issues in many other ways. For example, the
office in the Northern District of New York participates in-a Youth Court.that is established by the
youth’s peers and arbitrates minor first time offender’s cases. Most offices participate in formal
or informal training programs in the schools. Moreover, the offices promote the drug-free, gun-free
school zones established by the enhanced penalties for drug dealing and use of firearms within 1,000
feet of a school or other area where children frequent. Many offices with Weed and Seed sites
become particularly involved in the special needs of children in these areas.
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IV. UNITED STATES ATTORNEYS’ ASSET
FORFEITURE LITIGATION

Asset forfeiture laws are designed to attack the profit motive for crime and to seize the
assets used to commit crimes. Asset forfeiture is intended to deter individuals from engaging in
criminal activity. In judicial forfeitures, the United States Attorneys’ offices employ both criminal
and civil asset forfeiture laws to ask the court to take criminally used and criminally acquired
property away from drug dealers, money launderers, racketeers, and other criminals.

The burden on federal courts to adjudicate asset forfeiture cases is shifting somewhat. Many
assets are seized and forfeited administratively by federal law enforcement agencies. In 1991, the
Attorney General promulgated revised asset forfeiture regulations to implement the higher statutory
ceilings for administrative forfeitures enacted by Congress. Cash and monetary instruments of any
value now may be seized and forfeited administratively. Other property up to a value of $500,000
may also be seized and forfeited administratively. Real property and interests must be judicially
seized, regardless of value. Also, increasing numbers of asset forfeiture cases are adjudicated in
state court since many states have enacted or refined their asset forfeiture laws. Therefore, fewer
adoptive seizures are necessary.

During Fiscal Year 1993, the United States Attorneys’ offices filed asset forfeiture counts
in 799 criminal cases. Additionally, 4,399 civil forfeiture actions were filed by the United States
Attorneys during the fiscal year. The United States Attorneys obtained final orders of forfeiture
in 157 criminal cases and 2,569 civil judgments. See Table 20. The following chart reflects the
number of cases filed by United States Attorneys offices in the past four years. The chart does not
include federal administrative asset forfeiture filings or state court filings.

Chart 14 | Criminal and Civil Asset Forfeiture Judgments in
United States Attorneys’ Offices
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The United States Attorneys offices’ work on judicial asset forfeitures resulted in an
estimated recovery during Fiscal Year 1993 of over $384 million in forfeited cash and property.
Approximately $13 million (3.51%) of forfeited property was retained for official law enforcement
use. See Table 20. The remainder of the assets were converted to cash value and the proceeds
were used for other law enforcement purposes by federal, state, local or foreign law enforcement.
The following chart reflects a steady increase in the asset forfeiture collections by United States
Attorneys offices during the Fiscal Years 1989 - 1992 and a decline in collections in Fiscal Year
1992. This decline is, in part, a result of the change in criteria for administrative forfeitures
discussed above. These statistics do not include federal administrative forfeitures or state court
forfeitures. Chart 15 only reflects forfeitures, not seizures.

Chart 15 | Criminal and Civil Asset Forfeiture Collections by
United States Attorneys’ Offices
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In the Eastern District of Kentucky, the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) raided
a methamphetamine laboratory on four adjoining tracts of land, valued at $500,000. The DEA
believes it was the largest methamphetamine laboratory it has ever shut down. After the property
was subjected to an environmental clean-up, it was seized and forfeited. Efforts are being made
to turn the property over to the National Park Service. '

In the Central District of California, the operator of a large scale securities fraud scam in
the form of a "Ponzi” scheme was indicted and pled guilty to RICO, money laundering and
securities fraud. More then $5 million of his assets, including real estate, currency, and vehicles,
were seized and forfeited through civil forfeiture actions. After his guilty plea, he had $1 million
returned from overseas to be used for restitution to his victims along with the other forfeited
property. He also deeded several properties in South Bend, Indiana, to the United States.

The United States Attorney's Office in the District of Maryland seized significant assets
related to over $3 million that was funneled into the United States in 1988-1989 by the Cali Cartel,
the Columbian cocaine organization, to purchase and refit the Maritime Vessel (M/V) Liberty.
The vessel was to be used to smuggle cocaine into the United States. When a dispute erupted
between the Americans and the Columbians involved in the cocaine operation and a bankruptcy
proceeding resulted, the M/V Liberty was to be sold. Through a dummy corporation, the Cali
Cartel was to receive $1.7 million from the sale. The United States seized the sale proceeds and
civilly forfeited them before they could be returned to Columbia.
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V. CIVIL LITIGATION IN THE -
UNITED STATES ATTORNEYS’ OFFICES

A. CIVIL CASELOAD

IS
During Fiscal Year 1993, the number of civil cases pending, cases terminated, appeals filed,
and appeals terminated increased. The number of civil Matters opened and cases filed dropped

during the year.

Civil Matters

During Fiscal Year 1993, the United States Attorneys’ offices opened 104,390 Matters or
7,620 fewer Matters than in Fiscal Year 1992 This 6.8 percent decrease in civil Matters opened
followed a 9.52 percent increase in matters opened in Fiscal Year 1992 and an 11.87% increase in
Fiscal Year 1991. The United States was in the posture of defendant in nearly 48.16% of the civil
Matters received in Fiscal Year 1993 and the plaintiff in 24.54% of the Matters received. In roughly
27.30% of the civil Matters opened, the United States held some other designation, primarily as a
creditor in Bankruptcy proceedings. See Table 5.

In Matters where the United States was postured to initiate a civil action, the United States
Attorneys’ offices received the most civil Matters from other components of the Department of
Justice, the Department of Housing and Urban Development, the Internal Revenue Service, and
the Department of Agriculture. The Internal Revenue Service, the Department of Health and
Human Services and the Department of Justice referred the most civil Matters when the United
States was postured to defend a civil action. See Table 6.

Almost 80% of the 16,829 civil Matters pending in United States Attorneys’ offices on
September 30, 1993 are two years old or less. Indeed, 36.19% of those pending Matters were 6

months old or less. See table 17.

Civil Cases Filed and Terminated

During Fiscal Year 1993, United States Attorneys’ offices filed or responded to a total of
94,092 civil cases a decrease of 5,835 cases, or 5.84%, from the number of civil cases filed and
responded to by the United States Attorneys in Fiscal Year 1992. These cases include those filed
in United States District Court, United States Bankruptcy Court and state courts. Of the civil cases
filed, the United States filed suit in 18.55% of the cases, the United States defended the suit in
52.59% of the cases and held another designation (such as bankruptcy creditor or third party
litigant) in 28.86% of the cases. In two of these three party designations, the number of cases filed
decreased from the level in Fiscal Year 1992. Overall, the number of cases in which the United
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States filed suit as plaintiff decreased by 7,069, or 28.82%. Much of this decrease was in the
"Students Assistance” or education loans area in which 2,875 fewer cases were filed, a decrease of
63.82%. The Department of Education referred fewer student loan cases to the United States
Attorneys last year than in prior years. The largest percentage drop of all other cases filed by the
United States Attorneys, a 84.64% decrease was in the "Land/Real Property” cases. 2226 of such
cases were filed in 1993. 805 fewer civil forfeiture cases were filed in Fiscal Year 1993, representing
a drop of 16.54% from the prior year. 684 fewer judicial foreclosure cases were filed in Fiscal Year
1993 than in Fiscal Year 1992, a decline of 16.12%. Foreclosure filings declined as a result of a
program suspending new farm foreclosures. The suspension program was instituted by the Farmers
Home Administration in March 1993 and remained in effect for the balance of the Fiscal Year.
Other areas of litigation increased during Fiscal Year 1993. The number of cases filed in the
category "All Other Designations” increased from 25,390 to 27,156, or 6.5%. The number of
bankruptcy proceedings commenced grew 4.85%, and the number of Social Security Appeals
increased by 21.96%. See Table S.

In Fiscal Year 1993, there were 16,704 civil judgments in favor of the United States and
3,118 against the United States. A total of 998 civil cases were disposed of after trial. See Table 4.

Civil Cases Pending

On September 30, 1993, United States Attorneys’ offices were handling 114,773 cases
pending in United States District Court, Bankruptcy Court or state court. This number of pending
cases represents an increase of 3,070 cases or 2.74% from the year-end Fiscal Year 1992 levels.

See Table 10.

The civil cases pending consist of diverse causes of action. Tax liens, bankruptcy proceedings
and social security claims constitute more than 65% the causes of action on cases handled by the
United States Attorneys' offices. Chart 16 illustrates the primary causes of action in cases pending
as of the end of Fiscal Year 1992 and Fiscal Year 1993. It should be noted that this chart reflects
no case weighting, that is, every case is assigned the same weight. For example, a Federal Tort
Claims Act case may involve months of depositions and discovery and a lengthy trial, while a tax
lien case may involve one short appearance before a Judge. Nonetheless, each case is treated the
same for statistical purposes. Chart 17 depicts the civil cases pending in the United States
Attorneys’' offices by district as of the end of Fiscal Years 1992 and 1993.

Civil Appeals

The United States Attorneys’ offices handled a total of 4,391 civil appeals filed in Fiscal Year 1993.
The offices handled 8.47% more civil appeals filed in Fiscal Year 1993 than they did in Fiscal Year
1992. Of the 3,849 civil appeals that were closed during the Fiscal Year 73.78% ( appeals) were
resolved in favor of the United States. See Table 7.
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B. CIVIL LITIGATION

Defensive Civil Litigation

The United States Attorneys’ offices represented the government in 49,481 defensive civil
cases filed in court during Fiscal Year 1993, a decrease of 532 cases, or 1.1%, from the number of
defensive civil cases handled in court during Fiscal Year 1992. These cases represent 52.59% of
all civil cases filed in Court and handled by United States Attorneys’ offices.

In defensive civil activity, the United States Attorneys’ offices represent a unique client --
the United States. The United States Attorneys’ offices represent the United States in its many
roles -- employer; regulator; administrator of federal benefits, loans and grants; law enforcer;
medical care provider; revenue collector; contractor; procurer; construction operator; property
owner; mortgagee; judicial and correctional system manager; and many other roles.

Unlike affirmative civil litigation, the successes of defense litigation are difficult to quantify.
In some cases, the liability issue must be resolved and the United States Attorneys' offices represent
the interests of the United States. In other cases, the United States may have apparent liability to
a plaintiff and the role of the United States Attorneys’ offices is to confirm liability and then to
negotiate or litigate a reasonable damages award. Often, a plaintiff may sue the United States
seeking to embrace a regulation or law, or restrain the United States from enforcing a regulation
or law. In these cases, the United States Attorneys’ offices represent not only the fiscal interests
of its client, but the intangible interest in the implementation of lawful governmental policies and
practices. The United States Attorneys’ offices represent the United States in its capacity as
employer and defend the United States against claims of unlawful dismissal, discrimination and
unfair employment practices.

Affirmative Civil Enforcement

The United States Attorneys’ offices represented the government in 17,455 civil actions filed
by the United States during Fiscal Year 1993. Affirmative civil enforcement is important as a
powerful legal tool to help to ensure that federal funds are recovered, that federal laws are obeyed,
and that violators provide compensation to the government for losses and damages they cause as
a result of fraud, waste, and abuse of government funds and resources. There are a number of
affirmative federal civil statutes designed for the express purpose of enforcing the federal law.
Among the civil enforcement actions filed by the United States Attorneys are those brought
pursuant to the False Claims Act, the Clean Water and Clean Air Acts, civil enforcement of
controlled substance violations, Racketeering Influenced and Corrupt Organizations (RICO), civil
divestiture actions, defense procurement fraud actions, qui tam actions, health care fraud
enforcement, civil rights cases, civil actions pursuant to the Financial Institutions Reform, Recovery
and Enforcement Act, and Food and Drug Administration cases. Such affirmative civil litigation
actions represented 18.55% of the workload of pending civil cases nationwide as of the end of Fiscal
Year 1993.
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There were many successful affirmative civil enforcement cases that were pursued by the
United States Attorneys during the fiscal year. Some examples follow.

*

The Southern District of New York settled a False Claims Act civil suit against the
Goodyear Tire and Rubber Company and Loral Corporation for $9.12 million. The
case involved the submission of false cost estimates to Army and Navy negotiators to
obtain excessive prices on ten contracts awarded between 1982 and 1986. The
contracts were for parachute-type devices which are attached to bombs in order to
slow their descent and permit aircraft to fly out of range of the explosions. The case
began as a "qui tam” suit under the False Claims Act, by a small company which was
a subcontractor of Goodyear Aerospace. The “qui tam” provisions of the False
Claims Act permit private individuals to file suits on behalf of the federal government
when they have non-public information that false claims were submitted to and paid
by the Government. The Government intervened in the suit, enhanced the
complaint, and added additional charges.

The District of Oregon settled a case against the Pay Less Drug Stores, Northwest,
Inc., for $1 million. The company agreed to pay the $1 million to settle claims that
the retailer overcharged the Oregon Medicaid program for the cost of drugs
dispensed to state Medicaid recipients. Pay Less submitted over 400,000 claims for
payment to the state for prescription drugs dispensed to Medicaid patients and falsely
represented these drugs as "brand medically necessary,” that is, brand name drugs.
Consequently, Pay Less received more than $500,000 from Medicaid because of the
improper use of the generic code.

The Western District of New York, settled both criminal and civil cases against the
Battenfeld Grease and Oil Corporation for submitting false claims to the government,
making false statements to the government and theft of government money. The
settlement was for $7 million in restitution and damages. The lubricating engine and
gear oils supplied by Battenfeld were substandard resulting in engine failures and
generator problems.

In a health care fraud case in the Northern District of Illinois, criminal charges
against a pharmacist could not be pursued because of his death, but the district
settled a civil case against his estate for the false claims made by the deceased
pharmacist for $50,000.

In the District of Massachusetts, GE/Martin Marietta paid $6.7 million in penalties
on false claims against the government in a Department of Defense procurement
fraud case.

As the result of a joint investigation conducted by the District of Columbia U. S.
Attorney’s Office and the Department of Health and Human Services, the
Georgetown University Hospital agreed to pay the United States over $2.5 million
to settle claims that the hospital had improperly failed to refund medicare
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overpayments from 1986 through 1991. In addition, Georgetown University Hospital
has agreed to institute a corrective action plan to eliminate unacceptable practices
and to develop a system of reviews and internal controls to prevent similar problems
from occurring in the future.

* The District of Massachusetts and the Food and Drug Administration announced that
a federal grand jury returned a 393-count indictment charging the Chief Executive
Officer and five other past and present officers and employees with violations of
federal law related to the sale and distribution of heart catheters without the
approval of the Food and Drug Administration. The Chief Executive Officer signed
a plea agreement in which he agreed to plead guilty to a 391-count criminal
information and pay $61 million, one-half as a criminal fine and the other half as a
settlement of civil liability arising out of the sale and distribution of the heart
catheters.

Federal Debt Collection Cases

The United States Attorneys have been steadily collecting ever more money for the
government. According to statistics maintained by the Executive Office for United States
Attorneys’ Case Management Staff, the United States Attorneys collected $770,633,457 and
recovered property valued at $63,559,030 for a total of $834,192,487 in Fiscal Year 1993. See Table
12, Grand Total. The total excludes asset forfeiture recoveries, which prior to Fiscal Year 1992 were
included in the same table. The total represents a 6.5% increase in civil and criminal collections
over those of Fiscal Year 1992 as illustrated on the following chart. The grand total remaining
balance of criminal and civil debt at the end of the year was $5,552,782,849 accounted for in
167,642 debts. When estimated recoveries for asset forfeiture are added to the civil and criminal
collections for Fiscal Year 1993, the amount collected increases to $1,205,664,342.

The total number of debts being handled by the United States Attorneys climbed from
166,625 in Fiscal Year 1992, to 167,642 in Fiscal Year 1993, an increase of less than one percent.
The United States Attorneys consistently collect more than the amount of their entire yearly
operating budgets. On the average, the Financial Litigation Units in the United States Attorneys’
offices are collecting annually about $2.5 million per financial litigation unit staff member.

Civil Debt Collection Cases

The United States Attorneys are the Federal government'’s debt collectors, responsible for
handling civil debts for federal agencies. When federal agencies have lent money to individuals and
business entities or have paid on guaranteed loans and have not been repaid as provided by the
terms of the lending agreement, the United States Attorneys become the legal representatives for
the federal agencies to pursue repayment of the debts. The Departments of Agriculture, Education,
Health and Human Services, Housing and Urban Development, Transportation, and Veterans
Affairs and the Small Business Administration are some of the client agencies of the United States
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Attorneys. Some of the work includes filing suit to gain judgments to collect debts, foreclosing on
real property, compelling physicians to either repay or fulfill their sentence commitment in the
Public Health Service in return for education grants, suing to set aside fraudulent transfers of

property which could be used to satisfy defaulted loans, and managing debtor repayment schedules.

At the end of Fiscal Year 1993, there were 52,290 civil debts being handled by the United
States Attorneys for a total amount of $1,965,382,763. During Fiscal Year 1993, a total of 18,380
civil debts were opened in the civil collections system. The United States Attorneys collected
$569,096,658 in cash and $60,463,171 worth of property to satisfy civil debts in Fiscal Year 1993.
As a result of collections, debts returned to agencies, assists by other districts, and debts closed as
uncollectible, the United States Attorneys were able to close 21,767 civil debts in Fiscal Year 1993.
See Table 12 - CIVIL TOTAL. This total includes the debts shown in Table 12 -
BANKRUPTCIES AND FORECLOSURES and Table 12 - OTHER CIVIL DEBTS.

* In the Eastern District of Virginia, a Tappahannock physician was ordered to pay
$187,958 in November 1992, because he failed to serve the National Health Service
Corps as he promised to do in return for over $62,000 in scholarship funds he used
to gain his medical degree. The National Health Service Corps provides scholarships
to medical students in return for their promise to serve the Corps in areas of the
nation which have a shortage of primary care physicians.

* In the Middle District of Pennsylvania, the United States Attorney settled a case
against the Med Chek Laboratories for $2.4 million. This case arose out of Med
Chek Labs billing Medicare for services that were unnecessary and not ordered by
a physician.
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United States Attorneys’ Offices
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* The District of Oregon recovered $1.69 million from the Bugaboo Timber Company
to settle allegations that the company had failed to pay for all timber taken from
National Forest Service land.

Bankruptcy and Foreclosure

The number of filings in United States Bankruptcy Court, as reported by the Administrative
office of the United States Courts, in calendar year 1993 was 875,000. It is in the vital interest of
the United States to have a strong voice in bankruptcy proceedings. When all creditors step
forward to have their debts accounted for and considered in bankruptcy proceedings, if the interests
of the United States are involved, the United States Attorneys must be among the attorneys of the
creditors and be resolute in representing the government in the proceedings. The number of
bankruptcy fraud prosecutions doubled in Fiscal Year 1993. The Department has emphasized the
importance of such attention to bankruptcy fraud through a letter from the former Attorney
General to the United States Attorneys, as well as a series of bankruptcy fraud seminars, articles
in the Department'’s newsletter, and efforts related to pending legislation.

The United States becomes involved in foreclosure actions in both affirmative and defensive
roles. When a federal agency must foreclose on federally mortgaged property to collect the
mortgage loan or to collect a mortgage loan guaranteed by the federal government, the United
States Attorney represents the plaintiff federal agency by suing to foreclose on the property which
secures the loan. The United States also may become a defendant in foreclosure actions brought
by others where the United States has a secured interest in the property which is subject to
foreclosure.

The United States Attorneys’ offices were involved in 58,999 bankruptcies and foreclosures
pending at the end of Fiscal Year 1993. This represents 51% of the total civil cases pending.
During Fiscal Year 1993, the total recoveries from bankruptcy and foreclosure actions accounted
for $227,842,995 in cash and property, which is 30% of the total recovery for all civil and criminal
collections in Fiscal Year 1993. See Table 12 - BANKRUPTCIES AND FORECLOSURES.

* In what began as a foreclosure, the Western District of Kentucky, working closely
with the Farmers Home Administration, was able to maximize the Government’s
recovery, collecting 30% more than the appraised value of the property. To prevent
foreclosure, the debtor had filed a petition under Chapter 7 of the Bankruptcy Code.
Although an agreement was reached, allowing the debtor to buy back his chattel
property for $7400, his offers to do the same for his real estate were turned down,
being considerably below the appraised value. Shortly thereafter, coincidentally, the
structure was severely damaged by fire caused by faulty wiring. Rather than accept
an $80,000 payment by the insurance company, thus resulting in a "forced sale”’, the
Government negotiated and received a $55,000 damage claim. It then was able to
sell the damaged property, "as is", collecting an additional $52,000. Along with the
sale of the chattel property, the Government collected $33,000 more than the original
estimated value of the security.
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* In another case, this one in the Northern District .of Iowa, the United States
Attorney’s Office, again working closely with Farmers Home Administration (FmHA),
was able to maximize the Government's recovery to $330,992, coming within a few
dollars of the estimated secured claim of $332,704. The debtor was obstreperous and
obstructionist, attempting to force FmHA to transfer his farm to his son, and to
forgive substantial amounts of his obligation to the Government. After numerous
hearings, the stay was modified, allowing the Government to acquire possession of
the property. The Government then collected rents from the debtor’s son who had
used the property previously, as well as money from the sale of the machinery and
equipment and various parcels of land. The total sales price of the farm exceeded
the FmHA appraisal by $32,000. Thus, even after the first lienholder was satisfied,
the recovery to the Government was considerable.

* In a Chapter 11 bankruptcy filed to avoid foreclosure in the Eastern District of North
Carolina, the United States Attorney’s Office made certain not to rely solely on its
bankruptcy remedies. It discovered that the limited partners of a restaurant group
had executed guarantees. The Government sent demand letters to the guarantors
who agreed to pay $75,000 cash, provide a deed of trust on other property as security
in the amount of $175,000, ratify the guarantees, and treat the Small Business
Administration claim as fully secured in the bankruptcy--even agreeing to a 9%
interest rate. This will result in a recovery considerably greater than the debtor’s
offer of reducing the debt to the value of the real property, which was $400,000.

Criminal Debt Collection Cases

When a criminal defendant is sentenced by the court, there are debts ordered to be collected
from the defendant. These debts may be in the form of restitution to victims of crime, fines
imposed by the courts to penalize criminals, special assessments on each criminal conviction count,
costs of prosecution and other costs (such as attorney representation and medical care), and
forfeitures of appearance bonds. Interest may also be collected in certain cases as part of a
criminal debt. In instances where restitution is ordered, the United States Attorneys are involved
in collecting federal restitution payments, that is, restitution which is owed to the United States and,
to a lesser extent, in collecting non-federal restitution, or that which is owed to private individuals

and entities.

In criminal collections, some of the work performed by the United States Attorneys involves
coordinating with victims on restitution payments, working with criminal prosecutors to maximize
the recovery of fines, restitution, and special assessments, working with probation officers and the
United States Marshals Service to collect criminal debts and identify assets, and coordinating with

the United States Bureau of Prisons through the Inmate Financial Responsibility Program to

promote prisoners’ payment of their criminal debts.

At the end of Fiscal Year 1993, there were 115,352 criminal debts being handled by the

United States Attorneys, a 4% increase over the number at the end of the prior year. 76,776 new
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debts were opened during the year and 70,670 were closed. The amount of criminal debt opened
during the year was $1,883,260,542 which pushed the total pending criminal debt balance to
$3,587,400,086, a 57% increase over the prior year. For their criminal collections efforts, the United
States Attorneys collected $201,536,700 in cash and $3,095,859 worth of property to satisfy criminal
debts, for a total of $204,632,658 collected in Fiscal Year 1993. See Table 12 - CRIMINAL
TOTAL. This total criminal debt includes the debts in Table 12 - CRIMINAL DEBTS OWED
THE US. and Table 12 - CRIMINAL DEBTS OWED TO THIRD PARTIES. A total of
$172,740,337 owed to the United States and $31,912,321 owed to third parties was collected by
United States Attorneys’ offices during Fiscal Year 1993. Not included in these figures are
collections by the United States Attorneys’ office for the Eastern District of North Carolina, which
is the sole district currently covered by the National Fine Center, which is administered by the
Administrative Office of U. S. Courts. The National Fine Center reports collections totaling
$1,627,583 during Fiscal Year 1993 in the Eastern District of North Carolina.

During Fiscal Year 1993, the United States Attorneys decreased the criminal debt caseload
nationwide by 70,670 debts as a result of collections, transfers of debts to other United States
Attorneys’ offices, remands of debts to other entities, Presidential pardons, deaths of debtors, and
remissions of debts.

* In the Southern District of West Virginia, Terry Eagle Coal was ordered to pay a fine
of $1,000,000 as a result of a criminal violation of the Mine Safety and Health Act.
The violation resulted in the death of a coal miner. Upon motion of the United
States, the defendant was ordered to deposit $1,000,000 into the registry of the court
pending completion of the appeal process. The $1,000,000 plus $40,318 in accrued
interest was transferred into the Crime Victims Fund in November 1993.

* In the district of Idaho, the Sunny Slope Fruit Company was fined $250,000 after
officials pled guilty to two counts of aiding and abetting. Daniel T. Symms pled guilty
to two counts of aiding and abetting the creation of fraudulent documents for
Mexican workers at the Symms Fruit Ranch, a subsidiary of the Sunny Slope Fruit
Company, and was fined $50,000. Fines totalling $300,000 and assessments totalling
$500 were deposited into the Crime Victims Fund. This was the largest criminal fine
in the history of Immigration and Naturalization Service prosecutions.

* In the District of Delaware, an investigation by the FBI, IRS, and the Department
of Education of the USA Training Academy resulted in the conviction of the owner,
Robert L. Teeven for aiding and abetting the filing of a false corporate tax return.
Mr. Teeven was ordered to pay a fine of $396,000, an assessment of $50, and serve
16 months imprisonment. The defendant then filed personal and corporate
bankruptcy petitions. After negotiations with a long line of creditors, the U.S.
Attorney's Office received a certified check for the assessment. Three months later,
the fine was paid in full.
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Private Counsel Debt Collection Pilot Program

A program known as the Private Counsel Debt Collection Pilot Program, which authorizes
the referral of certain federal debts to private attorneys for enforced collection, continued in
operation during Fiscal Year 1993. The districts which participate in the private counsel program
are the Central District of California (Los Angeles), the Northern District of California (San
Francisco), the Southern District of Florida (Miami), the Eastern District of Michigan (Detroit),
the Eastern District of New York (Brooklyn); the Southern District of Texas (Houston), and the
District of Columbia (Washington, D.C.). During Fiscal Year 1993, the districts of New Jersey and
the Western District of Louisiana were added to the districts in the program. The Middle District
of Florida, the Eastern District of Pennsylvania, and the Northern District of Illinois are in the
process of being added to the program as well. The referrals, collections, and legal activities
involving the debts collected in these districts are recorded and maintained separately for the seven
pilot districts by the Department’s Justice Management Division’s Central Intake Facility. The
debts which are referred to private counsel are included in the statistics of the United States
Attorneys’ offices for these seven districts. In the private counsel pilot districts, private counsel
collected $4,508,171.

VI. COMMUNITY LIAISON PROGRAMS

The Department of Justice has initiated a comprehensive, multi-agency strategy, and named
it Operation Weed and Seed. The purpose of the strategy is to revitalize and restore crime-ridden
and economically deprived neighborhoods. The planned process is to address crime problems in
the selected neighborhood and then to make available a wide range of programs including crime
and drug prevention programs, human service agency programs, and private sector programs. The
goal is to prevent crime from recurring and provide a safe environment for law-abiding citizens.
This is a community-based, comprehensive approach to combating violent crime, where federal,
state, and local law enforcement agencies work together to."weed” out-crime, while drug and crime
prevention and human service agencies work together to “seed” these neighborhoods with social
service programs, to prevent crime from reoccurring. Begun as a.pilot program, the program was
expanded to a total of 20 (funded) cities during Fiscal Year 1992. Operation Weed and Seed
includes a special project to address the devastation faced in Los Angeles neighborhoods following
the March 1991 riots.

The United States Attorneys in the Weed and Seed areas are responsible for coordinating
the Weed and Seed program by establishing a Board consisting of law enforcement, social service
agencies and community group representatives.

Most sites have adopted the community policing technique which brings the police officers
closer to the community. Often law enforcement must eradicate the threat of violence on the
streets by criminal gangs before progress can be made toward rebuilding the neighborhood. For
example, three members of a crack-cocaine drug gang known as "The New York Boys,” were
sentenced to four years to 17 1/2 years in a federal institution for their connection with the
operation of a Trenton, New Jersey, crack house.

As part of the combined law enforcement/human services efforts, several buildings have been
seized under the asset forfeiture law and turned over to human service or social service agencies.

In addition staff members of many United States Attorneys’ offices participate in community
outreach programs, both formally and informally. The District of Arizona, the Northern District
of California, the Northern District of Illinois, and the Northern District of Oklahoma are a few of
the districts that have participated in adopt-a-school or similar school projects. Employees in the
Central District of Illinois logged over 850 volunteer hours in their Project Safe Haven.

Finally, the United States Attorneys’ offices are active in the legal community. Attorneys
participate in District and Circuit educational training and serve on committees such as the Eighth
Circuit Criminal Jury Instructions Subcommittee.
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CONCLUSION

For most Americans, the personnel of the United States Attorneys’ offices are their
representatives from the Department of Justice. Whether an Office is prosecuting a violent
narcotics trafficker, requiring enforcement of the federal environmental laws or assisting the
community in establishing community liaison projects, the United States Attorneys’ offices speak
on behalf of the United States across the nation.

As reflected in this Report, litigation in the United States Attorneys office increases in
volume and complexity each year. The number of Cases pending in Court have increased more
than ten percent in the past year. The number of Appeals filed has increased by almost eight
percent. The number of Matters opened and Cases filed in Court also increased over Fiscal Year

1991 levels.

The United States Attorneys’ offices are charged with the mission of assuring “that justice
shall be done.” As litigators, United States Attorneys and their Assistants face unique and
challenging cases every day. No two cases are the same. The American people have come to
expect excellence from their litigators and the United States Attorneys’ offices continually strive to

meet these expectations.
