OnMay 31,2012, the District of Columbia Court of Appeals suspended the respondent from the
practice of law for 120 days, with the last 30 days of the suspension stayed in favor of unsupervised
probation for one year, subject to conditions. Consequently, on June 14, 2012, the Department of
Homeland Security (the “DHS) initiated disciplinary proceedings against the respondent and
petitioned for the respondent’s immediate suspension from practice before the DHS. The
Disciplinary Counsel for the Executive Office for Inmigration Review (EOIR) then asked that the
respondent be similarly suspended from practice before EOIR, including the Board and Immigration
Courts. The petition will be granted.

ORDER: The petition is granted, and the respondent is hereby suspended from the practice of
law before the Board, the Immigration Courts, and the DHS pending final disposition of this
proceeding. 8 C.F.R. § 1003.103(a)(2012); 8 CF.R. § 292.3(c).  See 77 Fed. Reg. 2011, 2014
(Jan. 13, 2012).

FURTHER ORDER: The respondent is directed to promptly notify, in writing, any clients with
cases currently pending before the Board, the Immigration Courts, or the DHS that the respondent
has been suspended from practicing before these bodies.

FURTHER ORDER: The respondent shall maintain records to evidence compliance with this
order.

FURTHER ORDER: The Board directs that the contents of this notice be made available to the
public, including at Immigration Courts and appropriate offices of the DHS.
