C l iConclusions
 The U.S. economy is in a severe recession.y

 Housing and construction activity remains extremely slow.
 Financial markets remain stressed.
 Labor market conditions continue to deteriorate.

 The current recession is worse than any U.S. 
recession since the early 1980s but does not compare recession since the early 1980s but does not compare 
to levels seen during the Great Depression.

 The economy is showing some initial signs of 
recovery, but the return to potential growth is likely to 
be slow.
