Colonel Scott Petersen is from Marinette, Wisconsin and is a 1989 graduate of the United
States Military Academy with a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Management. After attending the Engineer
Officer Basic Course at Fort Belvoir, Virginia, he was assigned to the 17" Engineer Battalion, 2™
Armored Division at Fort Hood, Texas Combat (Mechanized) as an Engineer Platoon Leader. Upon
redeployment from Operation Desert Shield/Storm in 1991, he was assigned as an Assault and Barrier
Platoon Leader in the 8" Engineer Battalion at Fort Hood until 1992. He then was assigned as the
Executive Officer of the Battalion’s Float Bridge Company—which later became a separate Il Corps
unit, the 74™ Engineer Company.
