REQUIREMENTS.  SOLDIERS WHO VOLUNTEER FOR RECLASSIFICATION INTO ONE OF THE

ISSUED UPON AWARD OF THE MOS.

RECLASSIFICATION, SOLDIERS MUST TAKE APPROPRIATE ACTION (REENLIST OR EXTEND) 
PRIOR TO DEPARTURE FOR TRAINING.  AS AN EXCEPTION, SOLDIERS PARTICIPATING IN THE 
BEAR PROGRAM MAY ATTEND TRAINING WITHOUT MEETING THE SRR BUT MUST TAKE

(2)  MOS 35L, COUNTERINTELLIGENCE AGENT:  

 
(A)  MUST BE A SPECIALIST/CORPORAL; UPON GRADUATION AND AWARD OF THE MOS, 
SOLDIERS WILL BE PROMOTED TO SERGEANT.  
 
(B)  SOLDIERS MAY REQUEST RECLASSIFICATION INTO 35L REGARDLESS OF THE IN/OUT 
CALLS OF THEIR CURRENT PMOS.  

 
(C)  SOLDIERS INCUR A 16 MONTH SRR UPON GRADUATION AND AWARD OF THE MOS.   UPON 
APPROVAL OF REQUEST FOR RECLASSIFICATION, SOLDIERS MUST TAKE APPROPRIATE 
ACTION (REENLIST OR EXTEND) PRIOR TO DEPARTURE FOR TRAINING. AS AN EXCEPTION, 
SOLDIERS PARTICIPATING IN THE BEAR PROGRAM INCUR A 24 MONTH SRR UPON 
GRADUATION.

(2)  THE 51C COURSE IS APPROVED AS THE BNCOC EQUIVALENT FOR THE MOS.  SOLDIERS 
REQUIRING BNCOC CREDIT WHEN SELECTED FOR RECLASSIFICATION ARE REQUIRED TO 
ATTEND THE TRADOC COMMON CORE TRAINING PRIOR TO ATTENDING 51C

(4)  SOLDIERS INCUR A 60 MONTH SRR UPON GRADUATION AND AWARD OF THE MOS.   UPON 
APPROVAL OF REQUEST FOR RECLASSIFICATION, SOLDIERS MUST TAKE APPROPRIATE 
ACTION (REENLIST OR EXTEND) PRIOR TO DEPARTURE FOR TRAINING.  

   
5.  SOLDIERS WHO FAIL TO COMPLETE TRAINING AS SCHEDULED OR BECOME DISQUALIFIED 
FOR AWARD OF THE NEW MOS OR PROMOTION AFTER ACCEPTANCE INTO THE SMAPP, WILL 
NOT BE ELIGIBLE FOR PROMOTION UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF THIS PROGRAM.
