The French built Charlesfort, a small earth-and-log French fort, on
Parris Island in 1562, but abandoned it soon after construction.
The Spanish founded the city of Santa Elena at Charlesfort in 1566,
which served as the first capital of Spanish Florida. The British
seized the island shortly thereafter; it came into American hands
during the American Revolution. In 1891, the Navy Department
constructed the largest drydock in the Navy at its Port Royal Naval
Station. In 1915, the Port Royal Station became the Marine Corps
Recruit Depot, Parris Island on the land occupied by Charlesfort.
The base developed a reputation for rigorous training. Since 1949,
Parris Island has held the distinction of being the only Marine
Corps base that trains female recruits. The base is open to the
public. The Parris Island Museum features artifacts, photographs,
and maps.
