The Legacy funded conference is designed to provide
cultural resources managers, architectural historians,
historic architects, and their contractors—all of us who
have oversight on DoD historic buildings—an overview
of key themes in identifying, evaluating, and managing
the vast number of historic buildings on our installations.
Topics covered in the conference will be design
guidelines, antiterrorism and force protection (ATFP),
green buildings, sustainability, adaptive reuse strategies,
and a variety of other essential topics. There will be a
field trip for all participants to Fort Leavenworth, Kansas
exemplifying ideas and issues discussed throughout the
conference. Posters will be presented during the box
lunch periods on Tuesday and Wednesday. The Keynote
Speaker will be Mr. Alex Beehler, Assistant Deputy
Under Secretary of Defense for Environment, Safety and
Occupational Health.

The no fee conference will run from Tuesday 17 June to
Thursday 19 June. On Monday 16 June will be two
courses requiring fees—an Advanced Section 106 course
taught by the Advisory Council (limit of 25 people) and
an ATFP short course taught by the Center of Expertise
in Omaha (limit of 50-75 people).

Monique Fordham
of the ACHP was one of the principle architects of
this training and worked with federal partners from
the Environmental Protection Agency and the
Department of Justice.

NOTE: This one takes some time, but comes highly recommended. On a cold winter day after taking care of Colorado cattle ot
herding sheep, this recipe is sure to hit the spot!

PLAINS RECIPE:
Cowboy Beef and Black Been Chili

RECIPE

21bs.  ground beef V2 c. chili powder 1can  diced tomatoes (14 o0z)
1 thsp. oil 1 thbsp. ground cumin 1can  beef broth (14 oz)

1% c. chopped onions 1tsp.  dried oregano 12 0z  dark beer

2 tbsp. minced garlic 1 tsp dried thyme 1/3¢c.  tomato paste

2 chopped bell peppers 1/8 tsp ground red peppetr 2 cans  black beans (15 oz)

1 large jalapefio pepper 1can  crushed tomatoes (28 oz) 1tbsp honey

DIRECTIONS

Brown ground beef in stockpot over medium heat. Pour off drippings. Set beef aside in bowl. Heat oil in same pot until
hot. Sauté onions and garlic until tender, add bell and jalapeno pepper until tender. Return beef to stockpot. Add
seasonings, stir and cook for 2 minutes. Stir in tomatoes, broth, beer, tomato paste, and honey. Bring mixture to a boil.
Cover, reduce heat to a simmer for 45 minutes. Uncover pot and continue simmering for 30 minutes, or until thickened to
desired constancy. Stir in beans and cook until heated through. Season with salt and pepper to taste. Garnish with cilantro,
cheddar cheese, sour cream as desired.

*Vegetarian beef substitutes and vegetable broth can also be used for this recipe. Reduce cooking time, accordingly.
