What is a GSA

Contract?

Pre-negotiated contracts where prices
and contract terms and conditions have
been agreed to in advance and are
considered “fair and reasonable” by
the Government;

Contracts between the Federal
Government and eligible vendors who
agree to honor negotiated prices, terms
and conditions IF and WHEN an
agency places an order.

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Features of a GSA Schedule:

« Multiple Award, Indefinite-Delivery,
Indefinite-Quantity (IDIQ) contracts

 For commercial 1items and services

5 year base period with 3 five-year option
periods

 Contract issued to vendors who meet eligibility
requirements and offer fair market pricing

 Process takes approximately 3-6 months*
