Issue: Rights and Privileges of Local
National Employees — |, along with many
other local national workers, feel that we
have no privilegesor accessto the community
shops, even to purchase a simple magazine

at the Shoppette. Reading = culture and
would only help to improve knowledge of the
English language and American culture.

Recommendation: Grant after-duty hours
access permission to the immediate family
members (wives, hushands) of the ltalianwork
forceto enjoy an American meal or to purchase
someliterature.

Responsefrom the Officeof theSaff Judge
Advocate: Local nationa civilian employees
areprohibited from shopping in the community
shops on Caserma Ederle due to the Status of
Forces Agreement (SOFA) and Italian
customsand tax laws.

BecauseLNsarenot considered a“member
of the force” under the SOFA, they may not
make tax-free purchases on post asthiswould
resultinaviolation of Italian laws.

Regarding access to post, LN employees
have ID cards due to their employment on
post and may come and go from post asthey
please. However, their family membersarenot
normally allowed to come onto post. Thisis
primarily due to force protection
considerations, which are under the ultimate
control of the Italian base commander who
has final say in who is given accessto U.S.
Army installationsin Italy.

I ssue: Post Passes — | amwriting thison
behalf of my girlfriend who is an Italian
citizen.

My girlfriend had an American boyfriend
about 7-8 years ago. They had a child
together. This child has an ID card and, as
an American and son of a Soldier currently
deployed to Afghanistan, this child should
have all the rights and benefits as any other
family member on this post.

The issue is that he is only 7 years old
and therefore his mother should be
sponsored by him and be able to conduct
all business for him whether it be shopping
for groceriesat the commissary to receiving
medical attention and prescriptionsfromthe
clinic.

His mother lost her post privileges
because a new policy stating that the memo
or passthat she needsto enter thesefacilities
will no longer be issued because some
Italians tend to abuse this memo or pass.

Response from OSJA: The child of an
unmarried U.S. Soldier/father and an Italian
mother maintains privileges to shop at the
PX, commissary, and Shoppette, as long as
the U.S. Soldier/father is on active duty and
stationed in Italy.

The mother may obtain an authorization
letter to shop on behalf of the minor child to
buy products for the child. The privileges
remainin effect evenif the Soldier isdeployed
downrange.

However, once the U.S. Soldier/father
leaves Italy (i.e. PCS, etc.) the child is no
longer entitled to PX, commissary, and
Shoppette privileges. The child till maintains
an ID card and will be entitled to certain
benefits such as medical care, legal
assistance, etc.

The SOFA and Italian customs and tax
lawsdo not allow the child to shop at the PX,
commissary, and Shoppette unless the
Soldier/father is stationed in Italy. If the
Soldier/father leaves (i.e. ETS) the U.S.
military, the child is no longer entitled to an
ID card.

Issue: Blocked Pedestrian Walkway —

The pedestrian walkway in front of the Thrift
Shop is blocked nearly every time the
business is open. Between the items for sale
and shoppers, the sidewalk is nearly
impossible to walk on. | have watched
individuals with children and strollers walk
down the street to avoid this area.

Response from the Vicenza Military
Spousesand CiviliansClub: The Thrift Shop
would liketo apologizefor any inconvenience
that may have been caused by this matter. It
is not our intent to hinder the use of the
sidewalk.

Because of the numerous items donated
by the community for sale at the Thrift Shop,
and the limited space we have available to
display the items inside the store, we have
found it necessary to display items on the
sidewalk in front of the store.

This helps us in two ways: first, it frees
space inside the store for customersto shop
more easily and second, it shows people that
the Thrift Shopisopen and brings community
membersinto the store.

To alleviate this problem the Thrift Shop
will no longer display items on both sides of
the sidewalk but will only display items
outsidein asingle row next to the building.

This should allow adequate space for
peopleto peruse theitemswe have displayed
outside as well as passersby using the
sidewalk.

The Thrift Shop isrun by volunteerswho
work hard to prepareitems sold to the Vicenza
community, and 100 percent of dl profit made
at the Thrift Shop is returned to the
community in the form of grants and
donations.
