“I grew up at Fort Bragg as a jumper for
nearly 12 years, jumping out of the back
of a deuce and a half to practice parachute
landing falls,” said David Andrews, recalling
his days as an Airborne paratrooper at the
N.C. home of the 18th Airborne Corps, the
Army’s largest war-fighting organization.

He, like many other jumpers, recall the

bruises and sprained ankles that were the
cost of doing business before the Army
constructed safer, more efficient training
facilities.

Andrews oversees the construction
and environmental impact on ranges and
training facilities in Italy for the 7th Joint
Multinational Training Command. He,
with the help of the Corps of Engineers
and contractors, guided the construction
of Vicenza’s recently renovated airborne

refresher training facility.

“I never in my lifetime had such a nice
facility to train on safely, year-round and to
standard as what we have now at Caserma
Ederle,” said Andrews, a retired command
sergeant major and jump master with more
than 350 combat-equipment jumps.

The state-of-the-art facility includes
five built-to-scale mock-ups of fixed wing

Garrison eyeing stray cat

“There is a large population of
feral (non-domesticated) cats running
around the Villaggio Housing Area and
post,” said Raffaella Trevisiol, DPW
operations officer. “Right now, there’s
about 100 of them.”

Tax deadline nears, living
abroad extensions available

The Tax Assistance Office is gearing up for the tax deadline rush.

As the April 15 deadline approaches, an automatic extension
is available to U.S. citizens or resident aliens living abroad. An
additional extension is available for those in a combat zone.
Living Abroad Extension

IRS Publication 54 gives filers an automatic two-month
extension to file and pay federal income tax if you are a U.S. citizen
or resident alien, and on the regular due date for the return:

B You are living outside of the United States and Puerto Rico and
your main place of business or post of duty is outside the United
States and Puerto Rico, or

B You are in the military or naval service on duty outside the
United States and Puerto Rico.

Married Taxpayers
If you file a joint return, either you or your spouse can qualify

Local Soldier named Warrior
Leader Gourse honor grad

The oldest Army Reserve unit in Europe, the 7th Army Warrior
Training Brigade, graduated 39 Soldiers from its professional
development courses March 20 at Camp Aachen Theater in the
Grafenwoehr Training Area, Germany.

Among the Warrior Leader Course graduates, Vicenza’s Spc.
Melissa S. Johnson, an information systems operator and analyst
with 772nd Civil Support Team, was the distinguished honor
graduate.

“This experience has enabled me to become the noncommissioned
officer for today and lead tomorrow’s Soldiers into the 21st
century,” Johnson said.

She maintained the highest grade point average and was
recognized as having superior leadership skills throughout the
two-week course.

In total, 23 WLC graduates and 16 Advanced Leader Course

Lighting makes jump training safer

and rotary aircraft, a 34-foot jump
tower and two parachute landing fall
pits. Combined, these elements allow
paratroopers to realistically rehearse
each step in the jump process, from
Jumpmaster Personnel Inspection (JMPI)
to actions inside the aircraft, proper body
position exiting the aircraft, and landing
on the ground.

The project began in July 2008 after
JMTC’s Jim Matheson, the Regional
Training Support Center Italy Chief, met
with 173rd Airborne Brigade Combat
Team senior leadership. Matheson said
after assessing the old facilities, it was
clear that they were inadequate.

“The biggest problem was the PLF
pits. They were too small and where the
Soldiers landed was made of rocks,”
said Matheson, a retired Army lieutenant
colonel. “Imagine having to jump over
and over again on hard gravel, or on
frozen rocks after rain or snow.”

The old pits were replaced and

included expanded platforms that allow
more troops to train at a time. The
gravel, hard on knees and ankles, was
replaced with granulated rubber for
repetitive jumps. The pits were also
covered to prevent them from becoming
frozen hazards after rain or snow. Added
lighting will also now allow troops to
train 24-7.

“This is a great facility. It’s really
going to help the brigade a lot,” said
173rd’s Rear Detachment 1st Sgt.
Mitchell Rucker, who has been jumping
for 18 years.

Rucker conducted jump training at
Vicenza in the late 90’s on picnic-style
tables set up on the North 40 sports
field across from the Arena. He praised
the realistic and efficient training the
renovated facility provides. He said new
lighting alone will increase safety during
low-light conditions.

“The jump masters can conduct much
safer training because they can see
what the Soldiers are doing and make

corrections,” said Rucker. “If the Soldier
doesn’t know what he’s doing wrong
when he’s training, he will do that same
thing wrong on the aircraft. Jumping out
of airplanes is dangerous business. If you
don’t do the rehearsals right, Soldiers are
going to get hurt.”

When designing the new facility,
Andrews, engineers and contractors
consulted 173rd Soldiers and leadership.

“We listened to the guys in the
brigade, got their input and designed it
based on their needs,” he said.

And rightly so.

The 173rd ABCT is the only tactical
Airborne brigade unit in USAREUR and
the facility’s main customer.

At a price tag of $245,100, Andrews
said the benefits for 173rd Soldiers is
worth every penny.

“The brigade is going to redeploy to
a first-class, safe facility that will allow
them to reintegrate into the airborne
mindset,” said Rucker. “We’re really
looking forward to it.”

Community help needed to curb growing cat
popuiation, asked to comply with garrison program

“Sometimes, the food has been eaten
from the cage, meaning a cat had been
trapped, but there is no cat in the trap
because people are letting them out. I
think people think we’re going to hurt
them.”

That couldn’t be farther from the truth,
she said. Italian law does not permit
animals to be euthanized.

Cats are captured, spayed or neutered
and released.

Add to that the fact that the 100 or
so cats at Villaggio are an officially
recognized colony by the Italian health
system (ASL), meaning “they are
protected and we have them spayed
for free,” explained Trevisiol. This, she
said, should allow concerned community
members to rest easy.

She also explained that the animals, in

most cases, spend no more than a night
in the traps.

“But on the following morning they
2o to the vet,” she said.

Because cats are territorial, if the
population decreases, new cats move in.
If the installation is allowed to capture,
fix and release the cats, the numbers can
be controlled. If, however, the current
population is not spayed or neutered, a
new and reproductive population will
move in and take its place.

Although the garrison sprays area
dumpsters with cat repellent, DPW
officials say it’s going to take a combined
community effort to help solve the
problem. Residents can request spray
repellent around their dwellings by
calling 634-8888, or simply by following
the housing area rules for cats.

“It would be nice if everyone put a

collar on their cat so we can identify
the stray cats from the house cats,” said
Trevisiol. “And if owners would feed
their cats indoors, it would not attract
strays.”

To help control the cat population,
community members are also asked to:

M not leave food outside

B segregate and properly dispose of
food waste

B keep your house cat indoors.

Residents are also asked to adhere to
the following:

B microchip your cat

B neuter/spay your cat

B don’t abandon your cat when you
PCS

B call in service orders for missing
crawl space grills.

Federal tax
deadlines
extended

for the automatic extension. If you and
your spouse file separate returns, the
extension only applies to the qualifying
spouse.

Late Fees

Even those who qualify for the
extensions must pay interest on any
taxes not paid by the regular due date.
If you know you owe, the tax center
recommends filing and paying before the
April 15 deadline.

Combat Extension

The deadline for taking actions with
the IRS is extended for 180 days after:

B the last day you are in a combat
zone

B have qualifying service outside of
the combat zone or

B serve in a contingency operation
(or the last day the area qualifies as a
combat zone or the operation qualifies
as a contingency operation).

In addition to the 180 days, the deadline
is extended by the time remaining for you
to take the action with the IRS when you
entered combat.

An example would be filers who
had three and a half months in 2009 to
file their 2008 tax return. Any days of
that period that were left when the filer
entered the combat zone (or the entire
period, if you entered a combat zone by
Jan. 1, 2009) are added to the 180 days
when determining the deadline to file the
2008 tax return.

To file by the April 15 deadline, the
tax center offers:

B walk-in services Mondays,
Wednesdays, and Fridays

B scheduled appointments by calling
634-7316 or

B drop-off service available any day
(but to guarantee that the return is filed
by April 15, it must be dropped off no
later than April 5).

Darby employee reflects on Jewish
heritage, ltalian invasion, equality

Story by CHIARA MATTIROLO
USAG Livorno Public Affairs

he U.S. National Days of

I Remembrance have been

established April 11-18 to
remember the victims of the Holocaust.

The importance of remembering
must not be underestimated. In fact, we
not only honor the memory of those
who have been prosecuted all around
the globe, but this should become an
occasion to reflect on the consequences
of that historical era on our lives.

I grew up in a Jewish family. On
several instances while enjoying family
time, | heard terrifying war stories that,
in the end, contributed in growing in
me a sense of belonging and solidarity
with the Jewish community.

At that time my family lived in a
villa near Verona. My great grandfather,
Alberto Forti, was a pediatrician.

Before the Nazi invasion, the
Jewish people were subject to various
restrictions. My mom and her sister
were not allowed to go to school.

They could not go on vacation because
the hotels would not accept Jewish
customers.

“We had to keep a low profile. We

were hiding in our houses for most

of the time and the feeling of being
hunted was growing,” said my mother,
Andreina Lattes.

After the invasion, living in Italy
became too dangerous for Jewish
descendents and my family was
fortunate enough to be able to move to
Switzerland.

The move was an adventure; they
could not take any luggage with
them so they were

to Switzerland, my great grandfather
was asked by the Nazis to remain in
town because at that time doctors were
much needed. He decided to remain to
accomplish his duties.

All went smoothly for a time, but
one day a Nazi platoon showed up to
deport him. My great grandfather never
opened the door. He shot himself with
the gun he kept in the house rather than
face the horrors that were sure to come.

The Nazis then

wearing as many
clothes possible and
they had to reach
Switzerland using
secondary roads in
the mountains.

My mom and aunt
were teenagers when
they were taken
out of school; their
friends and daily routines were lost
forever, and they faced the devastating
experience of being forced to leave
their country.

“Sixty years from those events,
when telling these stories, the sense of
panic for being chased raises back up
as it never left me,” my mother said.

occupied our home
and a Gestapo officer
moved in with his
family.

I still have a silver
napkin ring with my
grandpa’s initials
on one side, and a
German name, “Etta,”
roughly engraved on
the other side. These people entered
our homes, stole our lives, our dignity
and I still don’t understand why.

I remember my grandma’s eyes
filling up with tears when remembering
her dad, and me as a young girl
suffering for the injustice. Why were
the Jewish people persecuted because
of their race? We were no different
from others. I could never find an
answer to my questions.

We can’t change the history but
we must learn from it by keeping
the memory alive. I started my own
holocaust remembrance project by
teaching my children the story of
their family and the respect for others
different from us.

Local festivals

This year Easter is celebrated
on April 4. Easter in Italy is a
sacred season for Catholics,
accompanied by several traditions
and cultural customs. For example,
on Good Friday many communities
remember the day with Passion
processions.

Among the typical Easter dishes
are lamb and stuffed or layered
pasta dishes such as lasagna,
manicotti and pasticcio.

Special pastries are served,
such as Colomba, the Dove. This
symbol of peace gives form to
the traditional sweet bread that
is to Easter what Panettone is
to Christmas. It has the same
consistency, without the candied
fruits, and is covered with glaze and
almonds. Chocolate eggs are also
a popular Easter dessert.

Pasquetta, or Easter Monday,
is another important holiday in
Italy. It’s more than an extra day
off work. It is the unofficial start
of spring and a chance to picnic
with friends and family. Some
Italian regions, including Veneto,
celebrate Pasquetta with decorated
hard-boiled eggs, which are brought
to picnics. Schools and most stores
will be closed.

Via Crucis - Live Stations
of the Cross: Friday at 8 p.m.
in Gallio, about 40 miles north
of Vicenza. Procession departs
from S. Bartolomeo Church and
goes through the town, stopping
in different stations to represent
an event surrounding Christ’s
crucifixion.

The first station is in Piazza
Italia.
