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Medic recognized for actions during insurgents’ assault

Kunar Province, Afghanistan —
Sgt. Kyle S. Dirkintis, a medic
attached to Chosen Company, 2nd
Battalion, 503d Infantry Regiment
(Airborne), also known as “The
Rock,” was awarded the Bronze Star
Medal for Valor April 1 for his
actions at Ranch House Outpost in
Kunar Province, Afghanistan.

Dirkintis, woke to the sound of
gunfire at Ranch House Aug. 22,
2007. Something he hadn’t heard in
the first three months of
deployment at Ranch House.
Within minutes of the first shot
Ranch House’s perimeter would be
breached by roughly 20 insurgents.

“We were pretty surprised,” said
Dirkintis. “We didn’t know what
was going on. It was the first time
we had been in contact out there.”

Dirkintis and the rest
of Ist Platoon, Chosen
Company, put on their
gear while Soldiers
manning the perimeter
exchanged gun fire with
the approaching
insurgents.

The attacking
insurgents were dressed
in the same uniform as
the Afghan Security
Guards (ASG), which
added to the confusion,
making it difficult to tell
friend from foe.

“I noticed the ASG
commander and some of
the ASG members
started running down
the hill as soon as the
contact was started,”
said Dirkintis.

The attacking
insurgents knew the
layout of Ranch House,

and where all the heavy
weapons and tactical
buildings were located.

As soon as the ASG
passed Dirkintis, a

volley of rocket- propelled grenades
and small-arms fire hit the aid
station and tactical operations
center. The insurgents had taken up
positions at the ASG post.

The fleeing ASG left half the
perimeter unguarded, which
allowed the insurgents to breach
the wire.

“Post 4, Post 3 and Post 2 had
all called in and said they had made
contact. At that moment in time we
sustained our first casualty in the
fight,” said Dirkintis. “Our forward
observer (Spc. Kain Schilling)
received some shrapnel to his
face.”

Dirkintis treated Schilling while
insurgent fighters approached 40
meters south from his position.

“I took Schilling’s M-4 and ran
down to the TOC to let the guys
know what was going on with the
casualty. Rounds were skipping by
me and I could see rocks explode
everywhere. You could hear RPG
after RPG explode. I kept thinking is
this really happening?”

After moving to the TOC to
inform 1Ist Lt. Matthew Ferrara of
the injured Soldier, the building was
hit by an RPG.

“I remember the lights came
down from the ceiling and it got
really dusty in there. I can’t
remember if the radios had gone
down or not, but the antennas had
gotten blown off the roof and
turned into a bunch of twisted
metal.”

After the RPG hit the TOC, Staff
Sgt. Eric Phillips ran inside and
informed Ferrara and Dirkintis that

Post 3 was under heavy attack and
a Soldier had been shot at Post 2.

“I grabbed my aid bag and went
outside with Phillips,” continued
Dirkintis.

Assaulting toward Post 2
Dirkintis and Phillips took cover
behind Post 2’s living quarters
where they were pinned down for
15 minutes by PKM and small-arms
fire.

Unable to advance, both
Soldiers stayed put and returned
fire. Fighting between the two forces
was escalating and Phillips told
Dirkintis to get inside the building.

“Rounds started coming
through the building so I went back
outside and got behind some
sandbags,” said Dirkintis.

Once outside, Soldiers manning
Post 2 yelled down that insurgents
were maneuvering around the living
quarters. Phillips threw hand
grenades around one corner while
Dirkintis wheeled around to fire
down another corner.

“As soon as I kneeled and
looked around the corner I took a
shot to the chest,” said Dirkintis.
“At first I didn’t know I had been
shot. My vision had gotten real
blurry. It was difficult to breath. My
entire body felt really, really numb.

“I tried to crawl to all fours and
to get up, but that’s when I started
coughing up blood,” said Dirkintis.
“I just couldn’t get up. It hurt so
bad.”

Dirkintis continued to try to get
up and get back in the fight. Unable
to stand, Dirkintis was dragged by

Dental appointments for family
members, retirees to be limited

As the Soldiers begin to return
from Afghanistan and Iraq, the
Vicenza Dental Clinic will have to
limit its care for family members and
retirees, according to Col. Andrew
Jordan, Vicenza Dental Clinic
commander.

“Soldier dental readiness is our
primary mission,” said Jordan.
“When our Soldiers return from
duty in Afghanistan and Iraq, they
will require much-needed dental care
and we anticipate being extremely

busy. For this reason, we will be
reducing our space-available
appointments until Soldier dental
readiness is restored and we are
then able to resume seeing family
members and other eligible
community members.”

Because the clinic anticipates
limited space available care for
family members, it has asked Dr.
George Schad, TRICARE Dental
Program Europe representative, to
visit the communities in Italy.

He will revisit TRICARE Dental
providers in the Vicenza and Livorno

Phillips 30 meters to the mortar pit.
As the battle raged on, Dirkintis
helped Soldiers find medical
supplies in his aid bag, all the while
struggling to keep conscious.

For the next hour and a half
Soldiers used hand grenades,
claymore mines, small arms and
heavy weapons to repel the
attacking Taliban.

A-10 Warthog jets were called
in to strafe the section of the base
occupied by insurgent fighters.

By the end of the fighting 11 out
of 25 Soldiers defending Ranch
House were injured.

Dirkintis suffered a gunshot
wound to the chest and a collapsed
lung.

He was medevaced to Germany
where he recovered and against
doctors advice volunteered to come
back to Afghanistan.

Dirkintis now works in the
pharmacy on Forward Operating
Base Fenty in Nangarhar Province,
Afghanistan.

Once power is returned it will
take approximately one hour for
water to heat back to the correct
temperature.

¢ When power is restored, it
is recommended to check and
ensure electricity to your outlets
is back to normal before plugging
in sensitive devices.

If the power is not on, the
first area to check is the circuit
breaker panel located in the
living room area and ensure
there are no tripped breakers.

Livorno areas and provide
information to family members and
Soldiers about the TRICARE
Dental plan in Europe.

Dr. Schad will make his first
round of visits in Livorno April 20-
25 and will talk about the project
April 23 on AFN Radio, 106FM.

Dr. Schad will visit Caserma
Ederle May 11-15 and has planned
for a call-in show on AFN radio
May 14 at9 a.m.

“I made the decision on which
dentists to visit (in Livorno) based
on Dr. Patterson, who had identified
a number of dentists that he knew
or felt were good providers, before
he left the area,” said Schad.

“The purpose of the visit is to
reestablish a dialogue with local
Italian dentists concerning the
treatment of American military
family members; to establish that
the dentists meet the criteria that
we have established for host

nation providers and to try to
discuss and seek their agreement
to become TRICARE OCONUS
preferred dentists,” said Schad.

What does this mean to the
patient?

“Preferred dentists are a
designation we have established
for dentists who have agreed to file
claims directly with the dental
insurance company, UCCI, rather
than making the patients pay for
care at the time of treatment,” said
Schad.

“However, when cost shares are
involved or when the cost of care
surpasses the $1,200 yearly benefit,
the patients will have to pay for
some of the care at the time of
treatment,” he continued. “This can
be established by submitting a
request for a pre-determination of
costs to UCCI prior to getting the
dental care.

“TRICARE Europe will then
maintain that listing of dentists at

the TRICARE Web site:
www.tricaredentalprogram.com,
and it will designate specifically the
dentists who agree to be preferred
dentists,” he said.

“TRICARE can attest to the fact
that all of the providers that we have
listed at the TRICARE Dental
Program web site will be licensed,
will be graduates of an accredited
dental school, will speak English if
at all possible, will wear a mask and
gloves when treating patients, and
will sterilize instruments that are
used in the treatment of patients.
In addition, we have about 15 other
criteria that we make sure the
dentists accomplish,” said Schad.

“The bottom line,” said Jordan,
“is after a 15-month deployment,
our dental facilities will be very
busy taking care of Soldiers. Our
families will need to learn more
about TRICARE Dental Europe and
use the local TRICARE Dental
providers.”

Financial Readiness: What have we done for you lately?

The Financial Readiness Program is
committed to improving the financial stability
of the total Army through education,
counseling, coaching and mentoring.

To the Soldier or family member - [ am a
financial mentor, leader, trainer and guide.

To the Army leadership - I am a combat
multiplier, helping to ensure mission
readiness.

To the student - [ will help you to see how
to become financially self-sufficient after
leaving home and going off to college or
starting life out on your own.

To some, I am the voice of reason. To others
I show hope of a brighter financial future. To
still others, I am the guy who tells it like it is
and sets them straight.

Whatever the relationship with me is, there
are certain facts that everyone should know.

One fundamental truth about finances is
people don’t like other people to know all the
details. This is very often true even among
married couples. One spouse may be
secretive about where and how he or she
spends certain amounts of money.

First, let me assure you that this is not
always a bad thing. I have a separate account
that my spouse has no access to. I use it to
buy things for her — Christmas, birthdays,
anniversary, Mother’s Day, you name it. The
money comes from the one account that she
can’t touch (at least until I’'m dead).

Second, you should know that as an
Accredited Financial Counselor™ I am bound
by a code of ethics that requires me to keep

I also know that
prevention of financial
problems is the single
most valuable service I
can provide to you.

I can provide you with
personal financial basics,
help you file consumer
complaints, offer up-to-
date savings advice, help you deal with credit
issues, enlighten you on consumer laws, help
you with banking matters, help you make wise
major purchase decisions, help plan for a
home or car, plan for your family financial
future, and even plan for PCS.

All the sessions I provide through the
Army Community Service are no cost to the
community. Each of the training sessions
offered by the Financial Readiness office
provide you with specific information to
assist you in establishing or increasing your
financial stability.

With more people lighting their grills than
ever before, it’s important to remember that a
fun barbecue is a safe barbecue. The use of
Composite Risk Management and planning
will help reduce risks and help prevent
injuries by simply following the control
measures outlined below.

+ Always read the owners manual before
using your grill and follow specific usage,
assembly, and safety procedures. Contact
the grill manufacturer if you have specific
questions.

¢ Barbecue grills are designed for
outdoor use only. Never barbecue in your
trailer, tent, house, garage, or any enclosed
area because carbon monoxide may
accumulate and kill you.

¢ Setup your grill in an open area that is
away from buildings, overhead combustible
surfaces, dry leaves, or brush. Be sure to

from folks who were smarter about money
than [ was, and I’m still learning.

One of the biggest thrills I can get in my
job now is to watch a client turn into a former
client. Teaching and training is great, and I
like seeing the light bulb go on when someone
gets that “oh, yeah” moment; but when I can
look at a client and tell that they no longer
need my counseling services (usually they
know anyway). That is a great moment.

when cooking out

avoid high traffic areas and always barbecue
in a well-ventilated area. Be aware of wind-
blown sparks.

+ When using a barbecue grill, be sure
that all parts of the unit are firmly in place
and that the grill can’t be tipped over.

¢ If wusing electrically-operated
accessories (rotisseries, etc.), be sure they
are properly grounded. Electrical cords
should be placed away from walkways or
anywhere people can trip over them.

+ Use barbecue utensils with long handles
(forks, tongs, etc.) to avoid burns and
splatters.

¢ Wear clothing that does not have
hanging shirt tails, frills or apron strings that
can catch fire, and use flame-retardant mitts
when adjusting hot vents.

+ To put out flare-ups, either raise the grid
that the food is on, spread the coals out
evenly, or adjust the controls to lower the
temperature. If you must douse the flames
with a light spritz of water, first remove the

food from the grill.

+ Use baking soda to control a grease fire
and have a fire extinguisher handy. A bucket
of sand or a garden hose should be near if
you don’t have a commercial extinguisher.

¢ Never leave a lit grill unattended.
Especially if there are children or animals
around.

+ Consider placing a grill pad or splatter
mat beneath your grill. These naturally heat
resistant pads are usually made of lightweight
composite cement or plastic and will protect
your deck or patio from any grease that
misses the drip pan.

+ Stay away from hot a grill. Don’t allow
anyone to conduct activity near the grill when
in use or immediately following its use. The
grill body remains hot up to an hour after
being used.

+ Don’t move a hot grill. Never attempt to
move a hot grill. It’s easy to stumble or drop
it and serious burns could result.

Composite risk management — use it.
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Rita Bonamego, Army Community Service Mobilization/

“I teach family readiness classes, assist Soldiers during pre-
deployment phase and teach reunion classes for spouses,” she
said.

Visit a maze

One nearby maze is in the
gardens of Villa Pisani, in the town
of Stra’. It was created in 1720 and
the maze is formed of a thick hedge
and the route is approximately 500
meters long.

In the center of the maze is a small
panoramic tower that has a spiral
staircase on the outside and is
topped by a statue of Minerva.

Once at the top, you can plan
your route out again without
running into thick hedges.

The villa is open everyday from
9 a.m.-7 p.m., closed on Mondays.
Entrance fee to the villa and park is
5 euro.

The maze in the Giardino Giusti
in Verona was designed in 1786, is
400 meters wide, geometric in style
and is formed of a thick hedge which
is over a meter in height.

The gardens, which are located
10 minutes from the Arena are open
everyday from 9 a.m.-7p.m. Entrance

fee is 5 euro; children under 10
years of age enter free.

Apart from the maze, which is
considered to be one of the most
ancient in Europe also enjoy grotte
acustiche — or echo cave-—
mythological statues, fountains,
the flowers and trees. The gardens
can take over two hours to visit.

The garden in the town of
Valsanzibio, province of Padova,
ranges among the most important
and unspoiled gardens in the world.

Planned in 1669 by the Venetian
nobleman Z. F. Barbarigo, his son
Gregorio, a cardinal and future saint,
inspired the symbolic meaning of
the plan drawn by Luigi Bernini, a
Vatican architect and fountain
expert.

In the gardens you’ll find
fountains and fishponds, a large
maze, the rabbits island, statues
galore, lots of trees and more.

The garden is open daily 10 a.m.-
1 p.m. and 2 p.m.-sunset. Entrance
fees are 8.50 euro, children 6-14
years of age pay 5.50 euro.

Valsanzibio is located 36 km from
Vicenza, before you visit the
gardens go to the Web site
