Military preventive medicine
and healthcare experts
monitoring the swine influenza
outbreak are advising military
personnel in Europe to stay
aware of developments and take

common-sense precautions to
avoid illness.

As 0f29 April 2009, there had
been no confirmed cases of
swine flu in the Vicenza military
community. Military health
officials are monitoring the
situation closely.

The symptoms of swine flu

swine flu not cause for alarm

are expected to be similar to
symptoms of regular human
seasonal flu and include fever
(temperatures greater than 100
degrees Fahrenheit / 37.8
degrees Celsius), respiratory
illness, body aches, sore throat,
and nasal congestion.

summer grilling tips makes for a safe, happy time

Beware when you barbecue.

According to the NFPA grilling
accounts for thousands of home structure
and outdoor fires. Gas-fueled grills
present a greater fire risk then charcoal
grills. The leading cause of gas grill fires
are due to leaks and breaks in the gas
lines and unserviceable equipment.

The primary cause of charcoal grill
fires is the proximity of the grill to
combustible materials, unattended

cooking and improper lighting techniques.
Follow these tips for a safe season:

B Position the grill well away from
siding, deck railings and out from under
eaves and overhanging branches.

B Always supervise a grill when in use.

B Place the grill a safe distance from
lawn games, play areas and foot traffic.

B Keep children and pets away from
the grill area: declare a three-foot “kid-
free zone” around the grill.

B With charcoal grills, only use
charcoal starter fluids designed for

barbecue grills and do not add fluid after
coals have been lit.

B With gas grills, be sure that the hose
connection is tight and check hoses
carefully for leaks. Applying soapy water
to hoses will easily and safely reveal leaks

B Always follow the manufacturer’s
instructions and have the grill repaired by
a professional, if necessary.

B Use long-handled grilling tools to
give the chef clearance from flames.

B Periodically remove grease or fat
buildup in trays below grill to avoid fire.

Has someone at a local business or
hotel asked to make a copy of your
Common Access Card (CAC) or
militlalry ID card?

“It is against regulation for
servicemembers, DoD civilians,

contractors, and family members should

not provide their CAC or military ID (DD
Form 2) for reproduction unless it is for
official government business,” said Carl
Turner, USAG Vicenza anti-terrorism
officer.

However, he said, the cardholder may
photocopy DD Form 2 (active), DD
Form 2 (retired), DD Form 2 (Reserve),
DD Form 1173, DD Form 2764, DD

Form 2765, or DD Form 1173-1 to
facilitate medical care processing, check
cashing, or to administer other military-
related benefits to eligible beneficiaries.

For more information, read DODI
1000.13 and AR 600-8-14, or Title 18,
U.S.C., Section 701, which governs
photographing, reproducing and the
unauthorized possession (CAC) of ID

“If someone does ask to make a copy
of your military ID card, give them your
driver’s license, passport, or some other
form of photo ID,” suggested Turner.

“Ifthey insist on making a copy of your
military ID card, explain that this is not
authorized and refer them to your staff
judge advocate’s office,” he said.

in  CONUS,”  Stephen
Westbrook, director of the per
diem committee told delegates
to the U.S. European Command
Quality of Life conference
March 11. “It is not intended to
reimburse servicemembers’
expenses, nor is it designed to
compensate for nonavailability of
items.”

“The bottom line is that prices
in the United States are rising at
a higher pace than in Europe, so
the gap has narrowed and
COLA is going down
accordingly,” said Col. Mary L.
Ensminger, U.S. Air Forces in
Europe Directorate of Financial
Management and Comptroller.

Finance officials said the
reduction will be phased in from
May through August to ease the
financial burden on
servicemembers, finance
officials said.

For example, an E6 with three
family members will see his
monthly COLA rate drop from
the current $628 to $418.67 by
August in increments of about
$52.33 per month during that
period, according to estimates
provided by officials at
USAREUR’s 266th Financial
Management Center.

Annual survey data from
Germany and the rate of inflation
data collected in the United
States during the last two years
show the purchasing power gap
has narrowed from 24 to 16
percent because the prices of
goods and services in the U.S.
are rising at a greater rate than
in Germany, finance officials
said.
