The Army made significant 
promises when it unveiled 
the Army Family Covenant in 

October 2007.  
With the covenant, the Army commits 

to providing Soldiers and Families a 
quality of life that acknowledges their 
service, sacrifice and dedication. 

Practically speaking, that means 
providing programs and services - 
including Family programs, health 
care, housing, recreation, education 
and employment opportunities, and 
child, school and youth services - that 
build Soldier and Family well-being, 
resilience and readiness.

As the commanding general of 
Installation Management Command 
and the Assistant Chief of Staff for 
Installation Management, I have the 
lead for executing the Army Family 
Covenant. That is a charge I take on 
wholeheartedly, delivering programs 
and services that help Soldiers and 
Families thrive.

Meeting Soldier and Family 
needs

Soon after I took my post, the 
Installation Management community 
conducted a holistic review of AFC 
programs to assess if we have the right 
programs in place to meet Soldier and 
Family needs. 

We wanted to know if there were 
any gaps in services and if we were 
delivering services effectively.  In short, 
could Soldiers and Families easily get 
the assistance they need?

What Soldiers and Families told us 
is that they have both too much and too 
little information on available services. 

Sometimes they did not know that 
there is a program to help with a specific 
need. Sometimes they knew of several 
programs available through different 
service providers, but could not tell 
which would be best for their situation.

We took away from the review that we 
have the right programs in place, but can 
do a better job of helping Soldiers and 

Families access 
those programs. 

To that end, 
we began looking 
at how we can 
improve access 
t h r o u g h  t h e 
source Soldiers 
a n d  F a m i l i e s 
already turn to for 
help and answers: Army Community 
Service centers. 

Army Community Service staff do 
a lot of heavy lifting in delivering on 
the promises made in the Army Family 
Covenant. 

ACS doing the ‘heavy lifting’
In fiscal year 2010 ACS staff 

had more than 14 million contacts 
with Soldiers, Family members and 
Civilians, through programs such as 
Mobilization/Deployment Readiness, 
Relocation Readiness, Financial 
Readiness, Army Emergency Relief, 
Employment Readiness, the Army 
Spouse Employment Partnership, the 
Exceptional Family Member Program, 
the Family Advocacy Program, Survivor 
Outreach Services, Soldier and family 
Assistance Centers, Army Family Team 
Building, and the Army Family Action 
Plan.

From its beginning in 1965, when 
relocation assistance and the lending 
closet were among its first services, ACS 
has continued to grow and evolve.  

Today it is often the first place 
Soldiers and Family members go for 
information, for personal development 
and for help in an emergency. We 
want to build on ACS’s strengths and 
central role in the life of an installation. 
So, based on feedback from 10 focus 
groups conducted in October, we have 
developed several ideas for enhancing 
and updating ACS’s capabilities and 
processes.

One idea we are looking at is 
transitioning a number of ACS staff 
members into generalist positions, 

which will focus on helping Soldiers 
and Family members navigate services. 

Cross training and decentralizing 
for better service

These staff will be fully cross-trained 
in all basic ACS services and familiar 
with other services available across the 
installation, and will have the tools to be 
able to do more in-depth assessments of 
client needs.  

With this information, they will be 
able to help clients not only access the 
programs that address their immediate 
concerns, but also take advantage of 
programs that help them meet longer-
term goals.  If clients need specialized 
assistance, these staff will make sure 
they see the right person and will follow 
up until they have gotten the help they 
need.

Another idea is to decentralize service 
delivery locations. ACS will continue 
to deliver services in traditional ACS 
centers, but they will also move out 
to units, in/out processing centers, 
post exchanges, commissaries, Soldier 
Readiness Processing sites, community 
centers, off-post locations -- wherever 
they need to go to support Soldiers 
and Families in their communities. 
In addition, ACS will increase its 
delivery of services online through Army 
OneSource at www.myArmyOneSource.
com, to reach all Soldiers and Family 
members regardless of location or 
component.

What works for you
We will continue to seek feedback 

on these and other proposed changes 
during focus groups I will hold during 
my upcoming visits to installations.  I 
want to hear from you, Soldiers and 
Family members, about what will work 
for you, and from your leaders about 
how to enhance ACS support. 

Once you have helped us refine our 
thinking, we will use your input to design 
pilot programs at five installations. The 
pilot programs will run from April to 

October 2011.
The intent behind the proposals - and 

behind any change ultimately made 
permanent - is to ensure that Soldiers 
and Family members can find the right 
service at the right time, the first time 
they seek assistance.  There is no wrong 
door for accessing ACS services.  

Going to the right place
No matter whom Soldiers and Family 

members talk with or where they seek 
services, they have come to the right 
place.  ACS is there for them now, when 
they are dealing with today’s concern, 
and tomorrow, as they pursue long-term 
personal goals.

ACS is by no means the only 
organization on an installation providing 
services and programs that contribute 
to the quality of life for Soldiers and 
Families, but it is often the first place 
Soldiers and Families look to. So it 
is a natural place for the Installation 
Management Community to look to as 
well, as we continually seek ways to 
make the delivery of services as effective 
as possible.

The work of ACS and other quality-
of-life service providers is highly visible, 
tangible proof that the Army is delivering 
on the promises of the Army Family 
Covenant. 

Because of the importance of 
those promises, we in the Installation 
Management community, take our 
responsibility for the delivery of services 
very seriously. We are committed 
to providing a strong, supportive 
environment. 

The long-term strength of our all-
volunteer Army depends on the well-
being of Soldiers and Families, but more 
than that, we owe it to our Soldiers and 
Families, for their ongoing service and 
dedication.

New German law tightens winter all-season tire, chain requirements

 A new law that more clearly defines the use of 
winter tires in Germany went into effect Nov. 29. 

The law states that motor vehicles, including 
motorcycles and four-wheel-drive vehicles, must have 
clearly marked winter or all-season tires when there is 
black ice or frost on German roads, according to U.S. 
Army Europe Office of the Provost Marshal officials. 

“A winter tire is any tire marked by the manufacturer 
with the snowflake logo or M + S symbol, which stands 
for mud and snow [matsch und schnee],” said Tom 
Lorenzini, of the USAREUR Vehicle Registry. 

Even all-season tires can have this M + S symbol, 
he added. The German automobile association 
ADAC recommends tires bearing the snowflake 
logo - sometimes also called the “three-mountain” 
logo - because those tires meet the highest standards 
for winter driving.  Check both sides of tires for the 
symbol.  The minimum legal tire tread depth for 
Germany is 1.6 mm, although ADAC recommends 

4 mm for winter driving. 
O t h e r  c o u n t r i e s 

have more str ingent 
requirements – Austrian 
law mandates 4 mm 
minimum tread depth for 
winter tires, and other 
European countries have 
distinct winter driving 
laws as well. 

USAREUR provost marshal officials said drivers 
should check with local authorities before crossing 
borders.  In some areas of Germany snow chains may 
be required during winter, but only as directed by police 
or road signs.  The maximum speed limit while driving 
a vehicle with chains is 50 km per hour.

While the law does not mandate calendar dates 
during which snow tires are required, German drivers 
often use the helpful rule of thumb “from O to O,” 
meaning snow tires should be put on in October and 
remain on until Ostern (Easter).

Under the new rules, 
fines have been doubled.  
Drivers caught using 
summer tires in ice, snow 
or slush will be fined €40 
euro - increased from €20 
in previous years.  

Those  who cause 
an accident or obstruct 
traffic because they used 
inappropriate tires during winter conditions will be 
slapped with an €80 fine – up from €40.  In addition, 
some insurance companies may deny coverage to 
motorists driving with summer tires on wintery roads.

Safety experts warn, however, that winter tires are 
no magic potion against accidents and that drivers 
should always drive at reasonable speeds and keep a 
safe following distance from other vehicles.

Drivers who are unsure about winter tire requirements 
can contact their local vehicle registration or safety 
office.

Issues brought up at Vicenza have 
prompted Army-level changes.  

An issue that came out of the Vicenza 
AFAP conference two years ago expanded 
civilian sexual assault reporting options.  

The other big success story coming from a recent 
Vicenza conference was a change of policy for the 
shipment of wine in household goods.  The issue was 
forwarded to the Europe Regional AFAP Conference 
in the spring of 2009, where they then forwarded the 
issue to Department of the Army AFAP Conference 
held in January. It resulted in a change of policy to 
allow shipments and to provide equal benefits to 
Army personnel that were granted to the other military 
services.   

Other issues that have been addressed through AFAP 
are the new rule for transferability of GI Bill benefits 
to spouses and children and an 11 percent increase in 
Basic Allowance for Housing.  Other issues addressed 
were the increase from $50,000 to $400,000 for Service 
Member’s Life Insurance and TRICARE for Life for 
Medicare-eligible retirees.

and then could proudly point it out to their 
families to show how much they contributed to 
this facility.” 

 Now the project is being expanded to allow 
the entire community to contribute.

“Community members are welcome to come 
in on a first come, first served basis to paint their 
tiles,” said Michelle Sterkowicz, Arts and Crafts 
Center director.  “There are 100 tiles set aside for 
each group, so come quickly.” 

“We had a chance to leave our mark on this 
beautiful new health center,” said Cpl. Courtney 
Aquino-Chasteen, Health Center-Vicenza 
Radiology, who is helping with the project.  “I 
have gotten the chance to interact with our health 
center staff on a personal level rather than usual 
business.  You’ll feel like you’re in kindergarten 
again with no cares - just paint and fun.” 

Armstrong is pleased with the way the project 
is going and hopes community members will 
choose to commemorate special occasions – the 
birth of a child, return from deployment and other 
events – by painting and donating a tile. 

“Then our community could visit the 
health center and visit their artwork as well,” 
Armstrong said. “The Health Center belongs to 
the community and we wanted it to reflect the 
beauty of Italy, with our statues, olive trees, and 
frescos, as well as the fantastic people we serve.”

Once the starter tiles are gone, tiles will be 
available for $12 each.  Tile painting groups will 
be set up Wednesdays in December from 4-6 
p.m., Fridays from 11 a.m.-2 p.m., and Sundays 
from 11 a.m.-2 p.m.  The Arts & Crafts Center is 
open for all activities Wednesday-Sunday from 
10 a.m.-6 p.m. 

(Chemical, Biological, Radiological, Nuclear and 
Explosives) response capabilities and expand them,” 
said Agresta. “They are also interested in other models 
for this, as they follow the French model in most aspects 
of their government and military.” 

“It’s a way of doing it — not the way,” said Col. 
Alfonso Alarcon, USARAF command surgeon. “It’s a 
system they can model after.” 

“Morocco is currently developing a BSL-3 (Bio-
Safety Level 3) lab,” said Agresta. “There was also 
discussion of the diseases studied here and that the focus 
is on treatment and vaccine protocols.” 

The visitors toured a number of civilian sites as well 
as the Army research center. 

Agresta said, “This was their first real look at 
Incident Command Center terminology and breakdown. 

They were shown what came about after 9-11, but 
even more so after Hurricane Katrina, and the need for 
coordination and interoperability between the facilities 
throughout a city, county, state, country . . . and with 
other rescue entities, such as police, rescue and others.” 

Both visitors were very favorably impressed, said 
Agresta. 

“This one ended up being among the best events that 
we have executed,” said Youssef Zinoun of the U.S. 
Embassy Morocco’s Office of Security Cooperation, 
who accompanied El Haouri and Kasouati. 

“The level of contact that U.S. Army Africa gave 
the Moroccan medical officers access to is second to 
none. I think this event will open new cooperation 
possibilities and future familiarization and traveling 
contact team events to ensure relations and contacts 
are kept current,” he said.
