N A N G A R H A R
PROVINCE,  Afghanistan -
“If the fuel don’t flow, the Army
don’t go” reads a large sign at
Forward Operating Base
Fenty’s fuel point.

On a base that uses 4,000-
6,000 gallons of fuel a day just
to maintain operations, not
including the vehicles and
aircraft that require refueling for
several missions a day, that
statement isn’t bragging, it’s a
fact.

Soldiers from Alpha
Company, 173rd Brigade
Support Battalion, 173rd
Brigade Combat Team
(Airborne), are in charge of
operating the fuel point and
making sure the tanks never run
dry.

“If we’re not supplying the
fuel, then this place wouldn’t
run” said Sgt. Edward Waugh,
fuel accountability
noncommissioned officer.
“Every vehicle that comes
through here [FOB Fenty] will
get fuel through us.”

The fuel point receives the
bulk of its fuel through Pakistan,
with the rest delivered from
Bagram and Kabul. At full
capacity, the fuel point can hold
210,000 gallons of diesel fuel.
A few weeks ago, gas was
running low and the FOB was
down to less than 60,000
gallons. When the dust settled
and the fuel started flowing
again, the fuelers worked
overtime testing and loading fuel

to get everything back up to
capacity.

Every drop of fuel that comes
onto FOB Fenty is tested for
quality before it ever touches a
gas tank. Sgt. Kerron Joel, a
heavy wheeled vehicle operator
knows what can happen if dirty
fuel slips into the system.

“We’re trying to get rid of
water that’s in the fuel and any
foreign objects such as welding
rods, plastic, rubber…even
styrofoam cups,” said Joel. “We
don’t want to issue fuel that may
cause aircraft to go down due
to a clogged fuel line or vehicles
to stop operating properly.”

Every day the fuel point
processes trucks waiting at the
FOB’s front gate and monitors
each truck, testing and

downloading the fuel. The work
may seem repetitive, but the
routine has its benefits as well.

“You meet different people
everyday,” said Sgt. Glory Tataw,
fuel supply specialist, referring to
the steady influx of convoys that
arrive to fill up before heading out
on missions.

Tataw also likes how everyone
at the fuel point brings their
individual skills together to work
as a team. When they are not
engaged in a specific task, they
spend time crosstraining each
other on their jobs preparing
everyone to take on greater
responsibility.

Younger Soldiers like Pfc.
Carlos Santiago and Pfc. Robert
Alvarez, both petroleum supply
specialists, benefit from NCO’s
who not only expect them to be
proficient at their jobs, but to also

know the jobs of the Soldier on
their left and right. When the
time came early in the
deployment to move the fuel
point, they all had input on how
the new one would be set up
and built to provide the best
service.

So far during this
deployment, the fuel point has
supplied more than three-million
gallons of fuel to Soldiers of
Task Force Bayonet and the
civilians who support it. They
expect to double that number by
the end of the deployment,
increasing the load when spring
begins and missions become
more frequent, according to
Waugh.

Until August, when the task
force is expected to redeploy,
they’ll keep the fuel flowing so
TF Bayonet can keep moving.

Italy’s Veneto Region offers
just that opportunity — a chance
to dip into the mild waters of Lake
Garda, walk in Roman footsteps in
Verona, munch on olives and
cheese while sampling different
wines in Soave and mingle with
pigeons and parades of people in
Venice.

However you decide to travel,
one will discover plenty to keep one
occupied and intrigued.

Before travelling consider
visiting the U.S. Army Garrison
Vicenza Morale Welfare and
Recreation website at http://
www.vicenzamwr.com/visitors.html.
Besides featuring links to local
accommodations, one will find
schedules of trips, tours and other
programs offered by the
Information, Tours and Registration
Office and Outdoor Recreation. Stop
at the PX and shopette for a good
source of supplies, books, maps
and tips about places to visit and
things to do in the area.

Naturally, no trip to the region is
complete without a day spent
getting lost in Venice — wandering
over the canals, through one piazza
after another and marveling at the
sheer audacity of an entire city of
architectural masterpieces built to
perpetually sink into the rising
waters of a former swamp. Arriving
by train deposits one directly on
the side of the Grand Canal,
providing an immediate
breathtaking view of gondolas,
water taxis, colorful buildings rising
out of the waterway and bridges still
to be crossed.

Wine, water and warmth await visitors to Italy’s Veneto
Many Veneto jewels
But Venice is only one of many

captivating towns in the region.
History and learning are

showcased in Padua, stately villas
designed by 16th century architect
Andrea Palladio are on display in
and around Vicenza, a medieval
fortress and walled city await
visitors in Soave, all things related
to grappa are to be explored in
Bassano Del Grappa and an
UNESCO world heritage site is
featured in Verona.

In between climbing the huge
stone stairs of the Roman arena
amphitheater and strolling through
the 3rd century Roman Porta dei
Borsari entrance to the once Roman
city of Verona, make time to read
the graffiti of Shakespeare fans and
sympathetic lovers at the Casa di
Giulietta (of  Romeo and Juliet
fame). Sample at least one heaping
helping of Italian ice cream gelato
and a cappuccino in one of
Verona’s squares where gypsy
musicians entertain diners and
sightseers.

Those with younger travelers
along who may tire of wandering
into one church after another, such
as the San Zeno Basilica containing
the crypts of King Pippin and St.
Zeno, might want to break up the
sightseeing for a swim in the spa
pools near Soave or a visit to one
of the theme parks along the
southeastern side of Lake Garda,
south of Bardalino.

Or think about signing up for a
course through Vicenza’s Outdoor
Recreation to go climbing or biking.

Whatever you decide to do
during a visit to the Veneto Region,
besides visiting the Vicenza MWR
website, think about heading to the
library to browse through some of
the many travel guides available for
tips on things to see, places to visit,
restaurants, hotels, campgrounds
and other valuable information to
make your trip one to remember.

Supervision a must
for younger  students
when loading or
unloading school bus

The responsibility for
maintaining a safe and secure
school bus transportation is a joint
effort involving the Department
of Defense Dependent Schools,
military communities, students,
and their families.

Parents of students under the
age of 10-years old (off post) and
9-years old (in Villaggio) are
required to be physically present
at the bus stop during the
morning and afternoon runs.

Non-compliance with these
directives could result in
suspension or loss of riding
privileges.

These responsibilities are
particularly important when they
pertain to children under the age
of 9 (in Villaggio) and 10 years
old (off post). Students in this
category have been issued pink
bus passes to identify them to the
drivers and security guides as
requiring special attention.

It is important to the Vicenza
Student Transportation

personnel that we assist parents
in complying with this policy.

Here are some options
available if you are unable to
escort your child to (and remain
with while bus arrives and loads)
and from the bus stop.

If you have a neighbor who
normally escorts his or her
children, perhaps you could take
turns escorting each other’s
children.  This requires the
parent to send an e-mail or stop
by the transportation office so
they can make an authorization
card with names of persons
authorized to pickup your
children from the bus stop.

If your child has an older (10
years old and older) sibling,
parents may designate this

sibling as the individual
responsible to escort the younger
sibling.  Parents and sponsors
who choose to place the
responsibility on an older sibling
must ensure this child knows he
or she must wait by the door
after disembarking for the
younger sibling.

Remember that if a parent,
authorized adult, or older sibling
isn’t at the bus stop to pickup
the child, the only alternative is
to return your child to the
Student Transportation Office
as indicated in the Vicenza
Policy Memorandum 06-13,
Standards of Conduct for
Students Riding DoDDS School
Buses.

at the door of the bus.

To do otherwise leaves the
possibility of the child straying
into unsafe territory and risking
serious harm.  As in the
scholastic arena, parents are the
best advocates for student
success and safety.

The STO, contractors, drivers
and safety guides take their
responsibilities very seriously.
We request your assistance and
support in this endeavor to keep
student riders safe.

Temporary Bus Pass
In order to have your child

ride another bus for a temporary
period, i.e. during sponsors TDY
or your child wanting to go to a
friend’s house, the rule is to plan
in advance.

The sponsor/parent/guardian
needs to stop by our office and
have a temporary bus pass
issued for the period needed. If
this isn’t possible, the sponsor/
parent/guardian needs to contact
the VSTO via e-mail at
Ephraim.Wertz@eu.dodea.edu
or contact
Donald.Evans@eu.dodea.edu..

meridian line, used for the exact
measure of the true noon, that is
the exact moment in which the sun
arrives at the highest point over
the horizon, of Padova.  Climb the
stairs, good exercise, find along the
way telescopes, pendulum clocks
and frescos on the wall.
