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BAGRAM AIR FIELD,
Afghanistan — A Bronze Star
with “V” device for valor was
awarded to Sgt. Ryan P. Inabnet,
173d Airborne Brigade Combat
Team, 1-91 Cavalry Squadron,
at Fire Base Naray, Kunar
province, April 24.

Brig. Gen. Mark Milley,
Combined Joint Task Force-101
deputy commanding general of
operations, awarded the medal
to Inabnet and presented him
with a coin for excellence.

Inabnet was recognized for
his actions in combat July 27,
2007, when he saved more than
a dozen Soldiers’ lives during a
combat operation in Kunar
province.

The Quick Reaction Team he
was on was called out to re-
enforce International Security
Assistance Forces engaged in
combat with insurgents.

“We first set out after
receiving word that four
casualties on the ground were
injured and two of them were
serious,” said Inabnet, a
wheeled-vehicle mechanic.
“Once we arrived we got the
four injured in the vehicles and
dropped them off at the

Brigade Soldier awarded Bronze Star for Valor
medevac site.”

Shortly afterward, Inabnet
provided first aid to a wounded
Soldier from his QRT.

“Once we had all the
equipment and personnel, we
started to head back,” said
Inabnet. “That’s when we
started taking [rocket propelled
grenades] and small-arms fire.”

As the group tried to break
contact, several Soldiers were
wounded and put into Inabnet’s
vehicle.

“My main goal was to get
these guys back to the helicopter
landing zone so they could
survive,” said Inabnet.

“I ended up staying up for
hours until we got all our guys
back inside the [forward
operating base],” he continued.

“That day will be with me for
a long time,” he said.  “I would
like to thank the Lord above and
all my brothers who were in that
fight with me.”

Note: The Bronze Star is the
ninth highest medal and is
awarded for heroic,
meritorious achievement or
service. However, a Bronze
Star for valor has a “V” device
attached to the ribbon and is
only awarded for heroic and
brave actions in combat,
making it the fourth highest
medal that can be awarded.

Brig. Gen. Mark Milley, CJTF-101 deputy commanding general of
operations, awards and pins a Bronze Star for Valor on Sgt. Ryan P.

Columbine High School, Colo.,
Jonesboro, Ark., Springfield, Ore.,
and Virginia Tech are
communities that immediately
come to mind when I think about
the school violence that has
recently marred the spring
semester stateside.

I talked with school
administrators, counselors and
teachers about why so many
tragedies occur during this time
of year, and recognized the fact
that the rate of suicidal behavior
is also highest in the spring.

Most of our students have a
lot of positive things happening, but
there are a predictable set of
pressures placed upon them
which can cause some distress,
including:

♦ Anxiety related to summer

Savvy parents central to spring semester stress relief
vacation such as visiting the other
parent or seeking employment

♦ Transition issues related to
changing schools, changing
relationships and having to move
again

♦ Failing grades and facing
being held back or attending
summer school

♦ End-of-year testing
♦ Awareness of spring

anniversary dates such as school
shootings or the Oklahoma City
bombing.

On top of these are the
additional challenges of being in a
foreign country: unfamiliar ways
of doing things or being a great
distance away from other support
systems, like family.  There may
be increased familial stressors
related to the euro to dollar
conversion rate, our national
recession or other financial
hardships.

Our community is also dealing
with the ongoing deployment of

the 173d Airborne Brigade
Combat Team. This is not only an
extended 15-month deployment,
but it may be the second, third or
fourth deployment for many of our
Soldier-families.

Regardless of how many times
a Soldier has deployed, there are
always challenges with re-
integration into a family. Having
a parent return after 15 months is
a significant change.

 When children or adults are
under significant stress, it usually
shows in their behavior. Student
behaviors and school safety
concerns that may surface this
spring are:

♦ Increased bullying ( two-
thirds of school shooters were
victims of bullying)

♦ Lack of tolerance of
diversity

♦ Increased misbehavior or
high-risk behaviors

♦ Increased threats of
violence

♦ Increased suicidality
Any student who is

experiencing fear is a student that
isn’t learning. To maximize student
achievement and success, schools
and parents must work together
to create an environment where
students feel safe. Parents need
to stay involved and be aware of
what and how their children are
doing.

Our school administrators,
counselors and teachers are
working hard to address these
issues but they can’t do this alone.
Parents need to pay attention to
what their children say and do. If
you know they are approaching
stressful events, help them plan
and prepare.

If concerning behaviors or
emotions are identified, develop an
intervention. Ask for help. The
USA Behavioral Health
