Extreme fun doesn't
have to prove
extremely hazardous

With warmer weather, there are many opportunities
to get out and have fun.

For some, that means extreme sports such as rock
climbing, BASE jumping, mountain biking and more.

“While all of these activities are available in the
Vicenza area or within driving distance, safety must
be kept at the forefront to keep extreme fun from
becoming extremely hazardous,” said Robert Williams,
the garrison’s safety and occupational health specialist.

Whatever the activity, the first stop on the path to
adventure is to contact an expert. The employees at
Outdoor Recreation are either the experts or know the
experts.

If you are just starting or need some refreshers,
take a lesson,” suggested Williams. “Things may have
changed since the last time you did it.

Once you are done getting a lesson or finding out
about the local requirements, you need to gear up.

“You don’t want to skimp on equipment,” he said.
“Get only approved helmets, padding, shoes, gloves or
whatever it is you might need. Avoid the cheap stuff
here; your life may depend on it.

“You also don’t know how used equipment has been
abused unless you rent it, which means that an expert
looked at the gear and approved its use,” said Morris.

Finally, take a buddy with you. Morris said it is best if
the buddy has gone through the whole process with you.

“Nothing beats a second set of eyes for avoiding
trouble, and a buddy won’t let you hurt yourself,” he
said. “If it is a solo event, make sure that somebody
knows your plans and what to do if you don’t return at
the right time.”

Then, enjoy the rewarding return of smart planning
and safe adventure.
