Italian, American NGOs share experiences at BNGOG

Senior Sky Soldiers from the
173rd Airborne Brigade Combat
Team and several Italian army
counterparts participated and
completed the second phase of
the basic noncommissioned
officer’s course (BNCOC) Oct.
14 — Nov. 6 in Vicenza.

Instructors from Fort
Benning, Ga., came to Vicenza
and conducted the four-week
block of instruction that included
classroom, computer simulation,
and field training. The course
was taught as a give-and-take
between instructors and Soldiers
where they share battlefield
experiences, exchanging tactics,
techniques and procedures.

BNCOC is designed for
Soldiers preparing to, or who
have already, put on the rank of
staff sergeant.

“I teach them and they teach
me. It’s a give-and-take
process,” said Sgt. 1st Class
Michael Casarez, a small group
leader from the NCO Academy
at Fort Benning, Ga. “These
guys have been through some
stuff and I’ve been learning a
lot from them,” he said.

Casarez incorporates what he
learns from Soldiers returning
from the two fronts downrange
into his teaching.

Afghanistan and Iraq are two

totally different fights, and it’s
good to hear both sides of the
story, he said.

“Learning from one another
is important because even in
theater, there are different
regions and what one region is
doing could spread over to
another,” said Casarez. “All your
little tactics and techniques
you’ve spread through your
Joes, I would want you to teach
me and my Joes.”

According to Casarez,

learning from experienced boots
on the ground is the best way to
learn. He added that another
major benefit of this training is
the networking skills, and
working with other multinational
forces. The Italian Soldiers
participating in the training
agreed.

“A big chance has been given
to me to learn new techniques,
and to improve my soldiering
skills,” said Italian Master Sgt.
Paolo Donati, with 1st Regiment,

Carabinieri Paratroopers. “This
kind of partnership training is
amazing.”

According to Donati, you
have to be flexible to improve
with this type of training. For
example, on the range he was
getting a lot of instruction from
the American Soldiers, but also
he was sharing his techniques
with them, he said.

“I was studying call-for-fire

doctrine, but when you find

yourself going through live
training scenarios, it allows you
the opportunity to check if you
have learned the instructions
and procedures properly, and
then see if you can remember
them,” said Donati.

“The aim is the same for the
Italians and Americans and the
more we train with our
American counterparts the
more we will benefit,” he
added.

According to Donati, he has
had positive feedback from his
Italian Soldiers about BNCOC,
and he said they made good
connections with the American
Soldiers and instructors.

“The American Army is a
different organization and is
very large compared to the
Italian army,” said Sgt.

Guisseppe Contirino, a 4th
Brigade paratrooper, from
Livorno, Italy. “I have been
learning all the different
weapons.”

Contirino also participated in
phase one of BNCOC three
months ago with the U.S.
Soldiers.

“The call-for-fire in the
American Army is easy,” said
Contirino, a 12-year veteran in
the Italian Army. “All the
training has been good.”

Contirino and his Italian army
BNCOC graduates will multiply
their  experiences  and
knowledge by teaching and
sharing what they have learned
with their [talian army units.

“These guys have big
experiences on the battlefield,”
said Donati. “I have great
respect for them.”

In the event of inclement
weather, upon the approval of
Col. Erik Daiga, USAG Vicenza
commander, AFN Vicenza will
broadcast no later than 6 a.m.

All installation units and
agencies will be responsible for
activating their internal phone
rosters to contact and inform
their Soldiers and civilian
employees.

The DODDS  school
management will inform their
employees and transportation
assets. In the event of early
school closure, the DODDS
Student Transportation office
will inform the USAG Vicenza
commander, who will relay the
information to the garrison
Installation Operations Center.

The IOC will then contact all
units and agencies on the
installation via mass notification
system and inform them of the
early closure.

These announcements will air

over AFN radio (106 or decoder
channel 142) and AFN
television channel 14. In the
event of inclement weather,
parents are advised to allow
their children to be transported
home through normal means
(contracted bus).

If parents must pick up their
children, coordinate with the
school office to ensure proper
accountability for all students. In
the event a student cannot be
dropped off at home (no parent
or guardian available) student(s)
will be returned to the school and
the school will contact the
parents or guardians.

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The Post-9/11 GI Bill is a
new benefit providing
educational assistance to
individuals who have served
on active duty on or after
Sept.11,2001.

Below are questions and
answers to help understand
how the new education bill
works:

When is the post-9/11 GI
Bill effective?

The Post-9/11 GI Bill
benefits are payable Aug. 1,
2009 towards training
completed after July 31, 2009.

Am I Eligible?

An individual must have a
minimum of 90 days active
duty after Sept. 10, 2001 and

+ Be honorably discharged
from armed forces; or

¢ Be released from the
armed forces with service
characterized as honorable
and placed on the retired list,
temporary disability retired list,
or transferred to the
Reserves,or

¢ Be released from the
armed forces with service
characterized as honorable for
further service in a reserve
component; or

¢ Be discharged or
released from the armed
forces for:

o EPTS (Existed Prior to
Service)
o HDSP (Hardship) or
o CIWD (Condition
Interfered with Duty)or
+ Continue to be on active

duty.
If I am eligible for the
Montgomery GI Bill

(chapter 30), Montgomery
GI Bill- Selected Reserve
(chapter 1606,) or the
Reserve Educational
Assistance Program
(chapter 1607), am I eligible
for Post-9/11 GI Bill?

An individual may elect to
receive benefits under the
Post-9/11 GI Billif, on Aug. 1,
2009, the individual is eligible
for chapter 30, 1606, 1607, or
is serving in the armed forces.

facts

How many months of
assistance can I receive?

Generally the number of
months of entitlement you can
receive is 36 months. A person
could earn 36 months of
entitlement after serving the
minimum 90 days.

How much will I receive?

Eligible individuals will
receive a percentage, as
determined by length of
credible active duty service, of
the following:

¢ Amount of tuition and
fees not to exceed the most
expensive in-state public
institution of higher education;

¢+ Monthly housing
allowance equal to the basic
allowance for housing amount
payable to E-5 with
dependents, in same zip code
as school *; and

¢+ Yearly books and supplies
stipend of up to $1,000*; and

¢ A one-time payment of
$500 may be payable to certain
individuals relocating from
highly rural areas.

Note—Housing Allowance
and books and supplies
stipend is not payable to
individuals on active duty.

Housing allowance is not
payable for those training at
less than half-time.

The amount of time
individuals serve on active
duty after Sept. 10, 2001, will
determine the amount of
benefits received.

Example 1: If you served
for three years on active duty
and separated, and you are
going to school full-time, you
would be eligible for $3,000 for
tuition and fees, the monthly
housing allowance, and $1.000
for books and supplies.

Example 2: If you served 12
months in the Guard or
Reserves, and were going to
school full-time, you would be
eligible for $1,800 (60 percent
0f $3,000) for tuition and fees
and $600 (60 percent of
$1,000) for books and supplies
stipend.

5: Getting sick
from the food. To
eliminate this hazard,
ensure the turkey is
cooked thoroughly
and try to avoid
over-indulgence.

Becoming sick
from food poisoning
or from eating too
much is easy to
avoid.

Many turkeys come with
meat thermometers and
thermometers are available in

the commissary and post
exchange.
4: Setting the kitchen on fire.

This is one hazard that can be
avoided if simple measures are
taken. Never leave food
unattended while preparing.
Keep loose fitting clothes from
dangling over the stove top. Keep
young children away from the
cooking area.

3: Getting burned. The
dreaded “Getting burned by the

oven” hazard is best handled by
using oven mitts or pot holders
when taking the bird out of the
oven. Those celebrating the

holiday spirit with spirits should
also be kept away from the
stove, and for the sake of
eliminating many other mishaps
you may want to keep them out
of the kitchen completely.

2: Cutting yourselfinstead of
the turkey. While carving the
turkey use a fork to hold it and
carve it on a solid surface.

This will reduce the chance
of'you carving your hand and not
the bird.

And the number
one way to ensure
you spend
Thanksgiving day in
the hospital: Choking.
This hazard is most
likely to happen to a
child or someone of
advanced age, but
can also result if
someone takes in too
much holiday spirits.

Chew food
properly to avoid
choking and cut up
children’s portions to
a size that won’t
present a problem.
