Bergstad earns Silver Star

VICENZA, Italy – Spc. Dillon
Bergstad, Headquarters and
Headquarters Company, 1st
Battalion (Airborne), 503rd
Infantry Regiment, 173rd
Airborne Brigade Combat Team,
was presented the Silver Star
Oct. 30 on Caserma Ederle.

Bergstad, from North Bend,
Ore., received the medal for
actions he took on Aug. 27, 2007
in Paktika Province, Afghanistan
while deployed with the 173rd
Airborne Brigade Combat Team
in support of Operation Enduring
Freedom VIII.

While on a mounted patrol in
Zerok District that was tasked
to provide security for a route
clearance element, Bergstad
was serving as an M2 gunner
when the patrol was attacked by
20-25 insurgents.

Through the course of the
battle that ensued, Bergstad was
knocked out of his gunner turret
three times due to enemy fire.
The first time, his truck was
struck by a rocket-propelled
grenade.

The second time he was shot
through the right bicep by an
armor piercing incendiary round.

Bergstad was thrown from
his vehicle a third time when his
vehicle was again struck by a
rocket-propelled grenade. Each
time, he fought his was back into
the turret in order to continue
engaging the enemy.

1-503rd Soldier
honored

While those are the accounts
by his fellow paratroopers and
on his award citation, Bergstad
does not have a clear recollection
of the events. But his focus at
the time was clear.

“I just had to keep my
weapon going,” he said, “It was
all completely reactionary.”

“I don’t even remember
when I got shot. It’s kind of like
a car wreck. You know what
happened but you can’t really
remember any of it,” said
Bergstad.

Whether or not he can
remember his actions that day,
they made a difference.
Bergstad’s combat actions that
day killed the gunner of an
enemy rocket-propelled grenade

team and helped suppress
multiple known enemy machine
gun positions, according to his
citation.

When the ambush was over,
Bergstad refused medical
treatment for his arm until all
other wounded personnel were
treated first. He refused pain
killers and morphine and
reported for duty only five days
after the attack “unable to
produce his medical profile.”

“Courage is the primary thing
that we look for in any Soldier
and any warrior, and he displayed
it in spades that day and that is
why we are recognizing him,”
said Brig. Gen. William B.
Garrett, commander of the
Southern European Task Force.

Parents say thank you to caregivers

Under a gentle Tuscan sun,
adults and youth from Camp
Darby’s Club Beyond worked
from dawn till dusk harvesting
grapes in a Tuscan vineyard.

“I think the kids understand a
lot of lessons from an agrarian
culture that they wouldn’t get
from living in city or town,” said
Chaplain (Capt.) Kelly Porter,
US Army Garrison Livorno
chaplain.

“They learned from the owner
about dependence on land and
weather and those lessons are
closely tied to our dependence
on God,” said Porter.

During a traditional Tuscan
lunch of salami, bread and oil,
and pasta, the vineyard owner
spoke to the group about the
process of planting, harvesting
and maintaining the vineyard.

“In the Fall, leaves are ripped

Hands on at harvest time
off and burned so it seems like
the leaves aren’t important,”
explained the owner.

“But during the growth
season, the leaves are big and
flat and help with
photosynthesis.What once
seemed unimportant-isn’t true.
All of us, like the leaves, have
an important role to play in life,”
he added.

Porter believes the role in
helping others taught the youth
“no matter where you go in the
world, people are the same-
working for a living and
supporting their families”.

“It’s easy to lump people into
groups and say ‘oh I don’t like
that group’, but on an individual
basis we’re all struggling,” said
Porter.

“It wasn’t easy to work out
in the sun all day; but, when the
last grape was cut everyone felt
a closer connection to the land
and the people who work it.”
