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JALALABAD AIRFIELD,
Afghanistan—U.S. Army doctor,
Maj. Lee J. Trombetta, a general
surgeon for the 555th Forward
Surgical Team on Forward
Operating Base Fenty reaches out
with Afghans doctors to treat the
neediest and most impoverished
local people in Jalalabad.

On Trombetta’s first trip to the
Jalalabad Public Health Hospital ,
he met Dr. Akmal Pardis, director of
JPHH, and together they came up
with a partnership program where
local Afghan doctors would work
side-by-side with the 555th FST.

“To me the most important thing,
the purpose of the program is to
treat the poorest of the poor,” said
Trombetta.

It also fosters a working
partnership between the local
Afghan doctors and the 555th FST.

“In order for us to go home we
need competent people who can
take over for us,” said Maj. J.
Stephen Birchfield,  173rd Airborne
Brigade Combat Team surgeon.

“So in essence we are providing
medical training for our Afghanistan
partners,” Birchfield said.

“This partnership makes it easy
to communicate with the JPHH,”
said Trombetta.

Every Sunday the 555th FST
gets a list of consultations from the
Afghan surgeons from JPHH.

Each week a different Afghan
surgeon and anesthesist from
JPHH are assigned to the FST clinic.
The local national patients with the
Afghan doctors come on the FOB,
and the patients are screened
Monday mornings. The doctors
perform surgery on Tuesday and
Wenesday.

“We have the capacity to
perform six operations a week here
fairly easily,” said Trombetta.  “The
goal is to have the program increase
through the winter as the trauma
tempo predictably drops.”

Dr. Obaid Dost, an Afghan

plastic surgeon says he likes what
he sees.

Obaid said, “A son of one of the
patients who was treated here said,
‘They are good kind people, even
better than our doctors.”

U.S Army doctors’ operating on
local Afghan citizens does not
change the fact that a war rages on.

While a little girl with an infected
bone fracture is being operated on,
and a young Afghan man with a
hand deformity from a childhood
burn waits calmly, an Afghanistan
Border Patrol Guard MEDEVACed
to FOB Fenty interrupts the tempo

with a serious gunshot wound.
Later the same day an American

Soldier, is also MEDEVACed in with
possible shoulder fractures.

“We are attempting to show
them that the Americans here want
to help them,” said Lt. Col. Patricia
A. Fortner, 555th FST commander.
“Maybe they will think a little bit
better of the Americans and
coalition troops.”

 “The real hero of this is
Maj.Trombetta,” said Birchfield.
“Trombetta went out of his way. He
saw a need and he saw a way to fill
the need.”

enthusiastic spectators, according
to Jackson.

“It was an exciting day for the
young boxers,” said Jackson, “It
was a proud day for the coaches
and Afghan elders who had the
opportunity to see the future of
Afghanistan display their courage,
sportsmanship, and dedication.”

During the tournament, another
teacher commented that sporting
events were not possible under
Taliban rule; he was excited to see
his students have opportunity to
compete freely without fear. He
plans to hold a similar volleyball
tournament in the near future.

ISAF service members also
supported the event as
paratroopers from D-Co., watched
the event.

Reporters from Kunar Television
video-taped the entire competition
for future broadcast and reporters
from BBC narrated the matches for
future radio broadcast.

Interpreter Sardar Mohameed
was visibly overwhelmed by the
event, stating that the  tournament
and the local support was “a sign
of prosperity for Afghanistan and a
sign of strengthen friendship with
America.”

Is smoking affecting your health or finances?
What is your two-mile time?  does your breath or
do your clothes smell like cigarettes?  what does
your financial portfoliio look like?  Why not make
money off those very same companies  that sell
tobacco products to you, instead of those
companies making money off you? Why allow
these companies to take advantage of your
addiction?

Let’s say you purchase 10 shares of Tobacco
Co. A  @ $70 per share. It has a dividend of $3.40
per share.  The cost is $700, plus a $10 commission
fee for a total of $710.  Each year, whether or not
the stock goes up or down in price, you will receive
$34 in dividends.  If you own 100 shares @ $7,000,
then you will receive $340 in dividends.  That is a 5
percent Return on Investment, beating the current
rates given on most savings/checking accounts by
70 percent.

If you buy Tobacco Co. B.  You will receive a $4
dividend per share.  The stock price is $60 per
share, but it started 2005 @ $40 per share.  It
skyrocketed by $37 dollars, or 35 percent, in 2006.
Could you use that type of money to send your
spouse or children to college?

Think about the money you spend on tobacco

products.  Cigarettes cost $4 per day, or $28 per
week, totaling $1,568 per year.  Instead of standing
out in the cold for smoke breaks, you could have
taken an annual trip to Cancun.  If you started to
invest in yourself (with a roth IRA) @ 22, instead of
cigarettes, your investment could be substantial.  If
you haven’t died of lung cancer due to lungs as
black as tar, you may be thinking ‘retirement.’ to
satisfy your ‘nicotine habit’, your nest egg isn’t
great, and your retirement is on hold.  What if you
had quit smoking and saved $4 per day over these 30
years?  You’d have $67,040.  Not too bad for
exercising a little discipline.  What if you made your
money grow by adding it to an IRA?

If you invested that $1,568 in stocks for 30 years
(using a Roth IRA to get tax-free growth) and
managed an average annual return of 8percent, you’d
have more than $500,000 by the time you were 50.
That’s’ like paying yourself half a million dollars not
to smoke. Half- million deaths  vs. half-million in
cash. It’s a no brainer.

Your Vicenza medical providers think long term.  If
you’re not well enough to enjoy retirement, what’s
the point? If you die, you lose all your military
retirement pay.  Stick around. Reap those benefits
that you’ve sown.  Think about it.  Who cares more
about your health and your hard-earned money than
you? Hopefully, no one.

Call the Vicenza Health Center Army Public Health
department (Raymond Hernandez) at 634-8010 to get
information on smoking cessation classes given
every Tuesday at 4 p.m. in the Vicenza Health Center
classroom.

 During the month of October
2007, three Soldiers were convicted
at courts-martial and two Soldiers
received non-judicial punishment
for driving under the influence of
alcohol and/or illegal drug use.  The
following is a break-down of the
punishments they received:

General Court-Martial: Pfc.
James Blanks, HHC, 173rd ABCT
(Rear), pled guilty at a general court
martial to the following charges:
absebt with out leave for 31 days;

intentionally missing the
movement of HHC, 173rd BSB; and
disobeying a superior
commissioned officer.

The military judge sentenced
Pfc. Blanks to: reduction to E-1,
forfeiture of $867 pay per month for
6 months, confinement for 6
months, and a bad-conduct
discharge.  In exchange for
pleading guilty, Pfc. Blanks will be
confined for a maximum of four
months.

Summary Courts-Martial.
 (1) Sgt. Jamar Robinson, HHC,

173rd (Rear), pled guilty to the
following charges: assaulting his

wife, communicating a threat to his
wife and self-injury.  Sgt. Robinson
was sentenced to reduction to E-4
and was administratively separated
from the service with a general
discharge.

(2) Sgt. 1st Class Irving Sosa,
HSC, USASETAF (ABN), pled
guilty to the charges of adultery and
false official statement.  He was
sentenced to reduction to E-6,
forfeiture of $1,029.90, restriction to
Caserma Ederle for 90 days.

Non-Judicial Punishment
(Article 15)

 (1)  Driving Under the Influence
of Alcohol (DUI):  One NCO
received punishment under Article

15 during this reporting period for
DUI.  Punishment included a
reduction to E-4, forfeiture of $1,031,
extra duty for 45 days, and
restriction for 30 days.

The Soldier’s vehicle was
impounded by the Military Police
and driving privileges were
suspended or revoked.  The Soldier
was also issued a reprimand by the
Commander, USASETAF (ABN).

(2) Drug Use and/or Possession:
One Soldier was punished under
Article 15 for the wrongful use of
marijuana.  Punishment included a
reduction to E-1 and forfeiture of
$650.  The offender is also pending
administrative separation.

The Vicenza Cougars completed
a season to remember.  After several
years in which the players, coaches
and fans wanted more, it all came
together in the 2007 season.

A post which has endured very
difficult times this year and
continue to do so with the Brigade
deployed in support of Operation
Enduring Freedom.

Taking a lot of minds off of the
deployment, the men of the Cougar
Varsity football team set out to give
everyone else something to focus
on.  It came in the way of a 4-2
regular season record and a
conference record of 2-1.  A shot at
the Division III championship
swayed in the grasp of the Cougars
right up until the final 2 minutes of
the game in Baumholder.

The Buccaneers went on to win
the championship game and
although the Cougars didn’t play
that  Saturday Vicenza players were
mentioned by the Buccaneers
players when interviewed after their
win over Rota.

All-European receiver Styles
commented, “I got popped by
Vicenza…I wasn’t going to drop
this one”.  Coaches and players
from both teams know that we play
a good game of football and it is
understood that next season teams
will be preparing for us knowing we
will come to play.

This season was one of many in
terms of accomplishments.  Perhaps
too many to single out individually
but we would be remiss if we did
not address those that were
recognized both locally and theater
wide.

Offensively the team provided
ample excitement racking up over
153 points of offense during the
regular season.  Defensively we
allowed an average of less than 21
points a game.  This was a big step
in the right direction for a team that
has had a difficult time stopping
opponents in the recent past.

The Cougars’ offensive line
provided key blocks and allowed
Vicenza running backs and their
