“We give at least $10,000 every
year to our ACS programs, $10,000 to
education, Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts,
and so many other community groups,
any private organization that has a valid

need and applies for a grant through our
Community Enrichment program.”
$60,000 donations

The VCC funneled about $60,000
from their fundraising efforts back into
the Caserma Ederle community. Hartless
explained that the community’s Thrift
Shop helps fund VCC’s giving.

“Net proceeds from the Thrift Shop
go to the club’s operating expenses and
our Community Enrichment programs,”
she said.

But the time and labor that goes into
ensuring VCC has successful and
profitable fundraisers depends heavily on
its unpaid workers.

“None of this would be possible
without the help of volunteers. Every
program that the VCC runs is staffed by

volunteers, and almost all the funds that
the VCC raised was raised by
volunteers,” said VCC President Sherri
Funk.

She said hundreds of volunteers are
needed to make the Festa Italia Bazaar
a success and urged anyone who would

post offices in Germany have had for
many years—incoming and outgoing mail
delivered directly to our facilities
doorstep,” said Postal Service Center
postmaster Matthew Stanley.

What this means for community
members is more efficient storage and
care of the mail, said Stanley, “and no
more man hours transporting mail back
and forth to the Venice airport.”

He said community members who
recently received wet packages can rest
easy. “Where we received our mail
before at the Marco Polo airport, the
storage facility for incoming and outgoing
cargo at the S.A.V.E. terminal was
limited, thus airline containers for our mail
were stored outside temporarily and
subjected to outside weather conditions,”
said Stanley. “The new drop-and-pick
system allows our mail to go straight to
Malpensa airport which is a much larger
facility, fully capable of proper storage
and handling of our mail under cover.

Stanley said the ultimate goal is to
process mail more efficiently, but asks
community members to be patient during
the transition period.

“Transit times will be analyzed to
determine how fast mail is flowing in and
ut,” he explained. “When outgoing
stateside mail was sent through Venice
airport, only a direct flight to JFK airport
was available so your mail had to be
transferred to other hubs from JFK. The
Malpensa airport will provide us the
opportunity to send mail straight to the
five existing gateways JFK, MIA, ORD,
DFW, and SFO.”

The standard delivery time for U.S.
first class and priority mail is within 24
hours of receipt. “We think an attainable
goal is to have all first class mail and
package slips placed in our community
mailboxes by noon,” said Stanley. “All
third and fourth class mail (periodicals,
newspapers and solicitations) should be
completed by 3 p.m. daily.”

And while the postal service center
works to ensure quick deliveries, Stanley
urged community members to keep
holiday shipping deadlines in mind for
timely receipt:

Express mail Dec. 18

A fire broke out in the Camp
Darby vehicle storage area at
about 4 p.m.

Explore library from comfort of your desk

Ordering free books, DVDs and videogames online has never
been easier since the new automation system and online catalog
Army Library Web site was released Sept. 30.

“The new Library Automation System “Millennium” (that
includes circulation, Ills, acquisitions, cataloging and a new on-line
card catalog) offers our patrons an easier and more complete way
to search for library materials and find related information,” said
Debra Lomi, Camp Darby librarian specialist. “The customers will
be now more independent in ordering and renewing their library
materials.”

The modernized Web site, www.library.eur.army.mil, has many
new features, technologies and items online like the latest videogames
and Wii games, along with a search engine for Blu-Ray movies.

“Gamers now have the opportunity to check games in the library
inter-loan system which allows them the chance to test the items
out before buying in order to avoid wasting money if they don’t like
the game,” said Lomi.

Another premier element is the ability to download and stream
videos under their “Watch e-videos” section.

The link can be a little hard to find, www.library.eur.army.mil/
recommendations/audiobooks/index.htm, and if you are trying
to access it from a government computer, it is currently blocked in
Europe due to streaming video. However, as long as you have your
library barcode, you can stream videos from the comfort of your
home.

“This an important feature for those who like to watch TV and
videos online because many stateside video streaming sites will not

let ISP and computers from outside of America download the
videos,” said USAG Livorno Webmaster Vincenzo Leto.

New technologies are also being offered by Army Europe
Libraries with the playaway systems, the newest format of audio
book. Playaway books looks like a deck of cards and comes with
ear plugs and a battery. It’s extremely portable and is the next
generation in audio books.

Lomi said “the new library Web site is another way the Army
General Library Program and the Family, Morale, Welfare and
Recreation Command show their support for the Army Family
Covenant.”
