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Health center starts flu immunizations;
Novel HIN1 vaccine arriving late fall

USAG Vicenza Health Center & ERMC

The health center kicked offits flu prevention program last month
and are offering two types of vaccine to the community:

B The nasal-spray — a vaccine made with live, weakened flu
viruses that do not cause the flu (sometimes called LAIV for live
attenuated influenza vaccine or FluMist). LAIV (FluMist) is
approved for use in healthy people 2-49 years of age who are not
pregnant.

B The flu shot — an inactivated vaccine (containing a killed
virus) that is given with a needle, usually in the arm. The flu shot is
approved for use in infants 6-24 months, those 50 years and older,
and people with chronic medical conditions.

According to Vicenza health officials, the vaccine for the Novel
HINT1 influenza will arrive later this fall and the health center will
launch a campaign to get it to the community. In the meantime,
officials advise community members to take the following steps to
stay healthy:

B Get your regular flu vaccine (nasal spray or shot) by visiting
the health center.

B Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or
sneeze. Throw the tissue in the trash after you use it.

B Wash hands often with soap and water, especially after you
cough or sneeze. If soap and water are not available, use an alcohol-
based hand rub.

W Avoid touching eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread that way.

B Stay home if you get sick. CDC recommends that you stay
home from work or school and limit contact with others to keep
from infecting them.

" HiIN1 Q&A

Q: Is H1N1 the same as the seasonal flu?

No. Novel H1N1 (referred to as “swine flu” early on) is a new
influenza virus causing illness in people. This new virus was first
detected in people in the United States in April 2009. This virus is
spreading from person to person worldwide, probably in much the
same way that regular seasonal influenza viruses spread. On June
11, 2009, the World Health Organization (WHO) signaled that a
pandemic of novel HIN1 flu was underway.

Q: How severe is illness associated with novel H1N1?

A: lliness with the new H1N1 virus has ranged from mild to severe.
While most people who have been sick have recovered without
needing medical treatment, hospitalizations and deaths from infection
with this virus have occurred. About 70 percent of people who have
been hospitalized with this novel H1N1 virus have had one or more
medical conditions previously recognized as placing people at “high
risk” of serious seasonal flu-related complications.

Kids are entertained
by the fresh orange juice machine and
enjoy the thick hot chocolate that Imbesi
mixes up to order.

A man of few words who wasn’t sure
about the publicity of a newspaper article,
Imbesi seems content in his second
career.

Ready to tie the knot?
Proof of legal status now
needed to marry in ltaly

U.S. citizens who want to get
married in Italy now have to
produce evidence of their legal
status in Italy, according to
Michela Ferrara, Camp Darby
soggiorno technician.

“Active duty service
members now need a copy of
their military orders and their
dependents and civilians will
need their permesso di
soggiorno if they wish to get
married in Italy,” said Ferrara.
“Fiancés who come from the
States to get married in Italy
have to report to the Italian
immigration office first and
obtain a tourist permesso di
soggiorno (tourist permit of
stay in Italy) before they can
start the procedure to get
married.”

She said city hall will turn down
those who do not comply with
the new rule; however the
temporary receipt issued by the
Italian immigration office in lieu
of the actual soggiorno is
accepted by city hall as evidence
of legal status in Italy.

For those who wish to get

married in Livorno, they will
need two witnesses, and in Pisa
they will need five witnesses.
Those interested in getting
married in Italy should visit
www.usembassy.it for the
complete listing of rules and
procedures.
