The Chief of Staff of the Army met with 
family members, toured new and renovated 
facilities, and was briefed by U.S. Army 
Africa leadership during a visit to U.S.

Gen. George W. Casey Jr., returning to 
the United States after visiting troops in 
Afghanistan, met with 35 family support 
group leaders in Davis Hall after touring the 
garrison’s recently dedicated health center 
and primary education complex.

“This is like a walk down memory 
lane,” Casey told the family members, who 
gathered for an update and a question-and-

answer session with the CSA. 

He gave family members an update on 
the 173rd Airborne Brigade Combat Team, 
which is presently nearing the end of a 
deployment in Afghanistan, discussed the 
increase of rest time between deployments 
and addressed concerns regarding expected 
cuts in the Department of Defense budget.

“I was with the brigade Wednesday. They 
have made great progress over the course of 
the past year, remarkable progress,” Casey 
said. 

Perhaps the best news for the attentive 
family members was the arrival of the 10th 
Mountain Division’s 4th Brigade advance 
party on the ground in Afghanistan. The

division is scheduled to take over from 
the 173rd, which will return to Vicenza 
over the course of the next several 
months.

“They’re on their way,” Casey told the 
family members. “I just want to say thank 
you to the Soldiers and family members 
here in Vicenza. You’ve carried a heavy 
burden over the last several years, and 
we thank you for your service.”

Addressing other issues, upcoming 
budget cuts across the Department of 
Defense have been anticipated for some 
time, Casey said, endeavoring to put a 
projected $10 billion reduction in over 
all outlays into perspective.

“I have told them: Hands off the 
family programs. We have doubled 
family programs since 2007. That’s the 

first thing I want to tell you: Don’t worry 
about the money,” Casey said.

He expects the total Army force to be 
in a better state of balance by the end of 
next year, a combined result of increased 
enlistment and an increase in rest time for 
Soldiers between deployments.

The authorization to add 75,000 
Soldiers to the ranks, made several years 
ago, has been augmented by the support 
of Secretary of Defense Robert Gates 
to authorize another 22,000 under the 
present administration, he said.

“You’ll see that impact, along with 
the reduction in Iraq,” he told the family 
members. 

The increase in dwell time in between 
deployments, increasing from 12 months 
to 18-24 months, will also have a 
beneficial effect. “That’s the most 

important thing we needed to do to get 
ourselves back in balance,” Casey said.

Casey said he was impressed by 
improvements to the infrastructure and 
range of services built by the garrison 
over the past few years. 

“I was in the first company that came 
from Germany to here in 1973, so it’s 
changed a lot,” he said.

“Holy, Mac!  I just saw the health 
center, the new elementary and middle 
school, and the barracks renovations 
taking place here. I thought it was Gen. 
Hogg’s house when I drove up,” Casey 
quipped.

 “The last thing is, we remain 
absolutely committed to the Family 
Covenant, and delivering on it,” Casey 
said, before opening the floor up for 
questions and comments.

He met later with U.S. Army Africa 
Commander, Maj. Gen. David R. Hogg, 
for a briefing on U.S. Army Africa, the 
force’s newest Army Service Component 
Command.

“This really allows us to focus on 
the land forces in Africa in a way we’ve 
never been able to do before. Over the 
next few years, one of things you’ll see 
is a Regimental Brigade Combat Team 
that’s focused on Africa. That’s going 
to really ramp up our abilities,” he said.

Casey also met briefly with AFN 
South and U.S. Army Africa journalists 
before beginning his journey back to the 
United States.

w Remove masks before crossing 
streets.
w Be aware of cars that may be 

turning into or backing out of driveways.
w  Children should know to never 

go into a stranger’s house.
w Walk - do not run - from house 

to house. Do not cross yards and lawns 
where unseen objects or the uneven 
terrain can present tripping hazards. 

Safety tips for parents
w Accompany children younger 

than 12.  For older kids, know the route 
they’ll take and who will be with them. 
Tell children what time to return home 
or when to meet at a meeting point.
w Explain to children the difference 

between tricks and vandalism.
w Instruct children not to eat treats 

until they return home and you have a 
chance to inspect those treats.  When in 
doubt, throw it out.
w Give children an early meal 

before going out.  
Costume safety
w Costumes should be made of 

flame retardant material.

w If it’s cold, children should 
wear warm clothes under or over their 
costume. Have rain wear handy.
w Costumes should be made of a 

bright material. Children should carry 
a flashlight or have reflective strips on 
the costume, so they can be seen. Bags 
or sacks carried by youngsters should 
be light-colored or trimmed with retro-
reflective tape if children are allowed 
out after dark. 
w Costumes should not include high 

heel shoes or long dangling pieces that 
a child may trip over, and should be 
short enough to prevent children from 
tripping and falling.
w  Knives, swords and other 

accessories should be made from 
cardboard or flexible materials. Do not 
allow children to carry sharp objects. 
w Masks can obstruct a child’s 

vision. Use facial make-up instead.  If 
masks are worn, they should have nose 
and mouth openings and large eye holes.

 w  Use caution with facial make-up.  
Don’t use anything on the face that isn’t 
intended for skin.  If face paint has a bad 
smell, the FDA recommends throwing 

it away.  Don’t use it near the eyes and 
test for allergic reactions in advance.  
Children should not sleep with face 
paint on or wear it too long.

Villaggio residents
w Residents should remove all 

obstacles from their lawn and steps to 
prevent children from being injured.
w 	 Turn on lights, both inside and 

out, to help prevent injuries.
w Keep dogs and other pets away 

from doors so children will not become 
frightened. 
w Candlelit jack-o-lanterns should 

be kept clear of doorsteps and landings.  
Consider the possibility of using 
flashlights instead of candles to light 
them.
w If you have Halloween inflatables 

in your yard, ensure a safe walkway 
is maintained and  anchor lines  are 
easily identified.  If you identify any 
additional hazards then take immediate 
corrective action to mitigate or eliminate 
the hazard.

Have you ever thought 
about how much energy 
you can save with some 
small steps and simple 
actions? 

T h e  f i g u r e s  w i l l 
probably surprise you.  
You can easily cut your 
energy bills by several 
hundred dollars a year with 
small changes.

Cutting energy costs 
saves the garrison funds 
that can be used to support mission and quality of life 
projects.

But how can you achieve these savings?  A good 
starting point is to turn off lights when you leave a room 
for more than 10 minutes, and you switch off your TV, 
computer and office equipment when not in use.

Another simple action is to keep your thermostat a 
bit closer to the outdoor temperature to save fuel and 
electricity.  It should be 74 degrees Fahrenheit (23 
degrees Celsius) or more in the summer and around 

65 degrees Fahrenheit 
(18 degrees Celsius) in 
the winter.  

You can also swap 
incandescent lamps for 
CFL and LED lights.  
New generation light 
bulbs are up to five 
times more efficient and 
are safer to use.  Don’t 
forget that, even in the 
wintertime, you can 
usually use natural light 
for at least a few hours a 
day in Italy.

Last but not least, 
purchasing Energy Star Certified equipment (a 
requirement for federal facilities) or ECO-labeled 
equipment might have a bit higher cost up front, but 
will save you a lot of money during the life span of 
the equipment.

Being dimmer can make a difference

U.S. Army Garrison Livorno is 
committed to enhancing its energy 
efficiency by making sure that energy-
saving technologies are incorporated into 
infrastructure improvements. 

Camp Darby’s newest renovated 
facility, the post library, will be saving 
energy with the new generation of 
dimmable ballast florescent lighting, 
according to Tom Walker, the Department 
of Public Works director.

“New efficient lighting fixtures can 
operate at reduced power levels as 
regulated by a light level sensor when 
natural light is available for normal 
office tasks,” said Walker. “This system 
can save up to 30% of electrical energy 
over traditional on-off lighting systems 
based on case studies and manufacturer’s 
literature.” 

Walker adds that DPW is also 
installing the lighting system in other 
building renovation projects, on Camp 
Darby at the DOL/MWR warehouse 
offices, and on the depot in one of the 
3/405th AFSB office buildings.

“The new generation of dimmable 
ballast florescent lighting (older versions 
are either on or off) is particularly good 
for South facing offices that receive more 

sunlight throughout the year and for areas 
with clear story windows (those above 
normal window height),” explained 
Walker.

For employees who work in offices 
without the latest lighting technology, 
they may discover the amount of light at 
their desk has not decreased appreciably 
when they turn off the lights in the office 
during the daytime.  

In order to use natural light more 
efficiently: paint walls light reflective 
colors (white is the best); keep window 
blinds rolled up, except to control too 
much sun light and overheating; and if 
possible locate your desk at an angle to 
windows, both to reduce glare on your 
computer screen and avoid shadows on 
your desk work area.

“Whether you have dimmable 
florescent lighting or use natural lighting, 
Camp Darby employees can help the 
Army save energy,” said Walker.
