CASERMA EDERLE, Vicenza,
Italy — The 173rd Airborne Brigade
Combat Team lost three of its
paratroopers this past week.

Sgt. 1st Class Matthew D.
Blaskowski, 27, from Levering,
Michigan, died Sept. 23 in
Asadabad, Afghanistan, of
wounds suffered when insurgents
attacked his unit using small arms
fire during combat operations.

Blaskowski was a member of
Battle Company, 2nd Battalion

(Airborne), 503rd Infantry, 173rd
ABCT.

Pfc. Christopher F. Pfeifer, 21, of
Spalding, Neb., died Sept. 25 in San
Antonio of wounds suffered when
insurgents attacked his unit using
small arms fire Aug. 17 near Kamu,
Afghanistan.

Pfeifer was assigned to the 1st
Squadron, 91st Cavalry Regiment,
173rd ABCT, Schweinfurt, Germany

Pfc. Mathew D. Taylor, 21, of
Cameron Park, Calif., died Sept. 26

in San Antonio of wounds
sustained when an improvised
explosive device detonated near
his vehicle July 23 in Sarobi
District, Afghanistan. Taylor was
assigned to the 1st Battalion
(Airborne), 503rd Infantry, 173rd
ABCT, Vicenza, Italy.

A memorial ceremony for
Blaskowski and Taylor is tentatively
scheduled at Caserma Ederle
Chapel, Wed., Oct. 10. Services for
the Pfeifer has not yet been set.

13th MPs earn Italian

FORLI, Italy-Its not very often
that Soldiers can claim that they
were the very first to do something,
but the Soldiers from the 13th
Military Police Company have
earned the bragging rights, along
with a new set of Italian Air Assault
wings.

The 66th Infantry Regiment,
Aeromobile in Forli, Italy put 18
Soldiers through the nine-day Air
Assault course where Soldiers
learned rappelling skills, mount
and dismount on helicopters, and
finished with a nine mile road
march.

“The Italians are very
passionate about their air assault
course. The training went very
smoothly and was very safe and
professional”, said Sgt. Ist Class
Kenton Peterson.

While the 66th Infantry
Regiment has a long history, the air
assault capability is only six years
old and it is the only air assault unit
in the Italian army.

“A lot of their training is based
on U.S. doctrine so it is very similar
to our training, just a little more laid
back”, said Peterson.

Yet another first went to Sgt.
Melissa Potter who had the honor
of being the first and only American
female to complete the training.

“I feel very honored to do this. 1
did not know that this was the first
Italian air assault course. I just
thought it would be some good
training and it’s a good partnership
with the Italian Army. It strengthens
our bond,” said Potter.“I’m excited
to be the first female to go through
this course.”

No other foreign nation has
previously participated in this joint
training with the Italian Army and
in today’s coalition deployments;

the need to understand each other
is greater than it has ever been, the
Soldiers stated.

New school
complex contract

awarded

CASERMA EDERLE, Vicenza,
Italy — Naval Facilities
Engineering Command
announced the award for a new
school complex Sept. 25.

The contract was awarded to
construction company CMC di
Ravenna, from Ravenna, Italy.
The amount of the award is $50
million (€45 Million).

The construction will
include the building of a new
child development Center,
elementary and middle schools.
The school complex will be built
on Villagio della Pace and will
provide capacity for
approximately 350 CDC
students, 1,000 elementary
students, 300 middle school
students, music and art
classrooms, a gymnasium and
special education areas.

The facilities will replace the
aging buildings on Caserma
Ederle with modern,
environmentally responsible
structures and sports fields in
the American housing area.
About 100 of the older row
houses will be demolished to
provide space for the campus.

Later projects will include a
new high school at the same
site. The projects will ultimately
lead to more green space on both
Villaggio della Pace and on
Caserma Ederle.

Construction is to begin this
winter and is scheduled to be
completed summer 2010.

Sciannamea with a certificate of
appreciation for his hard work and
dedication ensuring the Americans
could get everything they needed
out of the instruction.

“We had very good
results from the training and we
would like to repeat this again in
the future. This training helps build
cooperation between our two
nations,” said Sciannamea.

While the U.S. Soldiers were
training in Forli, 18 Italian
infantrymen came to Caserma
Ederle to live the life of an American
Soldier for eight days. The Soldiers
from the 66" were trained and
certified for Combatives Level I,
conducted Military Operations
Urban Terrain training, and
qualified on the M-4 Carbine,
earning U.S. Army marksmanship
badges that they will be able to
wear on their uniforms.

The Italians learned that in the
US Army the days begin early and
the pace of the day is demanding.
Maresciallo Ordinario (Chief
Warrant Officer) Mario Nunziata
said, “Now I understand why
Americans have so much for
breakfast. They get up early and
train hard to work up such an
appetite before breakfast.”

“These guys learned a lot in a
very short time.” said Pfc. Sean
Thomas a 13" MP Co Soldier who
acted as an interpreter during the
training. “They were very

motivated and I think they also had
a lot of fun training here.”

For the Italians the chance to
learn some of the skills such as hand-
to-hand combat and MOUT was a
great opportunity. In Italy they do
not have the structures to perform
MOUT training, and yet they are
fighting along side us in
Afghanistan and Iraq.

“For us Italians this training is
very important.” said Nunzaita.
“Before in Iraq I was afraid of hand-
to-hand combat. Now I have
confidence, and the knowledge to
defend myself.”

The training ended for the
Italians with a graduation ceremony
where they were presented their
marksmanship badges, a SETAF
Certificate of Training, and the
Combatives Level 1 Training
certificate.

“There is no doubt that the
friendships made during this joint
endeavor are sure to leave a lasting
impression that will sustain the
warrior spirit of all these Soldiers for

alifetime.” said Sgt. 1st Class Steven
Hahn, 13th MP Co. Operations
Sergeant.

Both units would like to conduct
more of this type of training in the
future. The importance of

understanding other cultures and
being able to train with allies has
benefited members of both armies
personally and professionally, said
Hahn.

Practice your escape plan

Safety message from
Giancarlo Fattori

At one time or another, it’s
happened to all of us: You’rein a
public setting -maybe shopping at
the mall or eating at a restaurant-
when suddenly the fire alarm
sounds. The first thing you do is
look around to see what everyone
else does, if anything. According
to experts at the nonprofit National
Fire Protection Association, this
hesitation may be a common
response, but it could prove
deadly.

Too often, people don’t react
when a fire alarm sounds.
Particularly in public settings,
people tend to wait to see how
others respond; we know from
tragic fire incidents that quick,
decisive response is often what
makes the difference between life

and death in a fire.

This year National Fire
Prevention Week, Oct. 7-13, the
theme is: “Practice your escape
plan”. This is to help change the
public’s attitude toward fire alarms
in their house and public settings,
making everybody aware how
important it is to know your “way
out” anywhere you are.

The USAG Vicenza Fire Chief
and our Fire and Emergency
Services Division strongly support
these efforts to improve public
responsiveness, and stress the
importance of escape planning in
any location.

“No matter where you are, or
what type of building you’re in, ifa
fire breaks out, it’s too late to start
developing a plan,” says Chief
Fattori. “You’ve got to know how
to respond immediately in a variety
of situations, and take early
warning signs of fire seriously”.

An important component of this

year’s Fire Prevention week
campaign will focus on smoke
detection and home escape, since
NFPA estimates that approximately
80% of all U.S. fire deaths occur in
the home. In addition, this year’s
theme will address instances where
it may be safer to stay where you
are if a fire occurs, such as in some
high-rise buildings.

Chief Fattori urges everyone to
develop home escape plans with all
members of the household, and to
practice fire drills regularly. He says
an adequate escape plan for one
and two family dwellings includes
everyone in the household
knowing two ways out of every
room, establishing an outdoor
location in front of the home where
everyone will meet upon exiting,
and knowing the emergency
number of the local (115) and
installation fire department (0444-
718911), which should be contacted
immediately from a nearby phone.

This fire happened in a Vicenza military rental quarters just last week.

Kitchen fire safety tips

If a grease fire erupts in a pan on top of the stove, carefully slide a lid
over the pan to smother the flames. This action will extinguish most stove

top fires.

Never attempt to remove the burning pan or pot from the stove to the
outside. Many fires have spread and serious burns occurred by individuals
dropping the flaming oil. Never apply water to a grease fire.

Turn the controls off and close the door tightly if the fire is in the oven.

This will smother the flames.

Always keep pot handles turned inward and away from the edge of the

stove.

Always keep flammable fabrics such as towels, dish rags, curtains and
loose fitting clothing away from the stovetop and burners.

National Disability Employment Awareness month

This month, we
celebrate their accomplishments
and reaffirm our commitment to
ensuring that the opportunities of
America are available and
accessible to every citizen.”-Pres.
George W. Bush

October is National Disability
Employment Awareness Month, a
time to recognize both the
contributions made by workers
with disabilities and the
employment barriers still present.
We can help increase awareness
by learning about the experiences
of these often overlooked
American workers.

The U.S. Census Bureau
estimates that 49.7 million
Americans have at least one
disability. This large number shows
that disability issues need to be on
the minds of the general public.

People with targeted disabilities
are losing ground in Federal
employment. They are less than
one-percent of the Federal
workforce. Targeted disabilities
include deafness, blindness,
missing extremities, paralysis,
seizure disorders, distortion of
limbs or spine, mental illness and
severe or intellectual impairments.

Disability issues in America
encompass social and political
rights, social inclusion and
citizenship. The country as a whole
has made progress over the years
in recognizing disability issues, but
there are still barriers to full social
inclusion.

In the realm of employment in
particular, persons with disabilities
have trouble receiving appropriate
recognition. They are often
overlooked for positions or

promotions, perhaps because
employers assume the
accommodations — such as

computer screen reading software
for a person without vision and
interpreter relay services for a
person without hearing — will be too

difficult or costly. Quite the
contrary, as the Defense
Department’s Computer/Electronics
Accommodations Program (CAP)
purchases and delivers hardware,
software and services needed by
disabled employees to function in
the workplace. CAP partners with
64 other federal agencies, including
Veterans Affairs.

Barriers to social inclusion can
also be caused by attitudes of
people without disabilities. Like
many other negative social
attitudes, these can be the result of
underexposure to the situation. A
person without a disability may be
uncomfortable interacting with
those with disabilities out of a fear
of not acting appropriately.

It is important to recognize the
contributions, skills, and talents of
people with disabilities not just
during this designated month but
throughout the year. There will be
National Disability Employment
Awareness Month events on
Caserma Ederle throughout October
to give us the push we need to think
about these issues. These events
will also help us take some time as a
military community to appreciate
the efforts of those workers with
disabilities who hold a special place
in our hearts; disabled veterans and
the Army’s wounded warriors.

It’s chestnut season

October is the month for
chestnut hunting when Italian
families take to the forests armed
with plastic bags and gardening
gloves to gather the prickly burrs
from under the trees.

Because they are so abundant,
good chestnut hunting grounds are
not subject to the same type of
tight-lipped secrecy that good
mushroom spots tend to encourage
and you won’t have any problem in
finding a forest floor crammed with
ripe chestnuts.

So, what can you do with your
haul once you have put down your
hours in the woods? For the most
simple and traditional solution, you
can roast the chestnuts over an
open fire (or in the special chestnut
pans) to obtain the much-loved
“caldarroste.”

However, if you end up with a
real glut, you can either boil them
to serve as a side dish: cover large,
sound-looking chestnuts in a large
pan with a small amount of salt, a

bay leaf and, if desired, fennel
seeds. Cover with cold water and
cook over moderate heat until soft.

Discard any chestnuts that float to
the top.

to use them in a sweet or savory
purée or in a dessert dish, you
should first make a small incision in
each shell and then blanch the
chestnuts in boiling water for 10
minutes. You then remove them
from the heat, drain, and remove the
tough outer shell. To remove the
fiddly inner membrane more easily,
cook for another 10 minutes in fresh
boiling water; drain and peel. At
this point, you can either glaze them
in butter or sauté them briefly in
flour and butter and then deglaze
with white vinegar and cook for 10
minutes.

For delicious desserts, you
should cook the peeled chestnuts
in milk and vanilla extract and then
purée them. Then add sugar and
some brandy and cook until
thickened.

By pushing the purée through a
potato ricer and making a soft
mountain, you have the basis of the
famed dessert Montebianco, which
is then topped with whipped cream.
Alternatively you can make
chestnut soufflé, mousse, or
bavarese.

The list is really endless; all you
have to do is go out there and start
gathering.

There again for couch potatoes,
chestnuts are readily available in
the supermarkets where you can
also find farina di castagne
(chestnut flour) for your cakes.
