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The first day of school is just around the corner, so remember that the zone in front of the school is only
10 kph. Drive slowly in the area and watch for children crossing the street. There will be plenty of
congestion with buses and cars. Buses have priority when loading and unloading. Always yield to
pedestrians in the crosswalks and remind your children of the basic rules for safely crossing the street.

Italians handle vehicle maintenance during deployment

When a unit deploys, not all of
its equipment and vehicles deploy
with it. However, even equipment
left behind needs to be properly
maintained.

This is the case when the 173rd
Airborne Brigade Combat Team
deployed, leaving behind vehicles
that still required maintenance.

Defense Support Services (DS2),
a subcontractor hired to repair and
maintain the brigade equipment to
standard, under the oversight of
SETAF G4, is working to rectify the
situation by maintaining the
vehicles until the return of the 173rd
ABCT in the summer of 2008.

To help DS2 maintain the
equipment to standard, 22 local
nationals have been hired.

“The Army policy is to maintain
all equipment at a 10/20 standard,”
said Maj. Norbert Fochs, SETAF G4
maintenance chief. “That standard
will ensure all vehicles are ready to
g0 on a contingency operation
within 90 days following the 173d
redeployment.”

“The 10/20 standard means the
vehicle is fully mission capable with
all faults corrected and that all
modification work orders have been
applied,” explained Fochs.

DS2 had several workers
brought in from Germany and the
United States to help with vehicle
maintenance, but with Italy’s
Soggiorno laws, they were only
allowed to stay a short time.

So DS2 looked to hire a more
permanent workforce that could
remain during the entire
deployment.

SETAF announces
Health Service Genter
contract award

CASERMA EDERLE, Vicenza, Italy
— U.S. Army Southern European
Task Force (Airborne) announces
the award of a contract to build an
Enhanced Health Service Center on
Caserma Ederle to a joint venture
with construction firms Bilfinger/
Berger from Germany and Pizzarotti
from Italy.

The contract, worth
approximately 30 million euro, was
awarded by U.S. Naval Facilities
Engineering Command Aug. 16.

The new health service center,
which has an estimated completion
date of April 2010, will consolidate
the aging dental, health-care and
social work facilities currently
scattered throughout the base into
a single, environmentally friendly
building that will exceed required
environmental standards.

The clinic will employ Italian
doctors, nurses and support staff
alongside their American
counterparts to serve Soldiers and
their families in out-patient and
birthing services. American military
personnel and their families will still
continue to rely on the San Bortolo
hospital in Vicenza for the same
quality health care they currently
receive there.
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Accio Mario, an Italian mechanic employed by DS2, checks the engine of one of the Humvees left behind
by the 173d Airborne Brigade Combat Team when they deployed to Afghanistan earlier this year.
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“It’s about longevity,” said
Kenneth Alexander, DS2 project
manager. “Once we have the local
Italians trained to maintain the
vehicles to military standards, we
won’t have to worry about them
leaving.”

Having a stable work force is key
for the DS2.

“To have a workforce that isn’t
turning over is critical” said
Alexander. “It is difficult to get the
job done when people are leaving
as soon as they are properly
trained.”

There have been some
difficulties in the hiring process for

the DS2. Because of the Italian
Soggiorno laws, they can only hire
people with proper Italian work
visas.

“There was a military spouse I
really wanted to hire,” said
Alexander, “but because she didn’t
have the proper Italian work visa, I
couldn’t hire her.”

The Americans who come here
to work on the project can only stay
for three months, and the Germans
can only stay six months.

“However, the Germans and
Americans who work with us have
worked on military vehicles
before,” said Alexander, “so they

are key in helping train the Italian
nationals to our standards.”

Training the Italians on Army
standards could help both Italians
and the military in the long run.

“This work is giving them
valuable experience,” said Fochs.
“If there is a need to increase full-
time local national support in Vicenza
once the entire 173rd ABCT re-
locates to Italy, there will be an
experienced worker pool from which
to choose.”

“Utilizing Italian Local National
mechanics to maintain the 173rd
LBE is a win/win for today and into
the future,” said Fochs.

Chaplain’s corner

“The thing I’ll remember
forever,” recounts retired Maj.
Gen. Fred Haynes about the
raising of the flag at Iwo Jima, “was
the courage and guts of the kids.”
They were kids, but they were also
heroes.”

Merriam-Webster’s Collegiate
Dictionary defines a hero as an
illustrious warrior, one who shows
great courage. What most Soldiers
know is that the most courageous
warriors on the battlefield are not
those who have no fear, but those

who are most honest to
acknowledge how scared they
really are.

For example, paratroopers who
have a fear of heights, whose
knees shake as the green light goes
on, and yet they jump out of the
aircraft. Paratroopers know the
danger. They have a healthy fear
of it, but steadfastly they set their
face to the task. Why? Because
of courage.

We exalt the courage exhibited
on the battlefield. And what
magnificent courage we have
seen.

The hospital chaplain in
Bagdad shared with me that one
of my paratroopers, a young
sergeant who was critically
wounded, was medevaced. As the
medics were wheeling him into the
emergency room, he motioned for
the chaplain to come over to his
litter. The chaplain thought that
the paratrooper was going to

request prayer. Instead, the young
sergeant told the chaplain that his
prayers were answered that
morning.

With a startled look on the
chaplain’s face, the sergeant went
on to explain that he had prayed
prior to his convoy that if anything
happened that day it would
happen to him and not to any of
his Soldiers.

I recall yet another image of
courage. While President Bush
was at Fort Bragg, he met with
families who had a loved one killed
inaction. A young Army sergeant,
the father of four children, was
killed in Iraq.

While the President met with
the family the young widow held
back tears as he said, “You are a
brave young woman.” She replied,
“Mr. President, I have to be brave
because he was brave.”

Here is another kind of courage
not too often recognized, a young
woman going home to be the sole
parent of four children. Often, this
courage demands greater
gallantry than on the battlefield.

The Lord God assured Joshua
prior to going into battle, “Be
strong and courageous. Do not be
terrified; do not be discouraged,
for the Lord your God will be with
you wherever you go.” (Joshua
1:9) Our Soldiers and families are
truly heroes because they have
shown great courage. In times of
difficulty, let each of us remember
to be strong and courageous
because God is with us.

Vicenza schools on Villaggio Della Pace

It’s enough to make one want to
revert to their childhood:

Eric Weisel, child and Youth

Services coordinator, “but they are
a combined CDC/SAS facility
making it convenient for parents
who have children in both age
groups to drop off and pick up
children in just one stop.”

“We also have the added
advantage of being located next
door to the new elementary and
middle schools,” said Weisel. “This
makes it convenient for school-age
children to come and go from the
school to our facilities.

The new CDC will accommodate
198 children and SAS has room for
150 children, according to Weisel.

The joint facility will also share
a large, fully-equipped kitchen with
office space and staff training room.

Going To The Bus Stop

1.Be at your stop five minutes before bus
arrives.

2.Walk to bus stop using sidewalks and
crosswalks.

3.Stay three feet away from the curb.

4.Never walk in front or behind the bus.

Behavior at the Bus Stop

1. Stay three giant steps away from the
curb and wait for the bus to arrive.

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Keeping children safe top concern for school transportation

Responsibilities for maintaining a safe and
secure school bus transportation is a joint
responsibility involving the Department of
Defense Education Activity, military
communities, students and their families.

Parents of students under the age of 10
years old (off post) and 9 years old (on post)
are required to be physically present at the
bus stop during the morning and afternoon
runs.

Suspension or loss or riding privileges
could result in non-compliance with DoDDS
directives.

These responsibilities are particularly
important when they pertain to children under
the age of 9 (on post) and 10 years old (off
post). Students in this category have been
issued Pink bus passes to identify them to
our drivers and security guides as requiring
special attention.

The Vicenza Student Transportation
Office has concerns and wants to assist
parents in arriving at an appropriate solution
for complying with this policy. Here are some
options available if you are unable to escort
your child to (and remain with while bus
arrives and loads) and from the bus stop.

If you have a neighbor who normally
escorts his or her children, perhaps you could
take turns escorting each other’s children.
This requires the parent to send an e-mail or
stop by the Transportation Office so we can

make an authorization card with names of
persons authorized to pickup your children
from the bus stop.

If your child has an older (10 years old
and older) sibling, parents may designate this
sibling as the individual responsible to escort
the younger sibling.

Parents and sponsors who choose to place
the responsibility on an older sibling, must
ensure this child knows he or she must wait
by the door after disembarking for their
younger sibling.

Please remember that if a parent,
authorized adult, or older sibling isn’t at the
bus stop to pickup the child, the only
alternative is to return your child to the STO
as indicated in the Vicenza Policy
Memorandum 06-13, Standards of Conduct
for Students Riding DoDDS School Buses.

The STO must insist any child requiring
adult supervision be released to the
respective adult, authorized person or older
sibling at the door of the bus. To do otherwise
leaves the possibility of the child straying
into unsafe territory and risking serious harm.
As in the scholastic arena, parents are the
most advocates for student success and
safety.

The STO contractors, drivers and safety
guides take their responsibilities very
seriously. They solicit your assistance and
support in this endeavor to keep student
riders safe.

Army’s 15:12 program rates a Blue Star at SEhweinfurt

SCHWEINFURT, Germany —The
Blue Star that hangs in the window
of adeployed Soldier’s family home
is taking on a new meaning here.

Mirroring Army and Installation
Management Command actions,
U.S. Army Garrison Schweinfurt
Child and Youth Services has
started a major cost-cutting
initiative for children of deployed
Soldiers.

The Army labels the overall
deployment-specific morale, welfare
and recreation program “15:12,”
referring to 15 months downrange
and 12 months at home.

USAG Schweinfurt calls it Blue
Star, with a heavy focus on youth
support.

“Army leadership is trying to do

some things to alleviate stress and
in my arena, that involves reducing
the cost of child care,” said Kris
Davis, acting CYS chief, referring
to three main incentives.

During a Soldier’s deployment,
CYS provides a 20 percent discount
on regularly scheduled full- or part-
time child care; free participation in
two sports per child per year; and
free tuition in four eight-week
sessions of SKIES (Schools of
Knowledge, Inspiration,
Exploration and Skills). Plus, the
annual registration fee is waived.

“We know that when a Soldier is
home, even though they’re busy
and have a lot going on, they still
take on child care (responsibilities).
So that extra support for the
remaining spouse is not there when
the Soldier is deployed,” Davis said.

“By reducing our fees, it helps
(families) reduce their cost of child

I just
couldn’t believe that I was there,”
said Jenny Looman, spouse of Spc.
Jeremy Looman, B-Co. 173d BSB.
Looman and her two children, Kyra
and Halle, are undergoing their first
deployment and have only been
stationed in Germany since
February.
