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Sky Soldier represents U.S. forces at NATO summit

HEIDEL BERG, Germany—The
26 NATO member nationsrecently
gatheredinRiga, Latvia, for aheads
of stateand government summit. At
the beginning of theNov. 29 formal
session, participants honored
attending veterans of alliance
operations, including one U.S.
Army, Europe Soldier.

1st Sgt. Randy Collins, Charlie
Company, 1st Battalion, 503d
Infantry (Airborne), 173d Airborne
Brigade Combat Team, represented
theU.S. military during ceremonies
honoring the armed forces of each
NATO country for their commitment
inthe Global War on Terror.

“For decadesthey have beenthe
guardians of democracy and
freedom,” said NATO Secretary
General Jaap de Hoop Scheffer,
thanking the 26 warriors on behal f
of attending heads of state.

Scheffer added that such service
“cannot be taken for granted. In
Afghanistan, they are putting their
livesonthelineto bring abetter life
to the long-suffering people and
ensure that terrorism never again
finds a sanctuary there.”

The secretary general, noting
that 50,000 servicemembers are
currently deployed in six aliance-
led missions on three continents,
asked participants to observe a
moment of silence for those who
will not return from these and past
operations.

“Today, wealso remember those
who have made the ultimate

sacrifice in defense of our values,
who have fallen in the service of
our aliance,” hesaid.

Among the leaders present was
President George W. Bush, who
spent several minutes talking with
Collins, whose servicein Helmond
Province, Afghanistan, as first
sergeant for the 74th Infantry
Detachment (Long Range
Surveillance) led to his summit
participation.

“As a Soldier meeting the
commander in chief, | was very
proud to be in the Army and to be
inuniform,” Collinssaid. “Thefirst
thing he told me when | walked up
to shake his hand was that he was
honored to be in my presence. |
told him that I, too, was honored.
We spoke briefly about where| was
from, my tours in lIrag and
Afghanistan, and my upcoming
deployment back to Iraq.”

Coallins took advantage of the
other participants experience to
gain more perspective on NATO
operations.

“1 had awonderful opportunity
to sit down with NATO personnel
who are subject-matter experts on
Afghanistan in hopes of bettering
the way we fight the Taliban in the
future,” Collins said. “I gained a
tremendous amount of knowledge
about NATO and believethatitisa
big combat multiplier in
Afghanistan.”

Overall, hedescribed serving as
a first sergeant in a multinational
unit as"incredibly rewarding.”

“One big advantageto operating
jointly in atheater like Afghanistan

is assets,” Collins said. “With the
Romanians, we had use of their
armored personnel carriers, fuel
trucks, food and other (essentials)
if needed. Also, Specia Forceshave
dedicated assets that normally we
would have to reguest from higher
levels; therefore, it was easier to
operate asajoint patrol rather than
operate independently.”

Additionally, Collins noted,
working with the Afghan National
Army provided cultural advantages
over actions resulting from solely
U.S. units.

“Our idea was to always place
an ‘Afghan face’ on each of our
operations,” he said. “If our unit
had to search doo- to-door, we
would have the ANA do the
searching — so at to not offend the
local population with our (lack of
knowledge) of somecustoms. It also
emboldened the ANA to operatein
plain view of their own people,
demonstrating that they would be
there when needed.”

Collins stressed that his ANA
alliesand Afghan interpreterswere
a part of his unit — not an
attachment. “We ate together,
climbed the same mountains,
patrolled and fought the same
enemy.”

Brig. Gen. John Adams, deputy
U.S. military representative to
NATO, called Collins “an ideal
representative of U.S. armed
forces.”

“It wasaprivilegeto witnessthe
professional manner in which he
represented the Army to our allies
at al levels, to include the most

senior authorities, at a time when
solidarity is crucial to NATO's
success, especially in
Afghanistan,” Adams said.
“When President Bush met 1st
Sgt. Coallins, it was an important
meeting for both men, atangiblelink
between our president and the
Soldiersthat givetheir al inservice
of our nation,” Adams said. “Heis
a Soldier of whom we can all be

proud.”

Scheffer echoed the general’s
sentiments as he addressed al 26
representatives. “ Thank you for the
work you aredoing,” the secretary
general said, “and for the sacrifices
you and your familieshave madeto
help ensure our security.”

The purpose of the VicenzaAnti-pollution
programistolimit vehicleexhaustin historical
city areas. The decision to restrict vehicles
came from studies that expect a yearly
increase of vehicle movement downtown.

Theprohibited areaisbetween theVicenza
Train Station, San Bortolo Hospital and the
roads around Corso Palladio, Piazza dei
Signori and Piazza M atteotti. (See map below)
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The dates this program is in effect are:
Dec. 11-15, and all weekdays starting Jan. 8-
March 30.

During these dates, the following
vehiclesarenot authorized in the prohibited
areas.

1. Motorcarswith diesel engines(seeart.
54. paragraph a of the Italian Road Code)
registered before Jan. 1, 1997. The
prohibition does not apply to vehicles
registered before Jan. 1, 1997, provided that
thevehicle registration document carriesthe
compliance with the European Directive on
environment restriction 94/12/CEE and
subsequent;

2. Motor vehicles with diesel engines
registered beforeOct. 1, 1997 (buses, trucks,
motor homes, tractors, heavy equipment).

3. Vehiclesregistered beforeJan. 1, 1993
not equipped with catalytic converters,
unless their vehicle registration document
carries the compliance with the European
Directive on environmental restrictions 91/
441/CEE and subsequent;

4. Two-stroke engine motorcycles and
motor vehicles (aslistedin art. 52 and 53 of
the Italian Road Code) not equipped with
catalytic convertersand registered before
Jan. 1, 2000 not complying with the European
Directive 97/24/CE, section 5.

The above prohibitionswill be applied on
the following dates:

The following vehicles are authorized in
the prohibited areas during this time:

1) GPL motorcars registered after Jan. 1,
1997,

2) GPL motor vehiclesregistered after Oct.
1,1997;

3) Gasoline motorcars and motor vehicles
registered after Jan. 1, 1993;

4) Two-stroke engine motorcycles and
motor vehicles equipped with catalytic
convertersand registered after Jan. 1, 2000;

5) Car pooling with at least three
occupants;

6) GPL vehicles,

7) Electricvehicles;

8) Stradale Police and other official
vehicles;

9) Emergency vehicles, including theones
used by medical personnel on duty; vehicles
used by paramedics and hospital/clinic
technicians on call;

10) Public buses, community agencies,
school buses, tour buses. Taxies and rental
vehicleswith driver.

15) Vehicles on the way to a mandatory
inspection (proper documents must bein
possession of the owner) taking the shortest
way to get to the destination.

16) Vehicles used by hotel and hospitality
homes guests located in the prohibited area
provided that the itinerary be strictly to and
from the facilities and a copy of the booking
be displayed on the dashboard,;

18) Vehicleswith foreign and E.E. license
plates,

19) Vintageor historical vehicles, aslisted
in art. 60 the Italian Road Code (proper
documents must be in possession of the
owner);

20) Vehicles operated by shift workers,
when the beginning or ending time of the
shift and location are not thoroughly covered
by public transportation (provided with
authorization, if without I D).

The holidays are fast approaching and
along with it come the joy of decorating
our homes for this festive season.

Below are sometipsto help keep you,
your family and your home safe before,
during and after holiday festivities:

Trees

+ When purchasing an artificial tree,
look for thelabel “ Fire Resistant.”

¢ When purchasing alive tree, check
for freshness. A fresh treeisgreen, needles
are hard to pull from branches and, when
bent between your fingers, needlesdo not
break.

Thetrunk butt of afresh treeis sticky
with resin, and when tapped on the
ground, the tree should not lose many
needles.

+ When setting up atreeat home,
placeit away fromfireplaces,
radiators or portable
heaters. Place the tree out
of the way of traffic and
do not block doorways.

¢ Cut afew inches off
the trunk of your treeto
expose the fresh wood.
This allows for better
water absorption and helps keep your tree
from drying out and becoming afire hazard.

+ Besureto keep the stand filled with
water, because heated rooms can dry live
trees out rapidly. A six-foot tree will
consume about a gallon of water every
two days.

Lights
¢ Never usedectriclightsonametallic
tree. The tree can become charged with
electricity from faulty lights, and aperson
touching a branch could be el ectrocuted.
¢ Beforeusing lights outdoors, check
|abels to be sure they have been certified
for outdoor use. To hold lights in place,

string them through hooks or insulated
staples, not nails or tacks. Never pull or
tug lights to remove them.

¢ Check al treelights-even if you've
just purchased them-before hanging them
onyour tree. Make sureall the bulbswork
and that there are no frayed wires, broken
sockets or loose connections

+ Plugall outdoor electric decorations
into circuits with ground fault circuit
interrupters to avoid potential shocks.

¢ Turn off all lights when you go to
bed or leave the house. The lights could
short out and start afire.

Decorations

¢ Useonly non-combustible or flame-
resistant materials to trim atree. Choose
tinsel or artificial icicles of plastic or
nonleaded metals.
¢ Never uselighted candles on atree

or near other evergreens.

Always use non-flammable

holders, and place candles

where they will not be
knocked down.

¢ Inhomeswith small

children, take special
care to avoid
decorations that are
sharp or breakable,
keep trimmings with small
removable parts out of the reach of
children to avoid the child swallowing or
inhaling small pieces, and avoid trimmings
that resemble candy or food that may
tempt ayoung child to eat them.

¢ Wear glovesto avoid eye and skin
irritation while decorating with spun glass
“angel hair.” Follow container directions
carefully to avoid lung irritation while
decorating with artificial snow sprays.

+ Remove all wrapping papers, bags,
paper, ribbons and bows from tree and
fireplace areas after gifts are opened.
These items can pose suffocation and
choking hazards to a small child or can
causeafireif near flame.

It was also the
first Broadway production based on
music and lyrics by Stephen
Sondheim, acomposer bornin 1930
in New York, who won multiple
Tony Awards, Grammy Awardsand
aPulitzer Prize.

The book by Burt Shevelove
