The expiration of the resolution wmder which the Special Committee
is now operating cstches us in the midst of much significant work on variocus
concatng of the senior citigens of oz Netion, This is fully detailed in
our letter to the Committee, We feel that there is much wseful work which
can #nd should be done to complete the work already begun in those aress
as well as in other areas to wvhich the Committes has not yet been zble to
devote its attention,

We pledge our continued best efforts to improve the lster years &or
ell dmericans at minimum cost to the Nation and its taxpayers. We shall
meke & strong effort o mmks any additional time the Senate may glve us
redoud to the benefit of oy Countyy and of all Americans,
