12 (hh) RuLE oOF CONSTRUCTION.—Notwithstanding
13 section 3132(a)(2) of title 5, United States Code, removal

18 (2) alter compensation for any such position
19 under the Executive Schedule or other applicable

21 SEC. 3. APPOINTMENT OF THE DIRECTOR OF THE CENSUS.
22 (a) IN GENERAL.—Section 21 of the title 13, United
23 States Code, 1s amended to read as follows:

24 “§21. Director of the Census; duties

25 “(a) APPOINTMENT.—
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“(1) IN GENERAL.—The Bureau shall be head-
ed by a Director of the Census, appointed by the
President, by and with the advice and consent of the
Senate, without regard to political affiliation.

“(2) UALIFICATIONS.—Such  appointment
pp

shall be made from individuals who have a dem-
onstrated ability in managing large organizations
and experience in the collection, analysis, and use of
statistical data.

“(b) TERM OF OFFICE.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The term of office of the
Director shall be 5 years, and shall begin on Janu-
ary 1, 2012, and every fifth year thereafter. An indi-
vidual may not serve more than 2 full terms as Di-
rector.

“(2) VACANCIES.

Any individual appointed to
fill a vacancy in such position, occurring before the
expiration of the term for which such individual’s
predecessor was appointed, shall be appointed for
the remainder of that term. The Director may serve
after the end of the Director’s term until re-
appointed or until a successor has been appointed,
but in no event longer than 1 year after the end of

such term.
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| “(3) REMOVAL.—An individual serving as Di-
2 rector may be removed from office by the President.
3 The President shall communicate in writing the rea-
4 sons for any such removal to both IHouses of Con-
5 oress not later than 60 days before the removal.

6 “(4) PERSONNEL ACTIONS.—Except as pro-
7 vided under paragraph (3), nothing in this sub-
8 section shall prohibit a personnel action otherwise
9 authorized by law with respect to the Director of the
10 Census, other than removal.
11 “(¢) DuTiEs.—The Director shall perform such du-
12 ties as may be imposed upon the Director by law, regula-

13 tions, or orders of the Secretary.”.

14 (b) TRANSITION RULES.

15 (1) APPOINTMENT OF INITIAL DIRECTOR.—The
16 initial Director of the Bureau of the Census shall be
17 appointed in accordance with the provisions of sec-
18 tion 21(a) of title 13, United States Code, as
19 amended by subsection (a).

20 (2) INTERIM ROLE OF CURRENT DIRECTOR OF
21 THE CENSUS AFTER DATE OF ENACTMENT.—If, as
22 of January 1, 2012, the initial Director of the Bu-
23 reau of the Census has not taken office, the officer
24 serving on December 31, 2011, as Director of the
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Census (or Acting Director of the Census, if applica-

ble) in the Department of Commerce
(A) shall serve as the Director of the Bu-
reau of the Census; and
(B) shall assume the powers and duties of
such Director for one term beginning January
1, 2012, as described in section 21(b) of such
title, as so amended.

(¢) TECHNICAL AND CONFORMING AMENDMENTS.

Not later than January 1, 2012, the Secretary of Com-
merce, in consultation with the Director of the Census,
shall submit to each House of the Congress draft legisla-
tion containing any technical and conforming amendments
to title 13, United States Code, and any other provisions
which may be necessary to carry out the purposes of this
section.

SEC. 4. WORKING GROUP ON STREAMLINING PAPERWORK

FOR EXECUTIVE NOMINATIONS.

(a) KESTABLISHMENT.—There 1s established the
Working Group on Streamlining Paperwork for Executive
Nominations (in this section referred to as the “Working
Group”).

(b) MEMBERSIHIP.—

(1) CompOSITION.—The Working Group shall

be composed of—

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25 EXECUTIVE NOMINATIONS.
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(A) the chairperson who shall be—
(1) except as provided under clause
(i1), the Director of the Office of Presi-
dential Personnel; or
(i1) a Federal officer designated by
the President;
(B) representatives designated by the
President from—
(1) the Office of Personnel Manage-
ment;
(i1) the Office of Government Kthics;
and
(111) the Federal Bureau of Investiga-
tion; and
(C) individuals appointed by the chair-
person of the Working Group who have experi-
ence and expertise relating to the Working
Group, including—
(1) individuals from other relevant
Federal agencies; and
(i1) individuals with relevant experi-
ence from previous presidential administra-

tions.

(¢) STREAMLINING OF PAPERWORK REQUIRED FOR
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(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 90 days after
the date of enactment of this Act, the Working
Group shall conduct a study and submit a report on
the streamlining of paperwork required for executive
nominations to—

(A) the President;

(B) the Committee on Homeland Security
and Governmental Affairs of the Senate; and

(C) the Committee on Rules and Adminis-
tration of the Senate.

(2) CONSULTATION WITH COMMITTEES OF THE
SENATE.—In conducting the study under this sec-
tion, the Working Group shall consult with the
chairperson and ranking member of the committees
referred to under paragraph (1) (B) and (C).

(3) CONTENTS.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—The report submitted
under this section shall include—

(1) recommendations for the stream-
lining of paperwork required for executive
nominations; and

(1) a detailed plan for the creation
and implementation of an electronic system
for collecting and distributing background

information from potential and actual
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Presidential nominees for positions which

require appointment by and with the ad-

vice and consent of the Senate.

(B) ELECTRONIC SYSTEM.—The electronic

system described under subparagraph (A)(ii)

shall—

(1) provide for—

(I) less burden on potential nomi-
nees for positions which require ap-
pointment by and with the advice and
consent of the Senate;

(IT) faster delivery of background
information to Congress, the White
House, the Federal Bureau of Inves-
tigation, Diplomatic Security, and the
Office of Government Kthics; and

(IIT) fewer errors of omission;
and

(1) ensure the existence and operation

of a single, searchable form which shall be

known as a “Smart Form” and shall—

(I) be free to a nominee and easy

to use;
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(IT) make it possible for the

nominee to answer all vetting ques-
tions one way, at a single time;

(ITIT) secure the information pro-
vided by a nominee;

(IV) allow for multiple submis-
sions over time, but always in the for-
mat requested by the vetting agency
or entity;

(V) be compatible across dif-
ferent computer platforms;

(VI) make it possible to easily
add, modify, or subtract vetting ques-
tions;

(VII) allow error checking; and

(VIII) allow the user to track the
progress of a nominee in providing the

required information.

(d) REVIEW OF BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION RE-

QUIREMENTS.

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Working Group shall

conduct a review of the impact of background inves-

tigation requirements on the appointments process.

(2) CoNDUCT OF REVIEW.—In conducting the

review, the Working Group shall—
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(A) assess the feasibility of using personnel
other than Federal Bureau of Investigation per-
sonnel, in appropriate circumstances, to conduct
background investigations of individuals under
consideration for positions appointed by the
President, by and with the advice and consent
of the Senate; and
(B) consider the extent to which the scope
of the background investigation conducted for
an individual under consideration for a position
appointed by the President, by and with the ad-
vice and consent of the Senate, should be varied
depending on the nature of the position for
which the individual is being considered.

(3) REPORT.—Not later than 270 days after

the date of enactment of this Act, the Working
Group shall submit a report of the findings of the

review under this subsection to—

(A) the President;

(B) the Committee on Homeland Security
and Governmental Affairs of the Senate; and

(C) the Committee on Rules and Adminis-

tration of the Senate.

(¢) PERSONNEL MATTERS.—

(1) COMPENSATION OF MEMBERS.—
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(A) FEDERAL OFFICERS AND EMPLOY-

EES.—Each member of the Working Group who
1s a FKFederal officer or employee shall serve
without compensation in addition to that re-
ceived for their services as a Federal officer or
employee.

(B) MEMBERS NOT FEDERAL OFFICERS

AND EMPLOYEES.—Each member of the Work-

ing Group who is not a Federal officer or em-

ployee shall not be compensated for services

performed for the Working Group.

(2) TRAVEL EXPENSES.—The members of the
Working Group shall be allowed travel expenses, in-
cluding per diem in lieu of subsistence, at rates au-
thorized for employees of agencies under subchapter
I of chapter 57 of title 5, United States Code, while
away from their homes or regular places of business
in the performance of services for the Working
Froup.

(3) STAFF.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—The President may des-
ignate Federal officers and employees to pro-

vide support services for the Working Group.

(B) DETAIL OF FEDERAL EMPLOYEES.

Any Federal employee may be detailed to the
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Working Group without reimbursement, and
such detail shall be without interruption or loss
of civil service status or privilege.

(f) NON-APPLICABILITY OF FEDERAL ADVISORY

COMMITTEE ACT.—The Federal Advisory Committee Act
(5 U.S.C. App.) shall not apply to the Working Group es-

tablished under this section.

() TERMINATION OF THE WORKING GROUP.—The

Working Group shall terminate 60 days after the date on
which the Working Group submits the latter of the 2 re-
ports under this section.

SEC. 5. REPORT ON PRESIDENTIALLY APPOINTED POSI-

TIONS.

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section—

(1) the term ‘“agency’” means an KExecutive
agency defined under section 105 of title 5, United
States Code; and

(2) the term ‘“‘covered position”” means a posi-
tion in an agency that requires appointment by the
President without the advice and consent of the Sen-
ate.

(b) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 180 days after the

date of enactment of this Act, the Government Account-

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2 shall take effect 60 days after the date of enactment
of this Act and apply to appointments made on and after
that effective date, including any nomination pending in
the Senate on that date.

(b) DIRECTOR OF THE CENSUS AND WORKING
GRrOUP.—The provisions of sections 3 and 4 (including
any amendments made by those sections) shall take effect
on the date of enactment of this Act.
