RuLE XLII.

GENERAL PROVISIONS.

p. 24, when it was also renumbered. Joint rules have not been in force
since the 43d Congress.

RuLe XLIII.
CODE OF OFFICIAL CONDUCT.

There is hereby established by and for the
House of Representatives the following code of
conduct, to be known as the “Code of Official
Conduct”:
