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SWIFT CONFIRMATION OF WILLIAM KAYATTA REQUESTED

In a letter to Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid and Republican Leader Mitch McConnell,
Senator Susan Collins urges that the Senate move expeditiously to a vote on the nomination of
William Kayatta to be a Circuit Judge on the U.S. First Circuit Court of Appeals.

“The First Circuit bench is small — it has only six active judges — so any single vacancy hits it
disproportionately hard. It now has the highest vacancy rate of any Circuit in the country,”

delegation, and was reported by the Judiciary Committee by a bipartisan voice vote. There
should be no reason to delay a Senate vote on his nomination any further.”
