It builds upon the
House’s recent progress in ending the presidemeimatorium” on drilling in the Outer
Continental Shelf, opening this region to furthevelopment of its rich oil and natural gas
resources. It provides an environmentally-sounat@gch to opening the Arctic Coastal Plain
(ANWR) for exploration and recovery of its estind& billion barrels of technically recoverable
oil. It repeals the Department of the Interioneiltl lands policy” — an order issued in December
by DOI Secretary Ken Salazar that indefinitely miett oil and natural gas development on
hundreds of thousands of acres, particularly intéfasstates — which Utah Governor Gary
Herbert has called “bad policy, bad for Utah, aad for the entire nation.” It eases bureaucratic
burdens on energy producers and their investostregmlining the process for approving
permits and leases and establishing a judiciakrmeyarocess to limit frivolous environmental
litigation. And finally, it grants regulatory reli by clarify that Congress never intended EPA
the use the Clean Air Act (or a range of othensés) to regulate greenhouse gases.

Together or separately, these policies will eageimidtrative and regulatory burdens that
increase the cost of recovering our nation’s abotddfordable sources of energy. With
unemployment high, the economy still sputteringl hauseholds facing more uncertainty than
ever, now is not the time for grand government pliamposing “green” energy technologies on
the nation, especially when these policies simply @p costing taxpayers, consumers, and
businesses dearly. The first step in finding sohd for today’s energy needs is getting
government out of the way of energy investors amadvators. This bill goes a long way
towards that goal.
