control of the Democratic Leader, and finally the time from 3:45 to 4 p.m. be under the control of the Majority 
Leader.

vote on the confirmation of the nomination with no further intervening action or debate; and finally the President be 
immediately notified of the Senate's action and the Senate then resume legislative session.
