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UNANIMOUS CONSENT AGREEMENT

Ordered, That immediately following the completion of the Bankruptcy Bill (S. 625), and notwithstanding Rule
22, the Senate proceed to executive session and consideration of the nomination of Alan Greenspan, of New York, to
be Chairman of the Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System {Cal. No. 411); that the debate time be
divided as follows: Mr. Leahy - 20 minutes; Mr. Dorgan - 30 minutes; Mr, Harkin - 60 minutes; Mr. Wellstone -
60 minutes; Mr. Reid - 30 minutes.

Ordered further, That there be 90 minutes equally divided between the Chairman (Mr. Gramm) and the
Ranking Member (Mr. Sarbanes); and that following the use or yielding back of time the Senate proceed to a vote on
the confirmation of the nomination at a time be determined by the Majority Leader after consultation with the
Democratic Leader.

Ordered further, That following the vote the President be notified of the Senate’s action and the Senate return
to legislative session.
