Summary:. H.R. 1423 would designate the United States courthouse located at 115 4th Avenue
Southwest in Ardmore, Oklahoma, as the “Specialist Micheal E. Phillips Post Office.

Additional Information: Army Specialist Micheal E. Phillips was killed on February 24, 2008,
when his vehicle struck a roadside bomb in Baghad, Irag. He was assigned to the 1% Battalion,
502" Infantry Regiment, 2" Brigade Combat Team, 101* Airborne Division (Air Assault), based at
Fort Campbell, KY.

Committee Action: H.R. 1423 was introduced on April 7, 2011, and referred to the House
Oversight and Government Reform Committee. A markup was held on April 13, 2011, and the
legislation was approved by unanimous consent.

Administration Position: No Statement of Administration Policy (SAP) is provided.

Cost to Taxpayers: No CBO score was available at press time, but the only costs associated with
naming U.S. federal buildings and post offices are those for sign and map changes, none of which
significantly affect the federal budget.
