8 Homeland Security from funds available to the Depart-

9 ment of Homeland Security.

17 WAIVER BY CHIEF OF CAPITOL POLICE OF CLAIMS 

18 ARISING OUT OF ERRONEOUS PAThiENTS TO 0FFI-

19 CERS AND EMPLOYEES 

20 SEc. 1002. (a) WAIVER OF CLAIM.-Subject to the 

21 approval of the Capitol Police Board, the Chief of the 

22 United States Capitol Police may waive in whole or in part 

23 a claim of the United States against a person arising out 

24 of an erroneous payment of any pay or allowances, other 

25 than travel and transportation expenses and allowances, 
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1 to an officer, member, or employee of the United States 

2 Capitol Police, if the collection of the claim would be 

3 against equity and good conscience and not in the best 

4 interests of the United States. 

5 (b) INVESTIGATION OF APPLICATION; REPORT.-The 

6 Chief shall investigate each application for the waiver of 

7 a claim under subsection (a) and shall submit a written 

8 report of the investigation to the Capitol Police Board, ex-

9 cept that if the aggregate amount of the claim involved 

10 exceeds $1,500, the Comptroller General may also inves-

11 tigate the application and submit a written report of the 

12 investigation to the Capitol Police Board. 

13 (c) PROHIBITION OF WAIVER UNDER CERTAIN CIR-

14 CUMSTANCES.-The Chief may not exercise the authority 

15 to waive a claim under subsection (a) if-

16 ( 1) in the Chief's opinion, there exists in con-

17 nection with the claim an indication of fraud, mis-

18 representation, fault, or lack of good faith on the 

19 part of the officer, member, or employee involved or 

20 of any other person having an interest in obtaining 

21 a waiver of the claim; or 

22 (2) the Chief receives the application for the 

23 waiver after the expiration of the 3-year period that 

24 begins on the date on which the erroneous payment 

25 of pay or allowances was discovered. 
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1 (d) CREDIT FOR WAIVER.-ln the audit and settle-

2 ment of accounts of any accountable officer or official, full 

3 credit shall be given for any amounts with respect to which 

4 collection by the United States is waived under subsection 

5 (a). 

6 (e) EFFECT OF WAIVER.-An erroneous payment, 

7 the collection of which is waived under subsection (a), is 

8 deemed a valid payment for all purposes. 

9 (f) CoNSTRUCTION WITH OTHER LAws.-This sec-

10 tion does not affect any authority under any other law 

11 to litigate, settle, compromise, or waive any claim of the 

12 United States. 

13 (g) RULES AND REGULATIONS.-The Chief shall pro-

14 mulgate rules and regulations to carry out this section. 

15 (h) EFFECTIVE DATE.-This section shall apply with 

16 respect to payments of pay and allowances made at any 

17 time after the Chief became the disbursing officer for the 

18 United States Capitol Police pursuant to section 1018(a) 

19 of the Legislative Branch Appropriations Act, 2003 (2 

20 U.S.C. 1907(a)). 

21 OFFICE OF COMPLIAl'JCE 

22 SALARIES AND EXPENSES 

23 For salaries and expenses of the Office of Compli-

24 ance, as authorized by section 305 of the Congressional 

25 Accountability Act of 1995 (2 U.S.C. 1385), $3,817,000, 
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1 of which $884,000 shall remain available until September 

2 30, 2013: Provided, That not more than $500 may be ex-

3 pended on the certification of the Executive Director of 

4 the Office of Compliance in connection with official rep-

5 resentation and reception expenses. 

6 CONGRESSIONAL BUDGET OFFICE 

7 SALARIES AND EXPENSES 

8 For salaries and expenses necessary for operation of 

9 the Congressional Budget Office, including not more than 

10 $6,000 to be expended on the certification of the Director 

11 of the Congressional Budget Office in connection with offi-

12 eial representation and reception expenses, $43,787,000. 

13 ARCHITECT OF THE CAPITOL 

14 GENERAL ADMINISTRATION 

15 For salaries for the Architect of the Capitol, and 

16 other personal services, at rates of pay provided by law; 

17 for surveys and studies in connection with activities under 

18 the care of the Architect of the Capitol; for all necessary 

19 expenses for the general and administrative support of the 

20 operations under the Architect of the Capitol including the 

21 Botanic Garden; electrical substations of the Capitol, Sen-

22 ate and House office buildings, and other facilities under 

23 the jurisdiction of the Architect of the Capitol; including 

24 furnishings and office equipment; including not more than 

25 $5,000 for official reception and representation expenses, 
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1 to be expended as the Architect of the Capitol may ap-

2 prove; for purchase or exchange, maintenance, and oper-

3 ation of a passenger motor vehicle, $104,790,000, of 

4 which $3,199,000 shall remain available until September 

5 30, 2016. 

6 CAPITOL BUILDING 

7 For all necessary expenses for the maintenance, care 

8 and operation of the Capitol, $35,354,000, of which 

9 $10,263,000 shall remain available until September 30, 

10 2016. 

11 CAPITOL GROUNDS 

12 For all necessary expenses for care and improvement 

13 of grounds surrounding the Capitol, the Senate and House 

14 office buildings, and the Capitol Power Plant, $9,852,000. 

15 HOUSE OFFICE BUILDINGS 

16 For all necessary expenses for the maintenance, care 

17 and operation of the House office buildings, $89,154,000, 

18 of which $40,631,000 shall remain available until Sep-

19 tember 30, 2016. 

20 In addition, for a payment to the House Historic 

21 Buildings Revitalization Trust Fund, $30,000,000, shall 

22 remain available until expended. 

23 CAPITOL POWER PLANT 

24 For all necessary expenses for the maintenance, care 

25 and operation of the Capitol Power Plant; lighting, heat-
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1 mg, power (including the purchase of electrical energy) 

2 and water and sewer services for the Capitol, Senate and 

3 House office buildings, Library of Congress buildings, and 

4 the grounds about the same, Botanic Garden, Senate ga-

5 rage, and air conditioning refrigeration not supplied from 

6 plants in any of such buildings; heating the Government 

7 Printing Office and Washington City Post Office, and 

8 heating and chilled water for air conditioning for the Su-

9 preme Court Building, the Union Station complex, the 

10 Thurgood Marshall Federal Judiciary Building and the 

11 Folger Shakespeare Library, expenses for which shall be 

12 advanced or reimbursed upon request of the Architect of 

13 the Capitol and amounts so received shall be deposited 

14 into the Treasury to the credit of this appropriation, 

15 $127,159,000, of which $33,377,000 shall remain avail-

16 able until September 30, 2016: Provided, That not more 

17 than $9,000,000 of the funds credited or to be reimbursed 

18 to this appropriation as herein provided shall be available 

19 for obligation during fiscal year 2012. 

20 LIBRARY BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS 

21 For all necessary expenses for the mechanical and
