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MALTA JOINS THE UNIVERSAL COPYRIGHT CONVENTION 

The United States  Department of State has  been informed by the  
Director-General  of UNESCO that  the  ins t rument  of access ion  by 
Malta to  the Universal  Copyright Convention was  deposited on  
August 19, 1968. 

In accordance with Ar t ic le  M, paragraph 2, of the Convention, the  
l a t t e r  came into fo rce  with respec t  to Malta o n  November 19, 
1968, t h r e e  months a f te r  the  deposit of the ins t rument  of accession.  

Malta is the 56th country to  become a par ty  t o  the  Universal  
Copyright Convention. 

The Universal  Copyright Convention (the U.C.C,) , which came  into 
fo rce  o n  September 16, 1955, is a n  international t r ea ty  to  which the  
United States  is a party. I ts  pract ical  purpose is to  reduce to a 
minimum the formal i t i es  required f o r  secur ing  copyright protection 
fo r  the  works  of c i t izens  of part icipating countr ies  i n  other  par-  
t icipating countries.
