| Background

Section 1607 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Public Law 111-5 {“Recovery
Act”), stipulates that the Governor of any state or agency thereof requesting ARRA stimulus funds must
certify not later than 45 days after the enactment of the Act that the state will request and use the
funds.
