(Note by the Allied Secrctirizt)

The Directorote of Prisoners of Viar and Displaced Persons, at
its 42nd Pceting on 18 March 1947, agreccd to submit to the Co-
ordineting Committcc @ rcport on the present position with regerd
to the above question.

This report is recorded belows

l. The Coordinating Committee, =t its 80th Liecting, on the
proposal of the Prisoners of War and Displaced Persons Dircctorate,
approved the ereation in Germeny of & Contrzl Trecing Service for
missing Allicd nationels (CORC/M(45)8, Conclusion (105).

2. ls a result of nogotiations between the Prisoners of ier
and Displaced Persons Dircctorate and UNRR., the latter officiallyp,
agreed, in Novembor 1945, to administer ond finence, on behalf, and
according to the dircetives of the Lllied Control Authority, a '
Central Tracing Burcau, which would be set up at Lrolsen (U.S. Zone
of Germany).

3. In July 1946, for the first time, UNRR.L cxpressed & desire
to rid itself of thc rcsponsibilitics it had assumed with regoerd to
the operation of the Central Tracing Burcau. UNRRL was informed
'~ that the Directorcte could not sccept this unilatcral rcpudiation
of the zgreement niede, and the Directorate invited UNRRL to con-
tinuc administering end finencing the Central Troeing Burcau until
UNRR: ceascd its activitics in Germany 31 Deccmber 1946; this date
being subsequentliy cxtended to 30 June 1i947.

L. From November 1946 to February 1947, considerable
correspondence wes cxchanged between the Prisoncis of Wer and
Displaccd Persons Dircctorate and UNRRL, the latter making the
continuation of cctivitics of the Central Tracing Bureau con-—
tingent upon accceptence by the Directoratc of certain conditions
laid down by UNRR.. Headquartcrs in Germany.



\

5. Cecrtoin of these conditions were not considercd acccptable
by the Dircctoratc. Furthermore, the Directorate unanimously decided
thet UNRRL, in principle, did not have the right to impose additional .
conditions for the continuation of an agreement freely concluded
between 1t and the 4l1licd Control Authority.

6. Horeover, without weiting for a reply to the conditions it
had imposed, UNRR.. had alrcady, on its own initiative, made certain
arrangements to restrict end - within a short time = to terminate
the activities of the Central Tracing Birezu.

7> On 31 Jenuery 947 the Dircectorate eddressed a.telegrem tO
UNRRA which stated that the Directorate felt that a mowve of %
Central Tracing Bureau from lLrolsen would prevent itS fulfiliing
the task which UNRR. had comtrected with the occupying powers to
carry out, and was not nccessary.

UNRRA roplicd on 6 February 1947 that because of tho
closing of the UNAR.L Headquarters, It would have no altcrnative
but to close the Central Tracing Bureau if accommodation elsewhere ..
in the U.S, Zone O in Berlin wes NOt made availeble. The Directorate
considered this rcply unsatisfactory, and informcd UNRRL on 15
February 1947 thet it considered thot UNRRL did not have the right-
to close, of its own accord, the Central Tracing Burcau, nor did it
have the right to offer, as the sole altornzblvu to the closing of
the office, & solution which would necessitate additional ex—
penditure by onc of the occupying powers. |t statcd that UNRRL
should continuc tc administer and finance the Central Tracing Bureau
satisfactorily until a now organize'cion should succeed It. On 26
Febraary 1947, ULRRL agreed to continue operation of the Central
Trecing Burcau I N irolsen, with the understending that accommodations
i n Berlin would be designated by 15 March 1947.

8, The Dircctorzta agrced in principle to the @ of the
Central Tracing Burcau to Berlin if adequate accommodations could be
found and nade availeblc. At the same time the Directorate noted

November 1943 (See, 3), “hich froze trede tex reates at the
amounts livied in 1942 and fixed the sheres of the different
comaunes et the proportions existing in 1942,

Repecl of these sections of the Trede Tex Siaplificetion
Ordinances ~ould permit the :fagistret of 3erlin to chenge the
rate of the trede tax in sccord:uce with the provisions of the
Trede Tex lev of 1 Deeember 1936 end ~ould restore the apportion-
ment provisions of Title IV of thet law, These decrees ere var
measurcs cnd in the cbscuce of other legisletion they expire at
the end of the second celendcr yeer after the end of the wer,

The Fineuce Directorcte is of the opinion thet the pro=-
visions of the Trade Tax Simplificction Ordinences listed
above should be repealed, thus restoring the provisions of khe
Trade Tex Lo of 1 December 1936, vhich permit comnunes to

The Meeting considered CORC, R 47)124. *)

The CL.IRL.N suggested three alternative methods of dealing with
thie gaper. Firstly to discuss the matter in principle, secondly to
defer discussion of the paper until the next Meeting when the paper
on Powers of the sllied Kommandatura (which included the question of
“prior approval”) would be considered, or thirdly -- a course which
the ChAIR.AN preferred -- to instruet the Allied Kommandatura: (a) to
approve Dr. Ostrowski's resignation and (b) to recognize Frau Schroeder
as acting Cberburgermoistor.

General KZATING agreed to the CHAIRMAN's second proposal., As to
the third, he rccommended that the Allied Kommandatura (a) accept
Dr. Ostrowski's rosignation, (b) roccognize Frau Sehroeder as Acting
Oberburgerncister, and (¢) instruct the Magistrat to proceed without
delay to the election of a new Oberburgermcister.

General DRATVIN preferred the CHAIRMAN's third proposal with a
small amendment: to substitute the word "recognize®™ by the word "ap-
prove”, rclating to the appointment of Frau Schroeder.

Following discuséion on this point in which the word "confirmed®
was suggested and agrecd by Geonerals KEATING and ROBERTSON, General
BAPST added his approval to the CHAIRMAN's third alternative proposal.

General ORATVIN rumnrkéd that he understood that the appointment
of Frau Schrocder had been “"confirmed®.

General . EanTING said that the Coordinating Committee should Pre-
rognize® Frau Schroeder, Le had not spcken of ‘fapproval®, He was
prepared to confirm what had-becn done by the liagistrat on the under-
standing that this did not projudice the views which might be express-
ed when discussing the matter of principle later on. This was a very
important issuc, as in the Allied Hommandatura the Soviet Delegate
would not accept Dr. Cstrowski's resignation unless the election of
Frau schroeder was approved.

of Dr. Ostrowski and to instruct the Allied Kommandatura to elect
a new Oberburgermeister, leaving Frau Schrocder out of the issue,

General ROBERTSON asked 'that an Instruction should be sent to.
the Kommandatura stating simply what was required and without allow-
ing themselves to '‘be Involved in a tiresoms argument on words, i.e.,

(1) to accept Lr. Ostrowski's resignation,
(2) to pormit Frau Schroeder to act as Oborburgermeister,

(3) to instruct the Magistrat tc proceed with tho cleetion of
a new Oberburgermeister.

Genecral KEATING agreed,

General DRATVIN was unable t o understand why it should not be
possible to state authoritatively that the Coordinating Committee
"approved" the appointment. Heo proposed, Firstly, to approve the
resignation of Dr. Ustrowsiki, and secondly, pending the election of
a new Oberburgermeister te approve the appointment of Frau Schroeder
as tho new Oberburgermecister of Berlin,

General ROBERTSON then stated this meant that if General DRATVIN
insisted on resolving thig matter of principle In the wording of the
decision there could be no agrecement. He could not understand why it
should not bo possible tc accept his proposal without deciding the
matter of principle,

General DRaTVIN asked why it was not possible to agree to his
proposal, which he considercd correct and based on fact. He could
see NO particular divergencies on thce whole question,

General RCBIRTSON agreed that there was no divergence in this
case and that all of them were agreed that Dr. Ostrowski must resign;
that Frau Schroeder must act as Oberburgermeister; and that a new
Oberburgermeistor must be elected. He pointed out that the difficulty
arosc when General DRATVIN insisted on the word "approved™ in relation
to the appointment of Frau Schroeder, He quite agreed that the
quostion of principle must be resolved, but it was entirely wrong to
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hold up 21l action in the allied Kommandatura whilc the Coordinating
Cormittee argucd on the question of principlec. His proposal was
simply as follows:

(2) that Dr. Cstrowski's rosignation should be cecepted;

(b) that Frau Sehroeder should be accepted as Acting Oberburger-
neister pending the election of & new one, whieh should be done as
guickly as pessible.

Gereral KEATING and General BAPST agrecd.

General DR-TVIN rcquosted an explanation as to why there should
be hesitation over using the word "approved®, either in relation to
the resignation of Dr,., Ostrowski or in relatiocn to the appointment
of his successcr.

Ceoneral KEATING said he did not consider it nccessary to mention
the case of Frou Schroeder because srticle 12, paragreph (3) of the
Berlin Constitution provided that ome of the thrce deputies should
serve in the absence or incapacity of the Oberburgermeister.

- In that case, General DRATVIN stoted, the Ccordinating Committee
had no right to accept the resignation of Dr. Ostrowski.

General KEATING denied this, stating that Dr. Ostrowski had re-
signed under Article 36 of the Ccnstitution and that the Coordinating
Committce was thereforc authorized to accept his resignation.

General DRATVIN referrcd to Article 3 of the Berlin Constitution,
in which it was stated that an elected official must remain in office
end excreise his dutics pending the &SSUhpthn of duties by a newly
elected official.

General KIBATING agrceed that it was correct that Article 3 of the
Berlin Constitution required the elected official to remain in office
until a new une was elected., However, in this case Dr. Ostrowski had
been given six months leave of absence and Frau schroeder had taken
his place in accordanee with the provisions of Artiecle 12,

General BAPST proposed informing the Allied Kommgndatura that
the Coordinating Cormittec noted the resignation oOf Dr, Ostrowski
and the fact that Frau Schrocder was Acting Oberburgermeister.

\
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This was not acceptable to General DRATVIN.

General KZATING then suggested that the Coordinating Committee
approve Dr, Ostrowski's resignation, instruct the Allied Kommandatura
to proceed promptly with the election of & new Oberburgermeister,
and that the Cocrdinating Committee consider Frau Schroedert's case at
the same time as the Comnittee discussed the question of principle.

General DRATVIN stated that the fact that the Oberburgermeister
had been sent on leave did not rclieve him of Lis officcs Tho City
of Berlin required at lcast a temporary Cberburgermeister. According
to the spirit of the Berlin Constitutior, the 0ld Oberburgermeister
should only be considered rcleased when the appointment of the new
Oberburgermeister had been appreved.

Following a prcposal by the CHAIRMAN that the Allicd Kommandatura
should be informed that the Coordinating Committec had bcon unable to
agree, General DRaATVIN propcsed, and
