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Aids to Navigation marking the

Intracoastal Waterway (ICW) display
unique yellow symbols to distinguish
them from aids marking other waters.
Yellow triangles A indicate aids
should be passed by keeping them on

the starboard (right) hand of th

vessel. Yellow squares [ indicate aids
should be passed by keeping them on
the port (left) hand of the vessel. A
yellow horizontal band =3 provides
no lateral information, but simply
identifies aids as marking the ICW.
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Used to indicate an obstruction to navigation,
extends from the nearest shore to the buoy. This
means "do not pass between the buoy and the
nearest shore." This aid is replacing the red and
white striped buoy within the USWMS, but cannot
be used until all red and white striped buoys on a
waterway have been replaced.
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
