A prototype web-based product was developed that utilizes 
gridded forecast models to project NFDRS-ERC indices on 
a G Fuel Model map nationally.  The web address is:

NICC Predictive Services utilized this data in FY03.  While 
the actual ERC values appear to be tracking quite 
accurately, there needs to be validation and calibration for 
the Standardized and Anomaly outputs since they are being 
compared to climatological records that re-sampled from 
DAYMET and are not comparable to actual ERC values.  
Funding was specifically targeted to develop verification 
and calibration protocols and initiate development of 
utilizing ensemble forecast data to provide information 
about the confidence of the projections. 
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
